MILLION DOLLAR LOYALTY
LOAN DRIVE BE LAUNCHED

T< =5 Baptists begin their Loyalty
Loar Drive throughout the State, for
1,009 000.00 Sunday, Fehraary 9th.
jFobriary ig to be known as a “Mil-

th lion Dollar 'Month.” They have im

{he stale twelve large schools, includ-
ing the Southwestern Baptist Theo-
logical Seminary at Fort Worth, ard
Baylor Medical College, Dallas, with
total assets of over $4,000,000.00.
There are 227 teachers, with 5,250
students enrolled this session, up to
November 1st. There were 1,126 S.
A. T. C. students in the various schools
up to their demobilization.

The Baptist General Convention, a%
its last meeting in Dallas, in Decem-
ber, authorized the issue of $1,000,-
000.00 in bonds to be known as the
“Loyalty Loan.” The object of this
Loyalty Loan, as it is called, is to re-
fund all debts now outstanding upon
the various schools, at a uniform rate
of 6 per cent interest, thereby save
ing over $15,000.00 per year, or $150,-
000 in ten years and retiring $50,000
of the bands annually, ard at the same
time carrying on an annual cash cam-
paign for $300,000 each fall for ten
years, making $3,000,000 from which
interest and principal will be paid on
the bonds, and a sinkirg fund created
against a portion of them, and cash
provided to make improvements in the
way of buildings, equipment, ete., till
at the erd of ten years all debts will
e provided for, or paid, and $1,250,000
in cash will have been invested in new
improvements at the variousg schools
as need may arise.

This method of financing the Bap-
tist school system has been under ad-
vice for more than two years, being
under consideration before the war.
After careful investigation, the bond
issue was authorized by the last con-
vention.

Numbers of business men are plan-
ning to take blocks of bonds, notably
among them beirg Mr. R. E. Burt of
Houstor, who has already filed his
subscription for $60,000.00 worth.
The bonds give evidence of proving
very popular as an investment and as
an evidence of loyalty, subscriptions
being already in hand in $50.00 up.

States Railroad administration,
One hundred and sixty-eight termi-
nals, including shops, train yards and
stations were unified, resulting in bet-
ter service and an acnual ‘saving ro!
approximately $1,434,000,
The report states there s still vn-
der consideration a number of other
unfications which will be made if
investigation develops the results t»
be obtained justify such action,
The consolidation of engine hovse
and car repair facilities outside of
large technical points by a general
pooling arrangements was attained a
fifty-four points with greater effi-
ciency of service. Under federal co--
trol, technical car inspection at poin's
of interchange, was divided into zn
with inspection assigned to each zon»
under the general supervision of chief
inspectords.
