(By AMoeiat«d PreM)
WASHINGTON. April 9— “ A atudy 

of markat conditioins and methods 'n 
Arrantina haa eonvincad me that, so 
far as this particular country is co.i- 
cemad, American taade will continue 
for many years to hold its own,” 
Robert S. Barrett, commercial at­
tache to the United States embassy 
in Beunos Aires, declared today in a 
report to the Bureau o f Foreign and 
Domstic Commerce.

In answering the “ most pertinent 
question”  now in the minds of busl- 
ne.'-B .men o f the United States— 
whether this country can retain the 
commercial prestige gained during 
the waiv-M r. Barrett found numer­
ous reasons for optimism. He said 
firms in the United States were com­
ing to a better understanding of their 
South American trade because they 
were studying its needs. Increased 
credit facilities are being arranged 
and closer relations achieved by the 
establishment of branch houses in 
Latin-America and buying offices in 
the United States.

He warned, however, that competi­
tive freight rates, trained men, abso. 
lute honesty and investment in South 
American securities, were necessarj 
to maintain the position which Unit­
ed States goods now hold in the coun­
tries to the south o f the equator.

“ While perhaps the United States’ , 
percentage o f the total imports into 
Argentina may not be so |at^s, av 
it has been in teh past four years,' 
during which competition from Euro-| 
pean countries was greatly affect».l 
by the war, the value of its exports to 
Argentina will be largest in the nCxt 
few years than ever before,”  Mr. Bar­
rett said. I

“ 1. cannot be expected that tl.e| 
United States will continue to supply | 
Arg-ntlna wi»h the greater part rfj 
ita imports o f cotton and woolen 
goods, glassware chinaware, drugs, 
heavy chemicals, cardboard and cer­
tain raw materials, when normal -c»)- 
dititons are restored in Europe, but. 
on the other hand, imports of such 
goods as iron and steel, lumber, pe­
troleum products, machinery, furni­
ture, bootfi and shoes, cement, auto- 
mobilea, office supplies snd special­
ties, in which America had a large 
part before the war and which have 
been re«luced by war conditions, will 
be greatly increased.

“ In passing, it may be noted that in 
1917 the United States supplied Ar­
gentina w'th goods valued at 1133,- 
251,049 (United Stales currency), or 
86 per cent of the total imports. Us 
nearest competitor was the United 
Kingdom, whose exports to the Ar­
gentine were vaued at 180,080,822.

“ There are several fundamental 
reasons which arc responsible for his 
conclusion;

“ American manufacturers and ex­
portera are beginning to know and to 
meet the requirement o f the Argen­
tine buyer. The old ayatm of try­
ing to fore« goods which conformed 
to the demands o f the market ia the 
United States upon the people of this 
country ia passing away and an in­
telligent effort ia being made to sup.

Carful atodiea of the market have 
beeq made within the past years, not 
only by United States government 
agencies, but by individual manufac­
turers.

“The establishment by two of the 
moat important national banks of the' 
United States of branches in the Ar­
gentine, and the general adoption of 
trade acceptances, have made the fl- 
naancing of shipments to and from the 
Argentine much easier and given the 
American maunfacturcr an oppor- 
ity to grant necessary credits to 
compete with other countries. Ar­
gentina, like all new countries re­
quires long credits.

Establish Branch Houses.
“ American concerns are establish­

ing their own branch houses or di­
rect agencies in Argentina to con­
duct tehir sales. Within the last two 
years, progress in this directiion has 
been great, but it ia expected that 
when the companies in the United 
States now being organixede under 
the provisions of the Webb Law are 
established in foreign countries, e 
large Increase In their number will be 
notd. Large Argentine concerns, 
many of them controlled by European 
capital, are locating permanent buy­
er.- in the United States.”

Tba T. U. C. A. carried tbe Red Tri­
angle Into tbe camps and trenches 
abroad at a coot of fifty-three lives, a 
■acriflee proportionately ooe-qnarter 
as great as that of the American 
armp, according to a statement Issued 
today bp the National War Work 
Council of the T. U. C. A. Of these 
fatallUee thirty-five were due to die- 
ease, and tbe remainder to ahell-fire, 
bomba, gas-fever, drowning and 
wounds. Ten of tbeae were women, 
one of whom was killed bp shell Are 
and tbe other In a Qerinan air raid.

There were also fifty-five non-fatal 
casnaltlee. These were due prtnet- 
pallp to machine gun fire, gas, shell 
fire, and motor transport accldenta. 
Numerous cases of slight wounds and 
gaaolngs which were attended at dress­
ing stations, but were not reported to 
headquarters, are not Incinded.

These casnaltlee occurred In a force 
bleb at no time exceeded 9,000 work­

ers. of whom It Is reckoned that more 
than one-half were never sent to tbe 
front, being emidoped In the huudreda 
of. hnts maintained throughout tbe 
training arena and tbe “leave areuA- 

Slxty-lhree “ Y" workers were deew 
rated, while In all nMxe than 153 rw 
cclvsd ofilclal racognltloD or dlatln- 
gulabed oorrico. TbUtoou of tbeoo 

wo decorutod wttb tbo Croix da 
OnoiTA wblla forty-aigbt roeelrad 
otbar decorations. Of tbeaa tbrea ra- 
celved tba Dtstlngnlsbed Service Croea, 
three tbe Order of S t Stanlslaua; five 
tbe Italian Cavallere del Corona; 
thirty-eight tbo Italian War C ro^  and 
ooa the Prench decoration of tbe 
Corps d'Armec. Seven were cited for 
tbe Croix do Ouerro, and seven for 
other decorntlonx six commended for 
meritorious conduct, sod twenty-nine 
received honorable mention In dla- 
petches. Several units were dted In 
their entirety, those serving with tbe 
Third division being cited twice. More 
than a score more reported decorations 
have not pet been confirmed.

Not one of these men under thirty 
«ws fit for mllltarp duty, hut the cita­
tions show tbat they carried on with 
tbe same courage and spirit tbat Iden­
tified Americana thronghout tbe war. 
These records show that they went 
over tbe top with tbe aaseoltlng 
waves, that they exposed themselves 
under mecblne gun end obeli fire to 
ralnlater to tbe wounded, that thap 
worked Indefattgablp as stretcher 
brarera, and tbat they drove ambo- 
lancee Into tbe midst of battle to 
ooe tlm wounded.

Another point to be 
considered i^ the question of retire­
ment after thirty years* service. A f­
ter thirty years service, an enlisted 
man is retired on three quarters of 
the pay he ia receiving at the time 
hit thirty years are completed, and 
in addition^he is given allowrances for 
heat, light, etc.

The' chances of advancement in the 
Air Service are excellent.
