APPOINTMENT AND DUTIES
OF CENSUS ENUMERATERS

Every county in this congressional
district is to be subdivided into enum-
erating districts and an enumerater
is appointed for every such subdivis-
ion.

The compensation of enumeraters
shall not be less than two, or more
than four cents for each inhabitant;
not less than twenty nor more than
thirty cents for each productive in-
dustry reported; not less than twen-
gty nor more than thirty cents for
each farm reported, and ten cents
for each barn and enclosure contain-
ing live stock not on the farm. The
enymerater must be a resident of the
county within which Ris duties are to
be performed and must be able to
pass an examination with referencé
to his fitness for the duties required
of him,

It shall be the duty of each cnum-
erater to visit personally each dwell-
ing house in his district and each
family therein and obtain such sta.
tistics ag required by law,

Enumeraters to begin work Jn'al
uary the 2nd, 1020 and to complete
same within thirty days. Any dty'
having 2500 or more inhabitants un-
der the preceding census, the emum-
erstion must be completed within two
weeks,

solely with reference to their fit. |
ness. Applications with references
may be filed at any, time, }mwevor,l

not begin until the several connties!
