El Paso, Texas, Nov, 26.—Gen, Fel-
ipe Angeles, Mexican revolutionary
leader and famed throughout the
world as 'a military genius, was exe-
cuted by a firing squad at Chihua-
hua City early today following his
conviction, with two companions, on
charges of rebellion against the Mexi-
can government, according to a tele-
graphic report from Chthuahua City
this morning.™ Gen., Angeles was sen-
tenced to death by four Carranza gen-
erals in the Teatro de los Heros at
10:45 last night and was immediately
taken from tre biulding through a
rear entrance to await execution,
for 7 a. m, today.

But if these reservations left any
possibility of our being under the
moral obligation to defer to the juris-
dihtion of tha League of Nations, it
-would destroyed the
adoption. of that reservation whieh
proposed that no question which the
United States honsidered to affect “its
honor or its vital mterests” woul 1 be
subject to the cons.dera*.o1 of the
league. With that added to the two
others, we would enter the League of
Nations full armed with power, and
also impenetrably armored against the
moral authority of the body of whish
we should be a member. We should
then have entered the league entitled
to all benefits of membership, and
equally exempt from all risks and
responsibilities thereof.
