worst of these is the black rot, which
is being scattered over the state by
infected slips, and unless potatoes
are carefully selected and treated, it
will become worse from year to year.
Black rot is usually éarried from the
seed bed to the field by infected slips.
From the field it is brought to the
storage houses, where it may spread,
and from there it is taken.back to the
seed bed unless the potatoes are se-
lected and treated.

For these reasons all growers of
“slips whether for home use of for
commercial use, are urged to use the
.following method in order to grow
good healthy slips.

Before bedding be sure to careful-
ly select the seed potatoes and dis-
card all that show any black spots
or other signs of disesses. Then dip
all of the sound potatoes for ten min-
utes in a solution containing one
ounce of bichloride of mercury. (cor-
rosive sublimate) to eight gallons of
water. This solution will kill the di-
seas¢ germs on the surface of the
potatoes, but can not reach those that
.hnve already gone through the ‘skin
and hence it is very important to se-
lect the potatoes beforg treating

The dipping can easily be done in a
shallow vat or in barrels or h..!fﬁ ar
rels, Wooden vessels should be used
as the hichloride of
sive to metal. This solution i pois-
onous and shsuld not be left where
livestock or children can get to it,

A handy way to do this dipping is
to place the potatoes in bushel bas-
kets and then immerse them in the
solution for ten minutes. They are
then ready to be placed directly in the
seed bed, after the solution' has drain-
ed off. While they are being bedded
another lot can be dipped.

This method is very simple and ex-
tremely important to keep down se-
rious diseases,
