CARE FOR 200,000
N THE SOUTHWEST

Workers in Red Cross Chapters
in Seven States Have
Big Job.

If the 194 public health nurees DOwW
working under the emblem of the Red
Cross in the Southwestern Division of
the American Red Oross were with-
drawn tomorrow, more than 200,000
sick and infirm men, women and chil-
dren would be left without nursing
care and advice, according to Miss
Olive Chapman, Director of Nursing
of the Southwestern Division of the
American Red Cross.

The Public Health Nurse is one of
the most Important
American Red Cross today. Her job
is to help the people to get well and to
keep well. She teaches mothers how
to look after their bables and school
children how to avold lllness and dis-
ease. She is fornd In schools, homes,
playgrounds, industrial plants, depart-
ment stores, hoepitals, and health cen-
ters. Her work is In the small towns
and in the blg cities, In the rural com-
munities and lp the lonely mountain
regions of the West. BShe is wherever
there Is need for her service, regard-
less of racée, religion or soclal con-
dluvua.

Austin, Texas, Nov. 16.—The Tex-
as Public Health Association states
that in the 36 years since Dr. Edward
Livingston Trudeau started his sani-
torium in the Adirondacks for the
treatment of tuberculosis, the idea
has spread until today there are 689
sanitoria throughout the United
States.

The important fact has been es-
tablished that sanitorium treatment
for tuberculosis is effective in any
climate and in almost any altitude,
exploding the old idea that a patient
had to go to certain sections of the
country. The Texas Public Health As-
sociation with its affiliated organizae
tions is constantly working to present
the idea to the public that the average
person who has tuberculosis can best
be treated in a sanitorium near his
home.

Education as to the prevention of
tuberculosis and the best means of
treating it is disseminated by the Tex-
as Public Health Association and its
affiliated organizations with the re-
sult that the number of sanitoria is
increasing yearly. Funds for carrying
on this work are obtained from the
sale of Tuberculosis Christmas Seals,
and the 14th annual Christmas Seal
Sale will start Thanksgiving Day.

ALFALFA AS A REFRIGERATOR .

Planted Around Farm Houses It Has |
Been Found to Reduce the Tem.
perature Materially. |

Refrigerators indoors are common |
enough, but it took the farmers in the
Southwest to devise one for outdoor
use

A farmer who happened to piant a
large field of alfalfa south of the
farmhouse noticed during the hot sum-
mers that followed that his famlly |
did not suffer from the heat as did the |
neighbors, The thermometer showed a
temperature five to ten degrees in his
favor.

Someone suggested that It might be
due to the alfalfa, tried the tempers-
ture just north of other alfalfa fields
and found the same marked difference.
Now the farmers of that region are
planting alfalfa arcund their dwell
ings and enjoy summer temperatures
that make a trip to the seashore need-
less, according to the Golden Apge.

The cause of the coolness of winds
passing over alfalfa flalds is that the
plant absorbs much meoisture, the
evaporation of which reduces the tem-
perature of the air and lessens the
summer heat In the adjolning land
over which It blows.

The suggestion now is for farmers
that wish to profit from the preeence
and the board money of summer va-
cationists to combine the profit and
utility of alfalfa with higher rates
from hot-weather boarders attracted
by the coolnesa of the ten-acre refrig
erator around the house,
