Where living quarters, food, cloth-
ing, etc., are provided for an employee
solely for the convenience of an em-
ployer, the value thereof need not be,
included in the income of the employee
For example, vhere because of the
location and natuve of the work, it is
necessary that employees engaged in
fishing and canring be furnished
board and lcdging by the employer,
the value of si'ch board and lodging
may be concidered as contributed for
the convenience of the employer.
Board and lodging furnished seamen
in addition to their other compensa-
tion is held to be furnished for .the
convenience of the employer, and the
value therecf need not be reported
in the returns of such employee. Uni-
forms, rations and medical or hospital
service afforded enlisted men or sea-
men need not be reported as income..
These are furnisled by the govern-
ment for ité own purpose and not
compensation for services.

The value of board and lodging
furnished erwployces of hospitals as
part compensation for services is to
he reported as income. I, however
an employee in a hospital is subject
in immediate service on demand at
any time during the twenty-four
hours of the day, and on account of
that, is obliged to accept quarters and
meals at the hospital, the value of
such need not be reported as income.
If the employae i» on duty a certain
number of hours end could, if desirved,
obtain meals and !odging elsewhere
than the ho<pital, and at the same
time perform the duties required of
