GIVE SHOCKING

DETAILS
OF REVOLTING MURDERS

Jastrop, La.,, Jan, 7.— Convicting
and unbelievable, were it not support-
ed by facts, the story of the Morehouse
parish tragedy was read into the rec-
crd of district court here Saturday.

There are some difficulh problems
to be solved, and these ought to be
treated intelligently and resolutely.

Naturally, the question of taxation
is uppermost in the minds of the peo-
pie, and there are membors ready to
tap every promising source-of revenue
hitherto left untouched, but precedent
to additionsl taxation should be an
effective remedy for the glaring in-
equalities of taxes due to the low rate
of assessment prevalent in some coun-
tics and high rates in others. Some
of the wealthiest and most populous
counties of Texas are dodging their
share of the cost of government.

So far as go:;;nmcnt, public eduv-

cation and other branches of the
public service are concernmed, these
counties are a liability to the State.
When the legislature shall have cor-
rected this injustice it will be time
enough to discuss fmcome taxation
and other proposals which promise
to exact further of the resources of
the citizens.
