Court OKs
Money Deal;

CDs Bought

Parmer County Commissioners
Court met in a called session on
March 30, to discuss the legality of a
transfer of money from the Right-of-
Way Fund to the Farm-to-Market
Fund.

County Attorney Johnny
Actkinson had mailed a written
opinion based on Texas
Constitutional law, which states
‘““Any county may put all tax
money collected by the county into
one general fund, without regard to
the purpose or source of each tax.”

After the opinion was given, on
motion by Commissioner Archie
Tarter, approval was granted to
transfer $100,000 from the Right-of-
Way Fund to the Farm-to-Market
Fund, divided equally among the four
precincts.

Also, the commission voted to
invest General Fund money as
follows: $100,000 in a certificate of
deposit to mature July 1, 1981;
$25,000 in a C.D, to mature May 8,
1981; $25,000 in a C.D. to mature
June 5, 1981; and Right-of-Way
funds, including $50,000 in a C.D. to
1 == Tune 30, 1981, and $8,000 in
permanent improvement funds in a
C.D. to mature on June 30, 1981.

After discussion concerning the
need of equipment in Precinct 4, a
motion was approved unanimously to
allow Commissioner Raymond
McGehee to borrow $22,000 from
Friona State Bank to finance the new
maintainer recently purchased for his
precinct.

After discussion of other items of
interest to the county, the county
adjourned.

Strange Lights
Are Explained

The strange red glow which was
seen in the sky above the Northern
Texas Panhandle last Sunday night
from 9:30 to 10:30 was a reflection of
the Northern Lights according to an
FAA spokesman,

The Aurora Borealis, commonly
called the Northern Lights, is seldom
seen this far South, Usual sightings of
this phenomenon are in the area of
Alaska, Canada, Greenland and
Norway.

The lights occur when electrically
charged particles from the sun meet
and collide with particles of the
earth’s magnetic field. Rays of green,
red, and blue reach upward into the
sky from a bright arc of light.

The Panhandle area, of course,
was unable to receive the full effect of
this lighting display.
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$349.7 Million Farm
Product Sales For Co.

The market value of agricultural
products sold by the 753 farms in
Parmer County amounted to $349.7
million for 1978 or an average of
$464,474 each, up from $261.5
million in 1974 with an accompanying
increase in  production costs,
according to a preliminary report of
the 1978 Census of Agriculture
released recently by the Bureau of the

Census, U.S. Department of
Commerce.
A breakdown of the county’s total

agricultural sales for 1978 followed by
that for 1974, is as follows: Crops,
$76.4 million compared with $80.8
million; livestock, poultry, and their
products, $273.3 and $180.7 million.

While the value of gross sales rose,
the farmers’ costs also climbed since
1974. For example, expenditures for
feed for livestock' and poultry for
1978 were $73.7 million compared to
$71.3 million; costs of gasoline, diesel
and other petroleum products were
$13.7 million compared to $6.5
million. Farm energy costs of all
types totaled $15.7 million for 1978.
The estimated market value of
machinery and equipment per farm
increased from $67,801 to $97,368.

Of the total farms in the county,
331 had gross sales of $100,000 or
more and 74 had sales of under
$10,000. Farms operated by
individuals or families represented 86
per cent of the total; farms operated
by corporations accounted for 4 per
cent. Some 66 per cent of the
operators owned all or part of the
land they operated.

In 1978 the average age of farm
operator was 45.1 years. Since 1974
the proportion of operators listing
farming as  their  principal
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occupation changed from 89 per cent
to 87 per cent.

Data in the reports for acreage and
inventories for 1978 and 1974 are
generally comparable; however,
improved coverage in 1978, especially
of smaller farms, should be taken
into consideration in making direct
comparisons of farm counts. Dollar
values have not been adjusted for
changes in price levels.

Other results of the census show
the 753 farms counted in 1978 had an
average size of 787 acres. For 1974,
704 farms were counted with an
average size of 824 acres, The land in
farms totaled 592,652 acres in 1978
and 580,073 acres in 1974. Crops
were harvested from 351,405 acres in
1978 and 349,332 acres in 1974, Land
irrigated decreased from 338,596
acres in 1974 to 332,271 acres in 1978.

