A good many people, both town and 
country bted, have woikIcicu whether 
the graduates of the agricultural col­
leges really turn to farming or alliea 
pursuits on completing their studies. 
A questionnaire sent out by the Uni­
versity of Minnesota gives good evi­
dence that they do. ,

Uf the first 100 answers returned 
it developed that 97 percent of the 
farm school grsduatce were either di­
rectly engaged in farming or stock 
raising, generally along highly epe- 
cialiied lines, or were engaged in 
buaincse or profeesions devoted to the 
fortherance of agriculture. Only three 
out of the 100 had turned to distinctly 
urban pursuita.

Thia remaritably high average 
might not hold in a complete eanvaas 
o f all the agricultural grada o f  the 
country, but it may be taken as a very 
fair indication to the cffecta df edu­
cation along these lines.

The agricultral Ichool arose in an­
swer to a direct demand and it has 
come to stay. It bears the same rsla^ 
tion to farm life which other colleges 
bear to'commercial, tedinieal or pro­
fessional life, and It is Just aa worthy 
of enthusiastic support.
