HOW TO IDENTIFY INJURIOUS
HAWKS

But very few sportsmen seem to te
able to identify hawks and owls.

The modern sportsman would do
welM to familiarize himself with the
physical characteristics of the vari-
ous species of birds of prey. The
Sharp-shinned hawk confines itself
to the woods and thickets. It may be
readily identified in flight by its
short, rounded wings and long, square-
tipped tail. Specimens average about
10 to 14 inches in length. Its plum-
age at maturity is slaty or bluish-
gray above and its under parts are
whitish, barred and marked with red.
It is often confused with the Sparrow
hawk and the Pigeon hawk. However,
it may be recognized by its much
darker color and comparatively short
wings.

THE GAS PRICE WAR.

Quantity production enables Hea-
ry Ford to sell his automobiles at
a lower price than his competitors
ask and at the same time tc de-
rive a large income from them.
Other manufacturers of motor cars
if forced to reduce their prices
sharply, probably would expect to
be ruined. But perhaps if they
were thus enabled to sell enough
cars they might make money. At
any rate the example set by Ford
suggests that the drastic cut in
the price of gasoline in the Middle
West may not have such disastrous
results for the refiners as some of
them seem t- fear. If the reduction
resu’ts in greatly increased sale of the
fuel it may prove to be more profit-
able than they think.

Several executives of motor car
companies are of the opinioa that
if the low price of gasolpe ‘s
maintained through the autumn
there will . be much greatd- use of
both pleasure cars and trncks than
there would be if the cost of the
fuel had remained unchanged. It
is noteworthy also that ar a meeting
of the Pennsylvania refine.s » few
days ago a resolution was adopted
alling for a cut in price of cruda
oil for the sake of stimn'atinz cone-
sumption. They asserted tha*t dur-
ing the past two years the coun-
try’s supply of crude petroleum bas
about doubled and gasoline stocks
have increased 100 per cent, but
that crude oil prices are stiil higher
than conditions justify and production
will not be curtailed till there is a fur-
ther reduction in the price of crude;
they added, when crude went lower
gasoline could come down: and this
would so that
distribut ra, the
consuming public and industry gener-
ally would benefit, Apparent vy, then.
if the price of crude were sufficiently
low the reduction in gasoiine would
be an excellent thing from th stand-
point of those engaged in mak‘ng ard
selling it.

J. W. L. Hall, Secretary Cotton Ass-
oclation, Shows How This Tre-
mendous Sum Can Be Saved
Through Co-operatjve Marketing of
Crop Through Associatien.

Dallas, Texas, Aug. 15—Lack of
co-gpertive marketing of the cotton
crop on the part of only nine Texas
counties, cost those counties the start-
ling sum of approximately $12,000,000
last year. This immense sum which
should have gone to the cotton grow-
er and his family was lost by a con-
tinuation of the Individual street
sales and dumping process as practi-

ced for a number of years, accord- |

ing to J. W. L. Hall, secretary of
the Texas Farm Buream Cotton Ass-
oclation. Other cotton growing coun-
ties in the state suffered a like loss
proportionate to the cotton ginned.

Last week the worst sand on the
four miles had been clayed. Only a
| few gaps were left open, but it was
'necesnry to discontinue the work so
the farmers could go to cotton pick-
ing. The gaps which were left open
| are not deep sand, but when the crops
are out the people will rcturn to the
work and complete the job as they
want it done.

The work accomplished at this time
ie just cause for celebration. and un-
der the leadership of
Muckleroy the barbecue was arrang-
ed. A number of business men of the
| city met with those who had done the
rwork and enjoyed a wonderful din-
ner Saturday.

“Properly conducted, so that brecd-
ers derive a pecuniary benefit and
are given encouragement, racing
has an important bearing on the na-
tional defense In that it establishes
and maintains ‘ the best possible
strain of blood for siring horses of
a type suitable for general utility and
for use of the army.”

It is pointed out that just as many
porses were reguired during the
world war as in the war of the six-
ties, despite the latter-day use of
and that there was a
distinct scarcity of horses for use
by the American forces in France.

“The American Remount Associa-
tion,” the letter says, “comprises the
larger portion of horse breeders and
fanclers of the nation, and is thor-
oughly in favor of racing when pro-
perly legalized and conducted. Rid-
fng horses in war are as essential
as ever, and In order that the na-
tion, should the emergency arise,
may not again be confronted with a
goarnsie of nroper
sociation, with cther interested as-|
sociations, has given and is giving
all' possible aid to the breeding of
thoroughbred horses.”

P. Covington, although it has fadel
practically. In this connection is founa
the only discrepancy in statements re
garding his condition.

He recalls that the name wag tat-
tooed with black ink and the star with
blue ink, and that the furmer faded
But he does not remember under what
conditions, where or wha tattoced him.

His memory dates hack to Tues-
day night when he was fcund at Chil-
ton in a semi-conscious condition and
brought to Marlin.

The man is about 45 years of age,
“ove b feet 6 inches in nerght, hag
black hair, brown eyes, weighs abo:t
126 pounds and appears wan and
wasted, either from sickness or lack
of proper food.
