industry, but maintaining the
principle of private property.

“Corporazioni”’ have been named
to a seat on the board of direc-
tors of all the basic industries. The
delegates watch the progress of
the particular industry and report
to the ministry its condition.

The watchful eye of the indus-
try, too, calls the attention of the
