Community Farm to

Be Built Near Dallas

By United Fress

DALLAS.—A  stone’s throw
from the downtown  district of
Dallas, a’ community farm ven-
ture is flourishing.

Situated in tne Trinity river in-
dustrial district which separates
Dallas and its largest suburban
sector, Oak Cliff, the farm of 1,-
000 acres offers recreation and
nourishment to hundreds.

The farm is not a highbrow so-
ciological adventure—it is simply
Mrs. Jean Weil Burchfield’s
scheme for producing food for

Unusually  fertile because of its
proximity to the Trinity river, the
land has been made to produce
cotton, corn cane and vegetable
products. The cotton, corn. and
cane provide cash with which to
buy supplies for the men who tend
the crops.

Mrs. Burchfield, operator of the
Good Sinners’ Recreation club ad-
jacent to the fields, plans to lay
up enough foodstuffs to keep her
charges throughout the. winter.

“T employ those who helped me
plant the crops,” Mrs. Burchfield
said, speaking of some 250 men
picking cotton in a nearby field.
“The money they make will help
them to send their kids to school
and buy food and other necessi-
ties.

“Proceeds from the crop will be
used this’ winter in feeding these
unfortunates and there will be no
charge made, only that they will
be expected to continue their help
whenever possible in manual labor
to carry on the work.

“We have more than 1,000 acres
under cultivation, and everything
we can raise will be used in tak-
ing care of the needy during the
winter. We are building a kitchen
in the rear of the Good Sinners
Club where we will cook beans,
corn meal and other foodstuffs
raised on the farm. We will make
some of our cane into syrup. We
have 18 hogs that will be turned
into meat for winter use.

“During the past eight months
the Good' Sinners’ club gave away
4,096 garments and 4,740 loaves
of bread. .

“We play no politics and there
is no red tape connected with our
work, Our job is to make people
happy by filling their stomachs
and keeping them busy at a gain-
ful occupation.”

Crabb’s proposal, forwarded to

Secretary of Agriculture Wallace, |

calls for slaughter or disposal of
all diseased cattle and all cattle
which do not give sufficient milk
to return a profit in normal times.

“Thousands of unprofitable cows

;are being milked in Texas,” he

said.” “In Texas 2,280,000 cows
are required to produce 414,707,-
000 pounds of milk. Half that
number of first class cows would
give the same amount. A similar
condition  exists ~ throughout the
nation.

“The milk industry can be stabil-
ized only when the surplus is ab-
sorbed. This can be accomplished
if milk sold is confined to the ‘pro-

Dr. Crabb estimated there are
about 5,000,000 dairy cows in the
United States' which should be
eliminated either because of dis-
ease or due to their unprofitable-
ness.

LTHOUGH it’s far better to err
1 the side of under-season-
han over-seasoning, a dish
W= ust be seasoned entirely
after cooking is never so effective
as one seasoned during the cook-
ing. No matter how choice the
food-stuffs used, careless season-
ing leaves the cooked dish flat
and uninteresting.

Naturally, tastes differ widely,
but the essential point to keep in
mind is the necessity of choosing
a seasoning that will bring out
and enhance the flavor of mate-
rials used. Salt, sugar, pepper
and various spices are always at
hand, and the clever use of them
jg the art of cooking.

Salt is necessary in nearly every
dish prepared. Desserts, candies
and sweet of all kinds gain in
flavor if cleverly salted. Any com-
bination containing milk or cream
requires salt. A few grains of
salt added to coffee improves the
beverage. Inadequate salting is
the cause of many tasteless dishes.

Sugar Improves Meats

Sugar is another everyday sea-
soning that works wonders when
judiciously used. TUnless vegeta-
bles are fresh from the garden a
little sugar is needed to restore
their natural sweetness. A bit of
sugar rubbed into the roast con-
tributes greatly to its richness and
flavor. All dressings or sauces
containing lemon juice or vinegar
require a little sugar to emphasize
the acid.

Both sugar and salt are helpful
in blending several flavors into a
smootlt, perfect combination.
Highly spiced sauces and baked-
stuffs are dependent on skillful
seasoning with salt and sugar.

Dispute Arises
Over Control of
_ Forestation Army

By VERNON A. McGEE

AUSTIN, Tex.—The ‘“tree ar-

“my"” is forbidden by federal regu-
lations to chop away at forested
acres, but it may have to clear
some political debris in Texas as
its first major tusk.

The question of who shall direct
the work of the civilian conserva-
tion corps in state parks apparent-
ly has set the Relief Commission
at odds with 'the State Parks
Board.

The Attorney General’s depart-
ment ruled the Relief Commigsion
_cannot legally assume the duties
of ige parks board in the improve-
ment of state parks under the
Federal Reforestation bill.

Despite the ruling, the Relief
Commission assumed the job of
directing the ‘‘tree army’’ in park
improvement work. Relief Direc-
tor Lawrence Westbrook declared
the commission will continue to do
so for the present.

The legal opinion had been ask-
ed by D. E. Colp ,chairman of the
State Parks Board. He attached
to his request of correspondence
with federal authorities. One ex-
hibit showed as early as May 6

Emergency conservation work in
Texas is divided into three phases:
forestry work, soil work, and park
work. Direction of the “tree
army’s” forestry work was assign-
ed Forester E. O. Sieche. Dr. O. B.
Martin, of the Texas A. & M. Ex-
tension service, has directed = the
soil erosion work.

Col. Westbrook declared until
the Parks Board has sufficient
funds appropriated to give it a
competent administrative set up,
the Relief Commission will -~ con=
tinue to direct such conqervamon
work.
