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HUNDREDS DIE
AS A FLOOD 
HITS CHURCH

SAN PEDRO ACTOPAN, Mex., 

June 4.— A tremendous cloudburst 
and flood striking this federal dis­
trict area on the day of the annual, 
religious festival, left a toll of at 
least 310 known dead. Many of 
them are children.

The scene of greatest disaster 
was at the church where the water 
caused a collapse and mud and 
sand were borne on rushing waves 
over the worshippers.

The United Press correspondent, 
inspecting the ruins, found hun­
dreds of relatives seeking bodies 

, of the dead.
San Pedro, a village of few more 

than 1,000 inhabitants was crowd­
ed yesterday by visitors from near­
by towns who came for the fes- 
tival.

Part of the entrance to the 
church collapsed the walls cracked, 
but the main cause of the disaster 
was the wall of water that flooded 
the town and poured into the 
church, trapping almost everyone 
inside.

Policeman Takes 
Stand In Trial of 

Former Sheriff

f^LUBBOCK, June 4. —  C. E. 
Luce, Lubbock policeman and for­
mer city marshal at Sudan, testi­
fied today in the trial of Sheriff 
Lynn Irving, charged with liquor 
law violations.

In Sudan, in December, 1933, 
he testified, he heard Sheriff Irv­
ing offer a large roll of money, 
for “ federáis” to meet him any­
where.

Another witness, Thomas Nel­
son, former Sudan constable, said 
Henry Fulcher, one of the defend­
ants, who has pleaded guilty, had 
said he had to buy liquor in Lamb 
county.

Twenty-eight citizens are under 
indictment for alleged participa­
tion in the huge liquor ring. Four­
teen have pleaded guilty.

Galloway Finds 
Interest Growing 
In State Highways

R. -V. Galloway, secretary of the 
Chamber of Commerce, who re­
turned Monday from an extensive 
trip to Southwest Texas points, 
states that he found a growing in­
terest in highways and feels that 
Texas is on the threshold of the 
greatest highway development the 
state has ever known.

Cities and towns are realizing as 
never before the necessity of being 
on a paved road, and that the pave­
ment goes somewhere. Next year 
being centennial year Texans are 
going to tour their own state and 
there will be many thousands of 
visitors from other states and they 
will go where the highways are.

The new secretary by contact 
with other chamber of commerce 
secretaries and leaders in the 
dozen or more towns visited gain­
ed ideas which will be invaluable 
in his work in Ranger, and formed 
contacts which will be of great 
benefit in highway - matters and 
seeking conventions.

Galloway had the pleasure of 
accompanying Charles G. Cotten, 
manager of the Fort Worth Cham­
ber of Commerce highway depart­
ment, who is recognized as one of 
the most alert and ca.pable men in 
his field in Texas. Another man 
of the group was Boyce House, at 
present staff correspondent for the 
Star-Telegram, formerly connect­
ed with newspapers in Ranger and 
Eastland. Another who made part 
of the tour was Senator W. B. Col­
lie of Eastland, who said that the 
trip made him stronger of the opin­
ion than ever before that there 
should be a paved highway from 
the Panhandle and West Texas to 
Austin, so the people could more 
readily reach their state capital.

Senator Collie expressed the be­
lief that Texans should know Tex­
as and that the “ Heart of the Hills 
Country” is one of the most pic­
turesque sections that can be found 
in Texas or anywhere else. Sena­
tor Collie went to Austin where he 
was to confer with delegations 
from over his district.

Galloway took occasion to ex­
tend the people in the “ Heart of 
the Hills” Country seeking a 
change a hearty welcome to come 
to the Oil Belt and see the attrac­
tions from an historical and 
recreational standpoint. Towns 
visited included Stephenville, Dub­
lin, Comanche, Brownwood, Brady, 
Menard, Junction, Del Rio, Sonora, 
El Dorado, Carlsbad, San Angelo, 
Ballinger, Miles, Atjilene, Baird, 
Putnam. He stated that bountiful 
rains had fallen over those sec­
tions and that crop conditions 
were perfect at the present.

Tentative Salary Schedule Received 
By County Superintendent Eldridge

A tentative schedule of teach­
ers salaries for 1935-’36 has been 
received by C. S. Eldridge, county 
superintendent, from the State' 
Board of Education. Revision and 
final approval will be made when 
the state board meets June 24.

