If any appreciable percentage of all the charges against
American merchant marine subsidy practices be true, the
situation demands review and reform almost as badly as
the Teapot Dome mess did.

It is not merely that we have the old familiar charges
| of dishonesty and inefficiency; not merely that our gov-
rnment’s effort to protect the lives of American travelers
| at sed is reported to have broken down; more than this, we

seem to be defeating the very purposes for which the sub-
sidy law was passd.

T'he whole idea of the subsidy, of course, was to build
up our merchant marine.

Under the law, government loans are made for ship
congtruction, government moneys are paid to ship opera-
tors in the guise of mail contract fees, and government-
built ships are sold to private operators far below cost.

This was justified on the theory that it was the best
way to build up a merchant marine service which would be
of commercial value in peacetime and of great military
valué in time of war.

And yet one of the charges made by the special Senate
investigating committee is that all of this has been useless.
This ecommittee asserts that, in spite of all these subsidies,
thesmerchant marine is steadily declining.

, Tt declares that even with the best possible administra-
tion, the present subsidy plan could not succeed in rebuild-
ing our commercial fleets.

A subsidy plan is, in the very nature of things, open to
abuses.

: When you have the government shelling out huge sums
‘_Ito private concerns, you open the way for all kinds of trou-
‘ble. Under any administration and in any field of business,
this will be true. ;

_Some official is bound to weaken under pressure; some
business man is bound to unsheath his chisel and start us-

It takes the strictest kind of oversight to keep such
evils at a minimum ; where the overseeing is not strict, the
evils will multiply like mushrooms,

That is what we let ourselves in for with the subsidy
plan. Now if, on top of all that, the plan doesn’t do what
we hoped it would do, the argument for some new method

_Whether a third scheme could be worked out, and
which of these two would be preferable if that should be
impossible, are things yet to be determined.

“We must,” she added, “protect

the workers from themselves some-
times.”

Cash settlements rather than
continued monthly benefits are
usually favored by the injured

laborers.

Insurance companies are willing
to settle with cash payments be-
cause they save money. They pay
the workman a substantial lump
sum. In a year or so the sum is
spent, and no more money comes
in.. Often it would be the relief
rolls, had not ‘“the  board’” pro-
tected the injured one.

" “Claim handling is even worse
now,” Mrs. Stanford said, ‘be-
cause there usually is no job wait-
ing when the man gets off com-
pensation.”

During the biennium ending
Aug. 31, 1934, ndustrial accidents
totaled 140,975.

ing nearly $2,600 were paid.

Accident compensation totaled
$9,947,792 for the two years, of
which $2,977,461 went to doctors,
hospitals, and other medical aid.

“The average working man em-
rloys one of the lowest-priced doc-
tors in town,” she observed. “We
think it a most important function
to see that he gets proper treat-
ment.”

AUSTIN.—A tight on mosqui- |

toes and other disease bearers has
been of “immeasurable benefit” to
Texas citizens and has increased
the value of much property, state
Relief Director Adam R. Johnson
said today.

In Southeast Texas, relief work-
ers dug 525 miles of drainage

ditches, drained thousands of acres
of land, reclaiming the land as

well as eliminating breeding places
of malaria-carrying mosquitoes.

“I feel that these health and
sanitation projects like our pro-
jects in school buildings, are a
distinct | contribution to the civil-
ization of our state,” Johnson said.

In drought-stricken West Texas,
wells were dug and improved to
insure healthful drinking water.

General sanitation, especially
in rural districts, has ben improv-
ed, Johnson said. In one East Tex-
as county it was found that more
than 50 per cent of the rural
school children had_hook-worm in-
fections.

Cities also benefited in the re-
lief program. Unemployed built
254,200 feet of sewer lines, 17,-
900 feet of water mains, eight
sewage disposal plants, and 1,025

South Plains Area

May Become Big
Dairying Section

LLUBBOCK.—The South Plains
areca of Texas is destined to be-
come one of the leading dairying
centers of the country, according
to H. L. Wilson, cheese specialist
with the Department of Agricul-
ture.

Wilson said he believe branches
of several large cheese manufac-
turers would eventually locate in
this area.

In 1935 Texas cheese produc-
tion will be approximately as large
as in 1933, when this state led the
South with 8,095,000 pounds of
commercial cheese, ranking eighth
among all the states, Wilson said.

Texas became important for
cheese production in 1928 when’
983,000 pounds of cheese was
made. In 1929 2,202,000 pounds
was produced and 1930, 2,621,-
000.

In 1931 the production figure
jumped to 4,406,000 pounds and
in 1932 8,095,000. No figures are
available for 1934.

There are now 14 cheese fac-
tories in the state and the plant
at Denison is reported to be the
largest in the country.

“Nearly all Texas plants use
pastuerized milk in making their
cheese,” Wilson said, “and I think
that this makes a more uniform
type of product.

“It is the only safe method of
utilizing milk that is shipped in
from over a large area.”

Electrical Device

To Tell Stratas
Far Below Ground

By United Press

DALLAS.—How geologists and
oil well drillers can form a pic-
ture of formations thousands of
feet below the earth’s surface
through the use of an electrical
device, was explained here by Dr.
J. C. Karcher, inventor.

The device, Karacher explained,
is known as an electric logging
machine and it can be attached to
rotary rigs.

Illustrating his explanation with
stereopticon slides, Karcher show-
ed the results of a large amount
of core drilling in Texas and Colo-
rado which he did especially to
test the readings of his machine.

The device practically eliminates
the necessity for core drilling, he
pointed out, as the driller can
learn more accurately what for-
mation he is in by the electrical
