Re-examination of the case load 
of Eastland county to determine 
the eligibility to relief of every 
client on relief rolls started Mon­
day by workers from Austin head­
quarters, H. E. Driscoll, county ad­
ministrator, announced.

“ These workers have been in­
structed to refuse all applications 
whose income exceeds the allowed 
budget. They will compute re­
sources and take into considera­
tion odd-job possibltes for em­
ployable persons, and deduct thei 
earning from budgetary require­
ments,” Mr. Driscoll said.

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Norris Would Amend 
the Federal Constitution

Senator George W . Norris of Nebraska is one of the 
noted statesmen and lawmakers of the nation. He was born 
a republican, he began his official career as a republican 
and he has many noteworthy achievements to his credit. 
His friends and political admirers long ago voted him “ The 
Grand Old Man of American Politics” and one of the most 
sincere advocates of the rights of the masses, regardless of 
party affiliation, the restoration of power, high purchas­
ing and otherwise, of the growers of things.

Likewise, he has been a powerful advocate of most of 
the demands of the wage workers of the country. He never 
hesitates to battle for his convictions or his legislative pro­
grams. He voted for Alfred E. Smith against Herbert Hoo­
ver, regardless of the fact that he was a life-long prohibi­
tionist. He voted for Roosevelt and Garner and the new 
deal policies of the administration.

He sponsored the Tennessee valley project. He is re­
sponsible for the one-house legislature which will function 
in Nebraska next year. Really, he is the chief legislative 
dreamer and many of his dreams have come true.

Now by amendment of the constitution he has moved 
that the American people “ act to limit the power of its 
supreme court.”  He has introduced a joint resolution in the 
senate to authorize a constitutional amendment to require 
that seven of the nine supreme court justices agree in order 
to wipe from th statutes a law the court holds unconstitu­
tional and that supreme court action must start within six 
months after enactment of law “ if i is to be eliminated.”  
Senator Norris is not of the tribe of the wild radicals of 
the period. He professes at all times to be a republican, 
but free to follow the candidates of his choice. During his 
political career he has vanquished all the machine leaders 
of Nebraska. He has survived the powerful opposition of 
the leading republican newspapers of Nebraska. His in­
fluence and his voice led to the destruction or rather elimi­
nation of the Nebraska senate and now it is to be substitut­
ed by a one-house legislature. In a sense, he is “ the icono­
clast of American politics. He is brainy, “ he is sincere,”  
he is as poor as a church mouse after many years’ service 
as a national lawmaker and he “ does not expect speedy 
action on his constitutional proposal.”  He paved the way 
for ratification of his lame duck amendment which chang­
ed the date for inauguration of presidents and the conven­
ing of congress. In other words, he made congressional 
lame ducks a thing of the past in the political life of his 
country. He has the confidence of millions of Americans- 
He has the tenacity of a fighting bulldog. He never em­
ploys press agents to sound his praise or beat his drums. 
Regardless of this there is dynamite in most of his crea­
tions and he is a battler who has never run up the white 
flag since he invaded the arena of politics as an Afnerican 
lawmaker.

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Food Supplies are 
Ample for Nations

WASHINGTON, June 24. —  This, 
year’s food supply will exceed 
average domestic consumption 
during recent years, according to 
estimates by the Bureau of Agri­
cultural Economics. It will be 
somewhat less than the average 
supply of the last five years, but 
will be about 5 per cent more than 
domestic disappearance in 1934, 
and about 9 per cent more than 
in 1933.

The figures include prospective 
production plus the carryover at 
the beginning of the 1935 crop 
season. There will be less meat 
and possibly less of some other 
livestock products available for 
consumption this year, but there 
will be adequate supplies of other 
foods to which dietary shifts can 
be made.

Meats available for consumption 
thus far this year have been about 
27 per cent less than in the same 
period a year ago. The supply for 
the entire year, it is stated, is like­
ly to be about 25 per cent less 
than in 1934, and about 20 per 
cent less than the average of re­
cent years.

Total milk production probably 
will be about the same as in 1934, 
says the bureau, or about 20 per;

cent less than the recent 5-year 
average. The supply of cereals may 
be 25 per cent less than the aver­
age of recent years, but probably 
more than ample for domestic re­
quirements plus a normal carry­
over.

Present indications of produc­
tion of fruits and vegetables 
point to a somewhat larger supply 
than during the last two years, 
and a supply slightly larger than 
the recent 5-year average. Should 
growers’ early planting intentions 
be carried out and average yields 
are obtained, the supply of vege­
tables, for canning and manufac­
ture will be the lrgest since 1930. 
More than an average crop of po­
tatoes is in prospect.

The bureau has prepared esti­
mates of the total prospective food 
supply in terms of calories. Reduc­
tions this year compared with last 
are shown for meats, poultry, and 
eggs as a group; for milk and milk 
products; for sugar, and for fats 
and oils excluding butter. Increas­
es are shown for cereals, fruits 
and vegetables.

Since meats are relatively short, 
the principal decrease this year is 
in the supply of protein foods, but 
this shortage can be offset by pro­
teins obtained from wheat, beans, 
and other foods, says the bureau. 
The large prospective crops of 
fruits and vegetables this year ap­
pear to provide adequately for 
mineral and vitamin requirements.

AUSTIN— Transients , particu­

larly those originating within the 
state, have been urged to settle 
down and stay off the road by 
Adam R. Johnson, state relief ad­
ministrator.

Federal officials have appealed 
to railroads and to autoists to re­
fuse free transportation to trans­
ients, and several legislatures re­
cently have passed anti-hitching 
laws.

“ Unless they have a job waiting 
for them somewhere, Texans con­
templating hitch-hiking trips ought 
to stay at home,” Johnson declar­
ed. “ Other states and other coun­
ties have their own unemployed to 
provide for and transients will 
find conditions no better at distant 
points.

“Transients themselves are ex­
posed to injury and disease in 
some of the overnight stops along 
the road. People who offer free 
transportation are sometimes as­
saulted before they reach their de­
stinations.

“For these reasons, we urge 
tourists to refuse free transporta­
tion to hitch-hikers.

Tiny Factory Makes 
Most Cheesecloth

MONROE, Wis. —  Ninety per 
cent of America’s cheesecloth used 
in the manufacture of cheese is 
woven on an old loom, owned by 
two Swiss brothers, in the attic of 
a two-story building here. /

The factory, which has grown to 
such proportions that it now em­
ploys five persons and has retail 
outlets in six states, first was 
established in 1929 in the base­
ment of a garage by Joe Donny.

Coming to the United States in 
1927, Donny Avorked for two years 
in a cheese factory near here, 

j noticed that most of the equip- 
; ment was foreign made, heal’d the 
j  owners complain of the high prices 
j  they had to pay for it, and decided 
to start a factory.

After four years of difficult 
progress, Donny wrote his brother, 
Melchoir, a graduate of the college 
of Turaine, Italy, and then man­
ager of a European hotel, to come 
and assist him.

More than a year ago they pur­
chased «a second hand loom. Last 
,summer , the two brothers had, 
more orders than they could pos- 

i sibly fill, chiefly because their 
products were one-third as cheap 
as the foreign made articles and, 
were superior in quality.

Mally said 
if they AA'ere not exterminated they 
would eventually strip the entire 
tree of its foliage.
