all the members of the newly ap­
pointed state exécutive committee! 

. of the Texas Repeal Forces. The 
; statement links repeal and reform 
i in a common cause and urges ad- 
j vocates of both to support the pro­
posed constitutional amendment 
forbidding open saloons, repealing 
the prohibition amendment and 
providing for, local option. The 
statement was issued from the 
state headquarters here by R. Em­
mett Morse, chairman of the re­
peal forces and Houston legisla­
tor. It is as follows:

“ We, the executive committee 
of the Texas Repeal Forces, act­
ing in accordance with a resolu­
tion unanimously adopted at the 
statewide convention held in Aus­
tin, offer the following statement 

i to the people of Texas:
“ Due largely to resentment 

against the old ‘open saloon’ we 
have gon,e through a 16-year pe­
riod of ‘prohibition’ which has not 

i prohibited and which, as time goes 
1 on, does less and less to actually 
proibit. Dissatisfaction with the 
old ‘open saloon’ brought' about 
‘prohibition.’ Popular resentment 

, against ‘prohibition’ which does 
i not prohibit has brought about a 
realization that some saner solu­
tion of the problem must be 
found.

“ On Aug. 24 of this year the 
voters of Texas are charged with 
the duty of voting for or against 
the ‘amendment to the s.tafte cqn- 

' stitution repealing statewide pro­
hibition, prohibiting the open ¿sa­
loon and providing for local op­
tion.’

“ The language quoted is that 
which will appear on the ballot. It 
leaves no doubt in the minds of 
the voters. Adoption of the amend­
ment will at one and the same 
time constitutionally do away with 

¡both those, systems which have 
j proven unsatisfactory— the ‘open 
j saloon’ and ‘prohibition’ which 
! does not prohibit.
| ‘ 'Section 1 repeals the present 
provision for statewide ‘prohibi­
tion.’ Immediately following- the 
repeal clause, these words appear: 
Article XVI, Section 20, (a) ‘The 
open salon shall be and hereby is 
prohibited.’

“ Upon adoption of the amend­
ment by a majority of the voters 
of Texas on Aug. 24, the words 
quoted will actually become a part 
of the state constitution.

“ Subsection (a) further com­
mands the eig-islature to define 
and enact laws ag-ainst the ‘open 
saloon.’ Any- charge that the leg­
islature will enact a statute in vio- 
ltion of the letter or spirit of these 
provisions may well be considered 
anv indictment of the integrity of 
those loyal men and women who 
have been duly elected to serve 
their respective districts in the 
seriate and house of representa­
tives of Texas.

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Roosevelt Social Security 
College Talks Reveal

F. D. R. never hesitates. He never deserts his must 
program. His important measures are given the right of 
way. His vast social security plan, calling for the largest 
tax in the nation’s history, was pushed through the senate 
by a 76 to 6 majority and thereby assured final enactment.

Five republican senators and one democratic registered 
against the enactment of the measure. It was a record 
vote. Several pairs were announced. Although it excludes 
farm labor, domestic, casual, governmental and charity 
workers, the bill creates a huge national reserve. Its back­
ers are assured that it would cover nearly 25,000,000 peo­
ple who would draw $10 to $25 a month after they reach­
ed 65 years of age.

Beginning next month, July, it would offer $15 of fed­
eral money a month if matched by state funds, for every 
individual over 65 years of age, or needy blind persons of 
any an yage. States without pension plans would not have 
to match the federal fund for the first two years. Another 
important provision would appropriate about $50,000,000 
for dependent or crippled children, mothers aid and other 
welfare work, all of which must be matched by the state. 
Eventually the social secuity bill contemplates that about 
25,000,000 workers will be covered by state unemployment 
funds to take care of them in periods of idleness.

The old age pension fund will be financed by taxing 
employers each 3 per cent on the pjayrolls of employes up 
to $3,000 a year. This is estimated to yield almost $2,000,- 
000,000 annually by 1950. Companies with approved pen­
sion plans would be exempt. Altogether the measure con­
templates eventual expenditures between four and five 
billion dollars annually, more than the present cost of run­
ning, the entire government. A reminder that the house has 
enacted the measure and conferees will be named by house 
and senate to report a compromise measure and then the 
approved bill will be snt to the President. It is perhaps 
the most important as well as the most far reaching social 
justice ever enacted by the congress or the parliament of 
any nation in the history of the world. It must be true 
revolutions neve go backward.”

Federal Officials
SPRINGFIELD, 111., June 29.—  

Housewives in central and south­
ern Illinois were warned by fed­
eral authorities today to be on the 
lookout for racketeers, posing as 
federal operatives, who seek to 
collect “ excess” canned fruit and 
vegetables.

The racketeers have appeared at 
several places, among them Mur- 
physboro and Litchfield.

