As his last words echoed across 
the stadium, filled with 110,000 
spectators and 4,844 athletes from 
52 nations, a mighty roar went up.

Next to last in the official 
march was the delegation from the 
United States. The Americans, 
tremendously popular in Berlin, 
drew one of the largest ovations 
when they marched in eight 
abreast.

The United States Flag was not 
dipped like those of other nations 
when Hitler’s box was reached. A

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Government 
Rescue Work

Civil works, works progress, work relief, public 
works, emergency conservation works, all are specific 
names of job-creating government activities comprised 
in the emergency program of the past three and a half 
years.

The work idea has been stressed throughout, even 
while the government was spending $80,000,000 in Texas 
on relief, to considerable part of it in direct dole.

Civil works gave temporary jobs, on work of very 
slight permanent benefit to 4,000,000 persons. Sewing 
rooms, canning plants and other agencies simply employ­
ed those otherwise on relief to prepare materials to be 
furnished those on relief in lieu of money.

Then works progress, the big boy of the emergency 
job-creating program, employed another 4,000,000 people 
at a later stage, when projects of more permanent worth 
were developed.

The public works administration, gradually getting an 
increasing number of persons to work, deals altogether 
with permanent improvements, and creating the demand 
for materials, and in contrast with others, its money has 
gone to projects designed to pay out in part, first with a 
30 per cent, and now with a 45 per cent outright grant 
accompanying the loan of money to be repaid.

The work idea must be popular with the nation, be­
cause the republican party this year went to the voters 
on a platform proposing that it would foster government- 
created employment on public projects of value. In fact, 
the republican platform in some ways proposed to go be­
yond the achievements of past months; and, offering 
more and better employment, could not, obviously con­
demn what it was copying.

This year the two parties will compete, not on the 
basis of the old federalist condemnation of internal im­
provements at government expense, nor yet on the pro­
posal to cut expenses to the bone, and keep government 
out of the way of the people, but rather on the scope 
range and extent of what each proposes to have the gov­
ernment do, if successful , for the greatest number of 
people.

New Vocational 
Instructor For 
Schools Arrives

0. L. McGahey, coordinator for 
diversified occupations in Ranger 
High School has arrived in the 
city and will begin organizing for 
this work in a few days.

| McGahey is a graduate of Dan­
iel Baker college, where he was 
trained for the teaching profes­
sion. While working for his degree 

; and since receiving it he has 
taught in the public schools of 

; Texas. In addition to this train- 
ing he spent several years in the 
railroad shops of Brownwood and 

| a few years with other industrial 
i concerns which, with his graduate 
¡work in Texas A&M college this 
! year, have qualified him for the 
Smith-Hughes industrial certifi­
cate.

T h e  diversified occupational 
program has been organized as a 
means of extending the benefits 
of trade and industrial education 
to communities of from 5000 to 
25,000. Since it is not practical 
many times for these school sys­
tems to e s t a b l i s h  vocational 
schools with expensive equipment 
and machinery, the plan contem­
plates a cooperative arrangement 
between the school and employ­
ers of skilled workers in the com­
munity.

Under this plan high school ju­
nior and senior students work in 
their chosen occupation for one- 
half day and attend school one- 
half day, over a period of two 
years. During the employment the 
student is under the supervision 
of the school and the employer, 
and both agencies contribute to his 
training.

Two full periods of the school 
times are devoted to technical in­
formation whichf is directly re­
lated to the work the student is 
engaged in. Regular high school 
subjects may be pursued during 
the remainder of the school time.

Boys and girls to be eligible for 
diversified occupations training 
should be at least sixteen years of 
age and should have completed the 
first two years of high school.

This is the first year this type of 
work has been offered the stud­
ents of Ranger high school, and it 
will meet a need that both faculty 
and students have felt for some 
time. Similar programs are being 
carried on by the high schools of 
Breckenridge, Eastland, Cisco, 
Brownwood, Abilene, Sweetwater, 
Big Spring and Lamesa.
