( THERE’S no denying that foods

+ that are colorful and attrac-
tively served spur the appetite.
Vegetables top the list of color-
ful foods and just now, with so
many to choose from, it’s no trick
at all to arrange a vegetable din-
ner that, for eye-appeal, is abso-
lutely unrivaled.

Imagine a platter piled with
luscious asparagus, mushrooms,
green peas, brilliant diced beets,
string beans and corn saute with
a snowy -head of cauliflower in
the center. They should all, of
course, be cooked to exactly the
proper degree, seasoned expertly,
and served with a zestful sauce.
Here, surely, is a meal to please
even the most discriminating 'of
diners!

Since the sauce is important,
you can, if you wish, serve three
different kinds. French dressing,
Hollandaise sauce and Polonaise
sauce are all delicious with vege-
tables. The recipe for Holland-
aise sauce was published in this
column not long ago. Of course
you know how to make French
dressing, but Polonaise sauce may
be new to you.

Polonaise Sauce

One-fourth pound sweet butter,
1 hard-cooked egg, 1-2 cup bread
crumbs, 1-2 teaspoon salt, few
grains pepper, 1 teaspoon chop-
ped parsley.

One-fourth pound of butter
equals 1-2 cup. If you can’t get
sweet butter, wash salted butter
to remove the salt, though you
won’t have quite the same results
because sweet butter is made with
sweet cream.

Melt butter in flat sauce pan
and saute until brown. Add bread
crumbs and mix thoroughly.

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Diptheria Toxoid

Saves Child Life

AUSTIN — Education of the
public to the value of diphtheria
immunization has resulted in low-
ering the incidence of this dread
disease, but Texas still loses over
400 of its future citizens each
year from this preventable dis-
ease, ‘according to records in the
Texts State Department of Health.

“Tt is'a generally accepted fact
among public health authorities,’”;
Dr. John W. Brown, State Health
Officer, said, ‘“that any community
may control its death rate from
diphtheria. Immunization has been
proved a safe and effective pre-,
ventive measure. /Wherever im-
munizing treatment has been ex-|
tensively used, diphtheria has
steadily® decreased. }
SThe most forceful weapon in
the control of diphtheria is preven-|
tion through immunization, rather
than ccre of the disease after it
has developed. Children .can be
protected against diphtheria by
the use of what' is known as’
toxoid. Young children are par-'
ticularly susceptible to the dis-
ease. Accordingly, as soon as a
baby is six months old, the par-!
ents /are advised to take it to the
family physician and haye it im-
munized—nprotected, by the use of
toxoid. Older children in the fam-.

ily who have not had the protec-
tive treatment, should be immun-
ized also, and this should be at-
tended to now before the school
season begins., This immunizing
agent is absolutely safe to admin-
ister; there is only a slight local
reaction, and practically no con-
stitutional or troublesome after
effects. It confers a lifetime im-
munity in the majority ‘of cases.
To be certain that immunization is
complete, however, the child
should be taken back to the phy-
sician six months after the texoid
was administered, and given the
Schick test.

“It is within the power of the
parents of this state, cooperating
with their physicians and public
health departments, to” eiiminate
diphtheria from Texas.”
