Brooks, communist candidate for 
governor, who was ousted from 
Port Arthur by police last night, 
charged here today that denial of 
public building's for communist 
m-eetings “ constitutes political 
censorship, which smacks of Hit­
lerism.”

“ Developments during the 
course of this campaign have con­
vinced us that more than ever the 
main issue in the 1936 campaign 
is fascism against democracy,”  the 
Houston youth said.

H. F. Baker, Port Arthur chief 
of police, arrested Brooks and 
two companions last night and re­
leased them on their promise to 
leave the city. The young com­
munist leader had gone to Port 
Arthur to hold a political rally.

Brook denied the assertion of 
Chief Baker that he was not a 
resident of Texas and therefore 
was not qualified as a candidate 
for governor.

“ My candidacy has been certi­
fied by the state secretary,”  he 
said. “ I am a candidate in good 
standing.”

Wilbur Dickey, business agent 
of the International Seamen’s Un­
ion, meanwhile charged at Hous­
ton that communists and other 
radicals were trying to gain con­
trol of waterfront unions through 
terroristic practices.

At Dallas a committee- of “ the 
legion of honor” was named to 
determine if communism is being 
taught in the public schools. .

A Political Career 
Halted by Disease 

Created Sanatorium
By United Press

AUSTIN— It will be a surprise 
. to many people to learn that Texas 
-has an anti-tipping law. It’s true. 
The provision does not apply to 
tipping generally. It prohibits any 
patient in the State Tuberculosis 
Santiorium at Carlsbad from pay­
ing a gratuity to any of the em­
ployes.

Another provision in the sanitor- 
ium act requires that beds always 
be maintained for patients unable 
to pay, equal in number to the 
paying patients.

The institution, one of the larg­
est in the state, owes its existence 
to the belief of a former Missour­
ian in the health-building qualities 
of the Texas sun and climate.

T. H. McGregor had started a 
political career in Missouri that 
was so successful that he became 
a protege of U. S. Senator Jim 
Reed. He was headed for the at­
torney general’s office in that 
state when he contracted lung 
trouble. After suffering several 
hemorrhages, McGregor decided to 
try the effect of the Texas clim­
ate. For two years he abandoned 
a law practice and built up his 
health. He became convinced that 
proper treatment under Texas 
climate would . cure tuberculosis 
and set about providing an easier 
way for others than he had to fol­
low in regaining his health.

McGregor and former Senator 
Tom Love, Dallas, probably are 
the best known legislators in re­
cent years. McGregor became the 
recognized leader of the “ wets” 
while Love was the “ dry” com­
mander in the days when prohibi­
tion was the chief issue before 
Texas legislatures.

Strangely enough, McGregor 
had entered Texas politics for the 
prime purpose of assisting Love. 
Both were from. Missouri and Mc­
Gregor ran for the House of Rep­
resentatives so he could help elect 
Love speaker. Later prohibition 
became' a leading issue and they 
took opposing sides.

Cotton for Roads 
Used On 578 Miles 

Of 1936 Projects
I COLLEGE STATION. —  About 
8,500 bales of cotton were used 
in highway construction during the 
summer of 1936, according to a 
report from the Department of 
Agriculture. This cotton was even­
ly divided between two projects, 
under the commodity diversion 
programs of the AAA, which in­
volve the use of fabric binders for 
bituminous - surfaced roads and 
mats for curing concrete.

I More than six million square 
yards of cotton, close to four thou­
sand bales, were used by 24 states 
in the fabric reinforcement pro­
gram, enough for building 578 
miles of new road. The rest of the 
cotton was utilized in the construc­
tion of 89,500 mats for concrete- 

. 'Curing in 23 states. Both materials 
were made available to state high­
way departments by fhe Govern­
ment, subject to performance re­
ports.

The fabric is designed to rein­
force' secondary, or farm-to-mar- 
ket roads, where heavy trucking 
and severe climatic coliditions have 
run up an immense seasonal repair 

I bill. Comparative sections were 
laid with three types of fabrics 
ad without fabric on each project 
to determine costs, and early re­
ports of this season’s work justify 
the findings of preliminary tests.

The mat project was developed 
on the basis of tests made by the 
Bureau of Public Roads and the 
Highway Departments of Texas 
and Pennsylvania. Mats or pads 
simplify the curing problem by as­
suring proper moisture and temp­
erature conditions. The mats arq 
made from a single-ply layer o  ̂
bat of low-grade cotton or cotton; 
waste quilted between cottoni 
cloth layers. Such mats retain 

i moisture for a number of hours 
and are durable, easily handled, 
and capable of repeated use. In 
regions where water is scarce, their 
moisture-retaining qualities con­
stitute a distinct advantage. Where 
excessively high temperatures or 
freezing are problems heir insu­
lating qua'Iities are important.