The number of cattle and calves
increased from 157,598 in 1974 to
246,342 in 1978, while farms with 500
or more on hand accounted for 85 per
cent. Fed cattle accounted for 91 per
cent of the total 527,193 cattle and
calves sold in 1978.

The number of hogs and pigs
changed from 4,421 in 1974 to 2,484
in 1978. The number of sheep and
lambs changed from 3,069 to 4,108.

Acreages of crops harvested for
1978 and 1974 were as follows: corn
for grain, 183,480 acres vs. 154,994
acres; wheat, 54,785 acres vs. 75,369
acres; sorghum for grain, 26,637
acres vs. 61,787 acres; soybeans,
7,389 acres vs. 3,249 acres; cotton,
57,220 acres vs. 33,762 acres.

Production of corn for 1978 was
21.7 million bushels compared to 17.6
million bushels in 1974.

The figures are for farms

qualifying under the definition: Any"

place from which $1,000 or more of
agricultural products were sold, or
normally would have been sold,
during the census year.

The agriculture census was
conducted in 1979 to obtain data on
the Nation’s farm production and
sales calendar year 1978. Information
from the farm census, the 21st of a
series which began in 1840, will be
used by Federal, State and county
agencies, agricultural colleges,
agricultural and business groups, and
farmers to help make a variety of
decisions about agricultural programs
and policies.

Federal Land Bank of Texas. The
meeting, held at the Houston Oaks
Hotel, was attended by members of
60 Federal Land Bank Associations in
Texas.

Thomas H. Benson, president, in
his report to the stockholders, stated
that there was an increasing demand
for new loans in 1980. This was the
second largest year of loans closed in
the Bank’s history, with 3,774 loans
closed for a total of $322.3 million.
This compares to 1979 figures of
3,960 loans closed, for a total of
$337.8 million.

“In this period of historic high
interest rate, the advantages of the
variable rate were apparent with our

members paying rates somewhat -

below the prevailing rate,”’ Benson
explained.

Minimum tillage is a system of
farming in which cultural operations
are limited to only those essential to
crop production. Burton says, ‘‘By
practicing this kind of farming, the
farmer can eliminate from three to
ten tractor trips per crop.’”’ With the
high fuel costs this adds up to
savings.

The moisture conserved by leaving
the crop residues on the soil surface is
very beneficial to this area, with
average rainfall being only 17 inches
per year. ‘‘Leaving crop residues on
the soil surface can prevent wind and
water erosion from occuring,”’
Burton added.

Many different equipment
companies are designing equipment
especially for minimum tillage. Many
farmers are adapting their equipment
on hand to fit their individual needs.

According to Burton, ‘““Minimum
tillage for each individual farmer
requires careful planning.”’

Parmer County

Has Clear
Health Record

Parmer: County .is one of 4l
counties in West Texas with a unique
record: it has no herd wunder
quarantine for brucellosis, records
from the Texas Animal Health
Commission reveal.

Brucellosis is a highly contagious
disease of livestock. It centers in the
reproductive organs and causes
abortions, weakened calves, sterility,
and partial loss of milk production. A
cooperative federal-state program is
in effect to control and eventually
eradicate this disease.

Texas is divided into two areas in
its brucellosis program: a Class A
Control Area and a Class B Control
Area.There are 133 counties in the
Class A Control Area, of which this
county is a part, The Class A Control
Area has less incidence of the disease
than the Class B Control Area. Class
A Control Area is in the western half.

“‘Producers in this county are to be
commended for their efforts in
controlling brucellosis. We are
making progress throughout the state
in our program, but cowmen in this
county have already achieved the goal
of no herds under brucellosis
quarantine.

“We would encourage producers
to redouble their dedication so that
this county can continue with no
herds under quarantine,’”’ Dr. John
Holcombe,  executive director,
TAHC, Austin, said. :

Other features of the Texas plan
for brucellosis control include
increased surveillance, improved
laboratory system, certified free herd,
and producer participation.