Nearly 400 union employes of 
^Wilson & Co. walked out of the 

¡i^Yklahoma City packing plant to- 
>ritay, striking because they failed 

to obtain arbitration of a long list 
of asserted greivances.

The walkout followed secret or­
ders last night to 397 workers by 
Harry Carson, union’s president 
who led yast year’s Oklahoma City 
stockyard and packing plant 
strikes.

;Only Wilson & Co. is involved 
in’ the present strike. Armour & 
C<b. and the National Stock Yards 
ccpnpany are on good terms with 
trip union. The company officials 
sa|d the plant would continue op­
eration with workers already in- 
sir e and denied they had imported 
sti 'ikebreakers.

Roy Down, employee of South­
ern Ice company, Ranger, was 
plainfully hurt Monday when an 
ammonia line burst and glass cut 
his hands and arms. His eyes were 
also painfully burned and bruised. 
He was immediately taken to a lo­
cal hospital where it is reported he 
is resting well and unless compli­
cations set in no serious results, 
from the accident are expected.

GIVES LIFE TO SA V E  DOG
CADIZ, Ohio. —  Nine-year-old 

William Carrothers loved his dog 
so much that he died to save its 
life. As a Wheeling & Lake Erie 
railroad train bore down on Wil­
liam’s pet, he jumped on the track 
to -save him. The dog escaped but 
the train ran over the boy.

The people of those distant days 
responded in amazing fashion to 
the dramatization of the Life of 
Christ. Intellectual curiosity had 
grown and flowered into the 
Renaissance. Crusades had brought 
and werfe bringing back to Europe 
with each homeward bound com­
pany of knights, new and broader 
conception of life. The crowds be­
came more dense .within tfce Ca­
thedral, as men became more evi­
dent to himself through the power 
of sacred stories retold by word 
and gesture. Christ’s power no 
longer overawed the fultitude, for 
they could visualize an important 
role in disclosing to men and wom­
en their individuality.

At Freiberg, Baden, as in all 
other medieval towns, built up un­
der soaring cathedral towers, the 
crush of the people at the Passion 
Plays grew so great that the im­
provised stages were overrun. The 
voices repeated requests, written 
on into dialogue of “ Let there Be 
Silence,” were not sufficient to 
relieve the situation. Finally, it 
became the custom to erect the 
stage in front of the cathedral, in 
the shadow of the fascade. At 
Freiberg, the very earliest men­
tion of the Passion Play indicates 
that the plot was unfolding during 
the progress of a procession wind­
ing slowly on the outside of Euem 
ester. But from the time that the 
spectacle emerged from out of the 
dim glass-tinted interior of the 
nave, the church lost its hold on 
the Passion Play purely as a re­
ligious ceremonial. Monks and 
friars still took part in the pro­
duction; but their influence de­
creases year by year. When the 
dramatized Life of Christ moved 
into the light of the sun, the re­
vival of the drama as an independ­
ent art was assured.

The Passion Play at Freiberg 
was enactde for many years be­
fore any definite script was pre­
pared to guide the production from 
year to year. The monks know 
their roles by heart, but then later 
when the laymen of the town first 
began to appear in the sacred roles, 
they had to be taught their parts. 
The oldst existing manuscripts in 
the city archives at Freiberg con­
sist of 61 pages and cover leaves. 
The first bears the date 1599, and 
the second, that of 1604. In the 
older version, there are scenes de­
picting the- defeat of the devil, that 
are not found in the version of 
1064.

Two different methods of pro­
duction are provided for in the 
manuscripts; one gives the direc­
tion for the professional enact­
ment of the drama, the scenes to 
be given as the actors walk around 
the outside of the cathedral. Thus, 
the two oldest versions of the Pas­
sion Play at Freiberg mark the 
whole transition from the church 
to town council control; for it was 
not long before that august group 
of men assumed the responsibilities 
for the ceremony.

NEW YORK, June 4.— As vari­

ous labor organizations gathered 
in conferences to evolve “ price 
machinery” and a defense against 
any general return to pre-NRA 
standards, the joint boards of the 
powerful Amalgamated clothing 
workers took the first action.