At Murphysboro two men drove 
up to a number of residences and 
after stating they were govern­
ment agents declared they were 
seeking out families having canned 
fruit in excess of the depart­
ment of conservation limit. The 
“ agents” told the bewildered 
housewives that all canned goods 
over 65 quarts or pints was con­
sidered “ excessive.”

allowed to take the “ excess” in 
canned goods. The agents declared 
the foodstuffs would be turned 
over to poor families without food.

They are reported to have told 
housewives the same story about 
the limitation on canned goods 
and that they intended to confis­
cate al lover the limit.

Wooden Shoes Gain 
Much Popularity

HOLLAND, Mich.— Ten times 
as many wooden shoes are being 
made and sqld now as were sev­
eral years ago, Chester Van Ton­
geren, operator of the only wood­
en shoe factory in the country, re­
ported today.

Most of the output of his work­
shop, however, goes to tourists. A 
few-persons of Dutch and Belgian 
descent still use the sabots to work 
around the barn or in other jobs

Van Tongeren was' a junior at 
Hope College when he entered the 
World War. In 1928 he opened his 
shoe factory on the second floor 
of his father’s tobacco shop. 
Friends predicted the venture 
would fail.

Beginning with five assistants, 
Van Tongeren now employs more 
than 100 men. The work is not 
limited to wooden shoes. Souvenirs 
of every kind leave the Holland 
factory daily for every city in the 
United States. They range from 
ash trays to miniature windmills. 
All are made of wood.

Van Tongeren views the success 
of his venture as not phenomenal.

S1/-HEN hot days have dwarfed 
vv the husky appetites of my 
family- there’s an infallible rem­
edy I always call on—-a salad 
chilled in the coldest part of the 
refrigerator, crisp, cooling, hunger 
arousing.

And to make the repast doubly 
alluring, I serve also a variety of 
breads and rolls, thus supplying 
the calories lacking in the salad.

With a dinner salad there’s 
nothing more appropriate than a 
crisp salted cracker, but. the lunch- 
ean salad requires a more sub­
stantial accompaniment.

Half the trick of preparing ap­
petizing salads lies in attractive 
serving. The lettuce or other sal­
ad greens always must be crisp. 
Keep lettuce wrapped in a clean 
damp cloth near, but never on, 
the ice. If it wasn’t carefully 
washed before storing, rinse it 
thoroughly and dry between tow­
els before arranging on the plates.

A delicious dinner salad which 
does double duty for both salad 
and dessert is a jellied salad Mel­
ba. Or if you want to serve cold 
cuts for luncheon you’ll like this 
salad with them.

Jellied Salad Melba
One package red raspberry gel­

atin, 1 1-2 cups warm water, 4 
tablespoons lemon juice, 1-2 tea­
spoon salt, 2 teaspoons sugar, 2 
cups diced peaches, 1 package 
Philadelphia cream cheese, 1-2 
cup broken pecan meats.

Dissolve' gelatin in warm water. 
Add salt and let stand until syr­
upy. Divide in two equal parts.. 
Add sugar and peaches to one half 
and turn into a shallow mold. 
Chill. Put remaining gelatin into 
a mixing bowl and put the bowl 
into a pan of cracked ice. Beat 
with a rotary beater until thick 
and fluffy. Fold in cheese which 
has been beaten to a smeoth paste 
with a little cream and nuts. Pour 
over first layer of gelatin in mold 
and . chill until firm. Cut in

If you have a 
bowl of ice-box dough ready, you 
can make' up a baking' of cinna­
mon rolls quickly or make them of 
quick dough. If using the ice-box 
rolls allow time for the rolls to 
rise. It takes longer for the chill­
ed dough to rise than it does the 
regulation yeast dough which has 
been kept in a warm temperature 
during the whole process of ris­
ing.

Quick Cinnamon Rolls
Two cups flour, 4 teaspoons 

baking powder, 2 tablespoons but­
ter, 2 tablespoons lard or other 
shortening, 1 teaspoon salt, 1-3 
cup water, 1-2 cup milk (about), 
2 tablespoons softened butter, 2 
tablespoons sugar, 1 teaspoon 
cinnamon.

Mix and sift flour, salt and bak­
ing powder. Work in shortening 
with tips of fingers or pastry 
blender. Cut in liquid with a 
broad bladed knife, using enough 
to make a soft dough. Turn onto 
a floured molding board, flour tips 
of fingers and knead lightly for 
ten or fifteen seconds. Roll into 
an oblong sheet about 1-2 inch 
thick. Spread with softened but­
ter, sprinkle evenly with sugar 
and cinnamon mixed together and 
roll up like a jelly roll. . Cut in 
slices about -3-4 inch thick and 
bake fifteen minutes in a hot oven 
(425 degrees F.) c-