It is a little bit hard to see how the election could do 
that, since the various polls differ so widely that one or 
another of them is almost certain to be at least partly right, 
whatever happens. But the complaining gentleman does 
have the. germ of an idea which is undoubtedly shared by 
a good many of his fellow citizens.

The fact that the polls do differ is the one saving ele­
ment in the situation. For a time it almost looked as if 
the various politicians would devote more thought to carry­
ing the straw vote than to carrying the actual election ; 
and the danger in a thing like that lies in the presence of 
a large, mentally irresponsible “bandwagon” vote in this 
country, a vote that can never bother to figure out what
the issues are, but that desires solely to get on the winner.

* * *

As things are, the divergence among the polls leaves 
this bandwagon vote in much the same situation as that 
of the chameleon which, placed on a bit of Scotch plaid, 
tried so hard to adapt its color to its background that it 
exploded. But the bandwagon vote does exist, and it is, 
not,hard to imagine a situation in which it might follow 
the straw votes and decide an election.

There is this, of course, to remember about these polls. 
They have reached the status of a national pastime only 
in the last dozen years; and we have not had a reasonably 
close presidential election since 1916.

In all the succeeding presidential years (not including 
this one), a blind man could have told how the election 
was going to come out. A straw vote that could not have 
corné fairly close to predicting the result in 1920, 1924, 
or 1932 would have been so wildly cockeyed that its par­
ents would have disowned it on the spot.

Now it is interesting to see the opinion of the country 
sampled in advance. There can be no possible objection 
to it, except on the ground that there is a certain percent­
age of half-baked folk who lack convictions of their own 
to such extent that they are always ready to go along with 
the winner.

Once you have persuaded people that a certain candi­
date is going to win, that fact in itself helps to increase his 
winning margin. It shouldn't, but it does. It is probably 
the silliest single phenomenon in our politics.

For that reason it might be an excellent thing if this 
election could somehow cast just a shade of doubt upon the 
accuracy of the whole straw vote process- If the get-with- 
the-winner boys could be left permanently confused, our 
politics would be better off.

‘Mr. Fayette,” Math 
Teacher Is Reallv 

Famous Marquis
By United Press

ALBANY, Cal.— “ LaFayette, we 
are here— for oar mathematics,” 
well might be the words used by 
Albany high school students as 
they report for classes under Mar­
quis Andre du Hotter de LaFay­
ette.

Fourth generation descendant of 
the French patriot who helped win 
American independence, the Mar­
quis takes his ancestry and many 
other honors that have been con­
ferred on him very lightly.

At one time he was page to the 
court of King Edward VII of Eng­
land and received in recognition of 
his services the Order of the Gar­

ter, one of the highest distinctions 
which England ever confers on 
foreigners.

One distinction of which he is) 
really proud is that he is an Ameri­
can citizen by two rights, and he 
is especially proud of his second 
citizenship because he earned that 
himself. As a lineal descendant of 
the Marquis de LaFayette of the 
Revolution he was already an 
American as well as a French citi­
zen by reason of the act of con­
gress passed after the American. 
Revolution which conferred Ameri­
can citizenship on all descendants 
of the co-liberator of the American 
.colonies.

However, when the Marquis de 
(LaFayette came to the United 
States in 1921 he took out his 
regular citizenship papers. Then 
to acquaint himself more fully 
with the laws and, ideals of his sec­
ond fatherland, he attended “ citi­
zenship classes.”

Finally as a test of his own abil­

ity, he took the necessary examina­
tions and won his second title to 
American citizenship with high 
honors.

He taught for a number of years’ 
in private schools in California be­
fore he became a public school 
teacher. His transfer possibly may 
have been due to his wife. She 
was .formerly Miss Florence Dinkle, 
a Monterey school teacher. They 
have two children, Caroline, 8, and 
June, 13.

LaFayette served throughout the 
World War and is a member of thq 
American Legion and the Veter­
ans of Foreign Wars. His pres­
ence with the American Expedi­
tionary Force was due to the fact 
that he was attached to them by 
the French government because of 
his knowledge of English.

But to the students of the Al­
bany High School, he is just “ Mr; 
Fayette,”  except when they don’t 
happen to know their lesions in 
mathematics, when they ‘empha­
size the “ Mr.”