The board, representing 35,000 
members of the union in New 
York decided to raise $1,000,000 
to finance strikes against non­
union employers who seek to re­
duce wage and hour standards.

At the same time P. L. Bergoff, 
veteran strikebreaker, said key 
men spread over the country had 
reported to him unprecedented un­
rest among medium sized manu­
facturers with the prospect of 
“ more strikes in the next six 
months than in the past 10 years.”

FLOQDWATERS
SWEEP INTO 
THE MISSOURI

KANSAS CITY, Mo., June 4.—  

Destructive and death dealing tor­
rents that have ravaged river val­
leys in Colorado, Nebraska and 
Kansas since Thursday, today 
swept into the main channel of the 
Missouri river basin.

The murky, brim full currents 
of the Kaw and Missouri rivers 
crept higher and overflow surpass­
ing any in history was feared.

While the flood receded in the 
headwaters of the Missouri leaving 
a death toll of 200, the flood con­
tinued to pile up in Kansas and 
Junction City, isolated by a huge 
lake as the Solomon and Repub­
lican rivers join where the-Kaw is 
formed, and awaited a new crest.

Official reports of river stages 
of streams at Topeka, Kansas City, 
Mo., and Boonville, Mo., revealed 
an alarming flood condition. The 
destruction, however, will probably 
be confined to farm lands and 
property.

Residents in the lowlands are 
avacuating at a rapid pace. Levees 
protected the major portions of 
such cities as Topeka and Kansas 
City.

The floodwaters cut through the 
most fertile valleys of the Missouri 
basin. Estimates of damages by 
engineers placed the total at about 
$37,000,000.

J. C. Smith gave estimates on 
the amount necessary to put on the 
Fourth of July picnic, as outlined, 
after which the vote to postpone 
the affair was taken.

N. A. Brown, a representative of 
the unemployed council of Ranger, 
asked the directors to aid the un­
employed in a drive for federal aid 
in housing the unemployed.

The breakfast for the member­
ship was discussed and Wednesday 
morning, June 12, was set as the 
date, with Calvin Brown, T. J. An­
derson and D. Joseph on the com­
mittee to make arrangements.

French Government

The government won a vote of I 
confidence on the question of su­
spending debate, 390 to 192 and 
then asked for a vote of confid­
ence on the issue.

Bouisson submitted the project 
for the semi-dictatorship and it 
was sent to the finance committee 
The session was suspended for an 
hour while deputies stormed in 
the halls arguing about approva1 
or disapproval of the cabinet.

Man Found Guilty 
Of Theft of “Part 

Of Gallon of Oil”
Bill Nichols, 39, who lives in the 

Lone Cedar community had been 
trying to farm on a government 
rehabilitation tract. His two chil­
dren and himself comprised the 
family who were working on the 
farm.

His child got sick. Spinal trou­
ble.

On April 12 he and Ms nephew, 
Jim Casey, were near the Duffer 
lease, owned by the Lone Star. 
They needed oil for Bill’s Model T 
Ford so he could take his baby to 
a Ranger doctor.

They knew that in a building 
was some crankcase oil in a 
“ wrecked engine.”

It wouldn’t hurt and they didn’t 
think the company would care if 
they got the oil. It required no 
effort. There was a pit under­
neath the door where they could 
easily gain entrance.

So they went in by the easy 
route. They were surprised when 
L. E. Davenport, who holds a 
deputy sheriff’s commission and 
works for the Lone Star, came on 
the scene.

They didn’t try to run. “ It 
would look bad,”  Nichols said.

Announcement in Berlin of new plans for mechaniza­
tion of the German army is a reminder that the world may 
never again see immobile warfare of the kind on view in 
the last war.

The new German army aims at speed. Motor vehicles 
are being provided in the unheard-of ratio of two cars for 
every four infantrymen. Artillery is being motorized; the 
undelying principle is that the next war will be an affair of 
rapid mavement, with the side which is able to strike the 
quickest winning an overwhelming advantage.

A ll of this is an indication that military science once 
more is getting back to its time-honored fundamentals—  
which General Forest expressed so aptly with his remark 
about getting there first with the most men.

The conditions under which the last war was fought 
were abnormal. Never again, let us hope, will young men 
be killed by the tmillions simply because armies are too: 
swolen and cumbersome to do anything but engage in a 
slugging match.
