He 
warned the 44th legislature that 
it would increase unless additional 
taxes were levied.

“ This was not done,”  he said.

The governor asked the 
legislature not only to wipe out 
the present deficit, but to provide 
revenues when new expenditures 
are authorized.

VIEWS UPON INCOMING 
LEGISLATURE ARE TOLD

W. B. Collie of Eastland, sena­
tor from the 24th district, today 
commented on subjects likely to 
arise in the 46th legislature con­
vening Jan, 10 at Austin and de­
clared there is no reason why ev­
ery needy Texan over 65 years 
should not receive $30 monthly 
pension.

There is no doubt, he said, that 
distribution of assistance has been 
faulty in many respects.

"Just because an aged Texan 
has a son in Pennsylvania or any 
other place making $150 a month 
is there reason for the aged fa­
ther or mother to suffer. That 
son may have 14 children and a 
wife to support,”  he commented.

Most of Collie’s statements to­
day were in reiteration of his 
stand taken after a session of the 
senate investigating committee 
two years ago. There were four 
members of the committee which 
made one report and Collie’s was 
individual and separate.

At that time Senator Collie re­
ported, and he restates today, that 
it will take about $3,500,000 ad­
ditional for old age assistance, re­
duction of all other appropria­
tions, finding of new revenues, 
collection of delinquent taxes, in­
crease on some existing sources of 
taxation and the state’s income 
should equal the expenditure, as 
well as taking care of all social se­
curity obligations of the state.

Senator Collie did not state 
where increase of rates of taxation 
should apply. Should increases be 
wanted, then the interests to be 
affected would be entitled to pub­
lic hearing, he added.

Senator Collie made plain he 
would not be in support of a uni­
versal pension plan to provide 
payment of $30 monthly, counting 
the federal government’s contribu­
tion, of $15 each, to all over 65 
years of age.

"Only those in necessitous con­
dition should receive the assist­
ance, It would not be fair to tax 
the poor to pay the rich.”

Nor does Senator Collie approve 
of the present law which deprives 
many of assistance because they 
own^a small amount of livestock, 
a small home or other property.

“ The needs of the aged are 
great,” he observed. Usually an 
old person requires a great more 
doctor care and medicine than 
those younger,” he continued.

At the time of the report made

by Senator Collie two years ago, 
and the figures are approximately 
correct now, 124,021 received old 
age pension. Only 10,068 persons, 
all white, got $15 pensions. A to­
tal of 124 persons, all white, re­
ceived monthly checks of $30. 
Percent of white on the rolls was 
75.8 per cent, of Ji)lack 22.6 and 
the Mexican group 1.6.

Senator Collie’s estimate before 
the tax raising session two years 
ago was that the state’s deficit for 
the year ending August 31, 1938, 
would be $20,673,141.22 was 
borne out in a report released by 
officials recently.

His three methods to put the 
state’s financial structure in order 
were told in these words by the 
official:

“ 1. Reduce expenditures so that 
they will equal existing revenue 
from the present sources at the 
existing rates of taxation.

“ 2. Rates on existing sources of 
taxation may be increased to pro­
duce sufficient amount of revenue 
to paj7 the current costs of gov­
ernment.

"3. The state may seek new 
sources of revenue, including col­
lection of delinquent taxes, so that 
these combined with revenues 
from present sources, will be ade­
quate to meet current costs of 
government, including costs of the 
social security program.”

The axe on appropriation slash­
ing, said Collie, should be swung 
in all directions and not strike at 
a few, but he does not favor 
slashes in the lower salary brack­
ets, Collie observed that there 
are two conflicting ideas on gov­
ernment at this time. He said 
many times persons and groups 
will clamor for expenditure slash­
ing and at the same time will clam­
or just as strong for appropriation 
for things whi^h they particularly 
favor.

Horseracing, sale of liquor by 
the drink will be other subjects 
likely to appear in the next ses­
sion, said Collie.

Long a proponent for criminal 
and civil court procedure simpli­
fication, Senator Collie said he 
would support some measures pro­
viding for improvement.

27 miles of cotton roads, while 
Texas, which grows millions of 
bales of cotton, has not a single 
foot of cotton roads,”  G. W. Huff­
man told a farmers’ meeting.

George G. Payne, a delegate to 
the National Cotton Council, told 
the Ysleta farmers that he had in­
spected cotton base roads at 
Greenville, Miss., and found that 
they did not have any sign of 
cracking after four years of use, 
while other paving laid at the 
same time had been repaired 
twice.

In cotton road paving, a cotton 
mat is placed op an asphalt base. 
The mat is then sprayed with as­
phalt and coated with gravel.

The farmers attempting to pro­
mote the use of cotton base roads 
have asked the county commission­
ers to lay test sections with cot­
ton bases on highways construct­
ed otherwise out of asphalt in or­
der to determine the relative val­
ue of the two materials.

The farmers also have asked 
legislators from this section t o 
encourage the construction of sim­
ilar test roads elsewhere in Texas.

44 Deaths In Fires To Open 
Bring a Warning 
From Commission
AUSTIN, Texas.— Marvin Hall, 

fire insurance commissioner of 
Texas, today expressed great con­
cern that more than 44 men, 
women and children were burned 
to death by fire during the 
months of October and November. 
He called upon the public gener­
ally to help reduce the fire losses, 
particularly during the holiday 
season, by practicing fire preven­
tion.

Causes of the deaths during the 
last two months were: Clothing ig­
nited by coming into contact with 
fire, 10; trapped in dwellings, 10; 
improper use of gasoline, eight; 
explosion of gasoline and kerosene 
stoves, three; falling into open 
trash fires, two; scalds, two; burns 
from automobile collisions, two; 
gas from oil wells, four; improper 
use of cleaning fluids, one; smok­
ing in bed, one; and explosion of 
gas, one.

Fire, Hall stated, has taken a 
staggering death toll of approxi­
mately 4,000 in Texas during the 
past 10 years, an average annual­
ly of four hundred people burned 
to death.

Illustrating the fact that the 
peo'ple in many instances do not 
fear fire and fail to observe the 
rules of fire prevention. Hall 
pointed to the fact that more 
than ten men, women and chil­
dren were burned to death during 
October and November by getting 
too close to unprotected gas heat- 

' ers, wood stoves and fireplaces, 
resulting in their clothes becom-

Shelled Pecans Are 
Source of Disease

AUSTIN, Texas— Pecans, one 
of the Southwest’s most prolific 
crops, may be a source of disease, 
according to Dr. Geo. V/. Cox, 
State Health Officer. The pecan 
as it comes from the tree is not 
insanitary, but the manner in which 
is is handled and shelled is respon­
sible for the transmission of dis­
ease.

The shelled pecan industry has 
assumed large proportions in Tex­
as, and shellers in other states 
have attacked the Texas products 
as being handled in an insanitary 
manner.

The large packing houses that 
have nuts shelled in their own 
cracking plants are supervised by 
the State and City Health Depart-

A BODY' known as the Social 
Security Advisory Council is 

reported ready with some recom- 
Ynendations about the old âge 
kontributorj'’ pensions system.
/ The session of Congress nears. 
And when the lawmakers sit down 
with the nation’s troubles, old age 
pensions are going to be among 
the first to be considered, 

f It is a very serious moment for 
' those genuinely concerned about 
the problem of the aged.

} How to care for those who be- 
; come too old, to be useful in our 
t highly geared industrial system is 
: a delicate and difficult problem.
! It calls for the utmost exertion of 
' whatever informed, expert ex- 
i perience there'is.
' This is an «insurance problem 
i And there are men who know a 
i good deal aboiî t that and about 
' social security in this country.
! The whole subject, however, has 
' fallen into the h^nds of politicians. 
; Men and womé,n over 65 have 
votes. And everywhere politicians 
are playing with this problem to 
get the votes of the aged.

' If ever there was what Mr. 
! Hoover called a ca.se of “playing 
’ with human misery'',” this is one. 
1 It must te  conceded this is a 
- difficult problem to the admin- 
I istration. It may fee forced to 
make unwise concessions.

This consideration would bd
easier for the administration if 
it had not itself been guilty of 
using the old age pension system 
as a financial football and of 
introducing into it one of the 
most grotesque schemes in public 
finance ever known in the Mstory 
of this country.

This is the plan to creato? a re­
serve of 47 billion dollars “ to re­
lieve future generations of the 
great load of social security.** It 
was the attacks on this plan which 
led to the consideration of the 
subject by the so-called Advisory 
Council on Social Security.

One of its recommendations is 
that pensions in the earlier 
years of the system should be in-̂  
creased. Certainly the pension« 
which are to be baid to those who 
arrive at the retirement age be­
fore 1950 should be enlarged.

The council is said to be ready 
to recommend a change in the 
exorbitant rates charged under 
the act to employers and em­
ployes.

If the rates are continued until 
1942 at the present level, nearly 
five billion dollars will be col-» 
lected in excess of the needs oi 
the system.

There seems to be no reason 
why the whole subject of the rates 
should not be re-examined and 
changed new to lighten the load 
of employers and workers.

Hollywood scouts asked for the 
engine after seeing* it on the short 
section of tracks in El Paso park, 
where it has stood for 30 years.

El Pasoansj immediately ; got 
worried. They deluged railroad 
officials with requests for assur­
ance that the engine would be re­
turned as soon as the picture is 
finished.

“ It has a sentimental value for 
old-timers and is an attraction to 
tourists,”  C. R. Morrill, chairman 
of the Board of County Develop­
ment, explained. “ It would be a 
definite loss to El Paso if it is 
not returned.”

The No. 1 made her last run 
when she was robught to El Paso 
to be retired.

banks and Bisbee. She could “high 
ball”  along at 70 miles an hour, 
and carried about 12,000 gallons 
of water and 4,500 pounds of 
wood. Her chief drawback was 
her appetite; she had to stop for 
refueling every 25 miles.

Her cab is simple— no dials or 
gadgets like modern locomotives, 
but just a hand brake and a fire 
box the size of a kitchen stove. In 
her day, though, she was up-to- 
minute in her style, and was one 
of the first engines in the country 
to be equipped with air brakes.

Placed here as a monument to 
the development of railroading in 
the Southwest, the engine, with 
its five-foot smokestack, has suf­
fered from souvenir hunters. Two 
years ago, watchmen arrived just 
in time to stop the theft of the 
brass bell.

Crowds gathered to watch the 
workpien who loaded Old No. 1 
on a flat car for shipment to the 
movie lot.

While Southern Pacific officials 
did not know exactly how the 
movie people would treat No. 1, 
they believed she would be fired 
up once more for a run over a 
two-mile track at thq picture loca­
tion.

Rail Migration 
Planned to Save 

Lost Wild Ducks
NEW YORK.— The first wild 

duck migration via railroad may 
start southward from Canada 
shortly in a move to save from 
extermination over 10,000 of the 
wildfovd marooned in Aiberta due 
to mysterious loss of their migra­
tory instinct, according to Ducks 
Unlimited, national organization 
of wildfowlers.

The wild waterfowl —  mostly 
mallard and pintail— apparently 
became befuddled when freak un­
seasonably high temperatures pre­
vailed for weeks in the Edmonton 
and Calgary sections of the pro­
vince.

Fooled by the prolonged springv 
like conditions, the ducks settled 
on Chip and Buffalo Lakes and 
Blind Man River, Alberta, instead 
of flighting southward to their 
usual winter resorts in southern 
states.

“ How to save these waterfowl 
from death from the severe cold, 
starvation and thirst is a problem” 
reports Thomas C. Main, General 
Manager of Ducks Unlimited 
(Canada), which is carrying on a 
comprehelisive conservation pro­
gram in the great Canadian duck 
breeding areas with funds con­
tributed by thousands of American 
duck hunters.

“ W e’are trying to decide wheth­
er to feed them here or to ship 
them south. Prices are being ob­
tained for transportation by rail 
to San Francisco ,Seattle and Van­
couver for comparison with costs 
of feeding them all -winter.

“ The trouble with keeping them 
here is not so much the cost of 
feed as the difficulty of supplying 
them with water during the 30- 
degree below zero temperatures 
due soon.

“ With all lakes coated with two 
feet or more of ice, and with no 
way to furnish the helpless ducks 
with necessary water,' the only 
feasible way to save them ap­
pears to be shipment in poultry 
cars to the nearest open water on 
the Pacific coast,”  Main reports 
to Ducks Unlimited national head­
quarters at 500 Fifth Avenue, 
New York City.

Guardsmen Hope 
W . Lee O’Daniel Is 

r lying bovem or
AUSTIN, Texas —  National 

Guard officers are wondering if 
Governor-Elect W. Lee O’Daniel 
will become a flying governor. 
They hope so. The War depart­
ment has supplied the air service 
of the Texas Guard with some 
snappy planes of late manufacture. 
The air officers get credit on fly­
ing time when they fly the gov­
ernor about the state in one of the 
planes. If they do not make enough 
such I trips they have to make up 
the time in routine flying.

The officers, therefore, are dis­
turbed by reports that the now 
governor is a “ kiwi,”  or non-fly­
er. If that is so, they hope soon 
to make him air-minded.

Dan Moody was Texas’ first fly­
ing governor. He became enthu­
siastic on the topic after meeting 
Col. Charles A. Lindbergh just 
after “ We” had returned from the 
Paris flight. Soon after Moody got 
back to Austin he made his first 
flight. It wasn’t in one of the 
palatial big cabin planes of today. 
He flew with Major Walton D. 
Hood in an open two-seater. Com­
plying with -the regulations then 
in force, he wore a parachute.

The plane left Austin, landed in 
a cotton patch near Gatesville, 
where the governor inspected the 
Boy’s Training School, then flew 
to Dallas.

A forced landing in a storm 
while en route to Beaumont on 
another trip failed to curb Moody’s 
enthusiasm for flying. Caustic coni- 
ments in the Ferguson Forum had 
no more effect.

Gov.' Ross Sterling had one of 
the swiftest non-racing automo- 
mobiles of its day when he was 
governor, and a chauffeur with 
steel nerves. He made fast trips 
on the ground but was not a 
“ flying governor.”  Mrs. Ferguson 
did not fly.

Gov. James V. Allred renewed 
the custom, of flying. His air mile­
age is far above that of any other 
governor. Part of it has been made 
in National Guard planes, a large 
part on commercial airlines, and 
some in private planes.

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Explorers Mapping 
Canyons of Ocean

i By United Press
NEW YORK— Study of tlie vast 

suboceanic canyons off the Cali­
fornia coast supports the theory 
that these were cut by streams in 
early geologic days, Dr. Francis P. 
Shepard, of the Scripps Institution, 
reported today to the Geological 
Society of America.

In a paper delivered before the 
society’s semi-centennial meeting. 
Dr. Shepard reported on subma­
rine geologic formations studied 
abroad the institution’s auxiliary 
schooner, the E. W. Scripps. The 
vessel, fully equipped for oceano­
graphic investigations, was made 
available for altexmate months this 
year through a co-operative ar­

rangement with the Geological So­
ciety.

Some of the findings support the 
theory that either the continents 
were greatly elevated or the sea 
level greatly lowered from pres­
ent levels, Dr. Shepard said. On 
this theory, the suboceanic can­
yons were cut by streams flowing 
over continents, just as t,he Col­
orado has cut its great chasm in 
the west.

A second theory is that some 
j sort of submarine current acting 
now or during the times of conti­
nental glaciation has been rospon- 
sible for these huge valleys.

Investigations centered on the 
taking of thousands of soundings 
to determine canyon configuration ; 
taking of bottom cores to study 
sedimentation on the ocean floor, 
and the dredging of canyon walls 
to learn the rock structure. In ad­
dition, the lowering of current- 
meters to various ocean depths

“ If the canyons were cut by riv­
ers they might have deltas at their 
lower limits,” he added, explaining 
that it was difficult to get reliable 
information regarding • the outer 
portions of canyons.

Dredging operations along can­
yon walls brought to light a 2,- 
000-foot cliff of granite on the 
side of the Monterey subiirarine 
canyon’. All the main types of 
known rocks are represented in the 
dredgings, he added.

Family Retaims Its 
Bible for 299 Years

PUEBLO, Colo.— An original 
edition of the King James ver­
sion of the Holy Bible, which 
many'bibiophiles contend influ­
enced the English language more 
than any bqok in the world, now 
is an heirloom in the family of 
John W. Pearson of Pueblo.

The rare book, published in 
1639, has been handed down from 
generation to generation. Its first 
owner was a member pf the Pear­
son family who lived in London 
in 1678. Numerous notations and 
signatures of family members and 
friends, may be found in various 
passages throughout the volume.

Publication of the book was 
conceived at the Hampton court 
conference in London, in January, 
1604. At this conference, "Attended 
by Archbishop Whitgift of Can­
terbury, Bishop Bancroft of Lon­
don and seven oth^ bishops arid 
eight deans who represented coii- 
servative confornijates . and four 
members of the progressive Puri­
tans headed by'Dr. John Reypolds 
of Oxford, King James himself 
acted asmoderator anti jiitlge.‘r: . ‘

Bibiophiles believe that it was 
at this conference that- warnings

of the persecutions of the Pilgrims 
first were sounded. They base this 
belief on records that show that 
the conference was marked by nu­
merous altercations in which King 
James rudely reprimanded Puri­
tans when they offered sugges­
tions for the Biblical work.

Although compilation of the 
Bible was started in 1604, it was 
not completed until 1611, due to 
the death of one of the scholars.

Material for the book was 
taken from the Geneva Bible, 
printed in 1560; The Bishops’ Bi­
ble, used by English church digni­
taries, and the New Testament. It 
differs from the Bible of today 
and those preceding it in that it is 
a compilation of everything per­
taining to the Episcopalian re­
ligion.

AUSTIN, Tex.— Owners of the 

85,300 producing oil wells in Tex­
as face a rosier outlook for 1939, 
in the opinion of Ernest O. 
Thompson, chairman of the Texas 
railroad commission and chairman 
of the Interstate Oil Compact 
Commission.

“ It is my opinion that the year 
1939 will be a prosperous one for 
the oil industry and all allied in­
dustries provided the producers do 
not drill too many wells,”  he said.

“ The demand for gasoline will 
probably be about four per cent 
in excess of the demand in 1939.

“ It can plainly be seen, how­
ever, that it is easy to drill too 
many oil wells and offset this 
slight increase in demand with too 
much production.

“ The oil wells that are already 
drilled are producing in Texas an 
average of only 15 barrels per 
day. In January, 1938, the average 
production of oil per day in Texas 
was 16 barrels.

“ Export demand went skyrock­
eting in 1938 and greatly helped 
our marketing problems in 1938. 

i However, to count on a continua­
tion of this export business would 
be too optimistic.

“ No amount of regulation 
ever make people wise. Some peo­
ple have to go broke to learn re­
straint. We are long on oil wells 
today. Why drill more than are 
necessary? The drilling should

; wait until demand can catch up a 
bit with supply. The law of^m in - 
ishing returns is at work. is
almost infallible. Wise operators 
will proceed very cautiously dur­
ing the first quarter of 1939.”

“ Crude oil stocks above ground 
in storage stand at around 270,- 
000,000 barrels and since it costs 

j about 20̂  cents per barrel per year 
I to store crude above ground it is 
I not to be assumed that anyone is 
going to long hold in storage oil 
that they can withdraw and use 
for current needs.

“ This withdrawal has been go­
ing on all during 1938, stocks 
having been reduced from a level 
of 310,000,000 barrels of about 
one year ago. Probably this with­
drawal will continue until stocks 
of crude reach economic levels. 
This is only natural.

“ Only so much oil can be con­
sumed and sold. The more wells 
that are drilled and brought into 
production the less oil market 
there will be for each well.

“ This is because of proration 
which gives to each well its fair 
pro rata share of the market on 
the theory that every producer has 
a right to participate in the total 
market demand.

“ There are today 85,300 pro­
ducing oil wells in the state of 
Texas alone.

“ We completed 11,819 wells in 
Texas gflone this year up to Dec. 
10, which is more than a new well 
completed every hour of the day 
and night every day since the 
opening of 1938.

“ The nation has completed 26,- 
454 wells in this year up to 
Dec. 10.

I “ Gasoline stocks are not high 
I at the present figure of 68 and a 
j half million barrels. One year ago j 
' they stood at 72 million plus.

“ I am hopeful that the refining 
end of the oil industry will show 
some real business statesmanship' 
and keep refinery runs at or below 
3 million 1 hundred thousand baf- 

¡ reís per day from Jan. 1 through 
I March. This should put us into the 
I consuming season with about the 
j proper amount of gasoline on 
j hand.
I “ The large ^quantity of gas and 
fuel oil stocks on hand makes it 

j absolutely unnecessary for heavy 
runs to stills this winter under the 
pretense of getting heating oil for 
current demand. They can come 
from stocks.

“ On the whole the oil produc­
ers o f America have the measure 
of their prosperity for 1939 al­
most entirely in their own hands.
I mean by this that they can, have 
a very prosperous and profitable 
year if they will show restraint in 
drilling. On the other hand they 
can put more money in the 
ground than they can get returns 
upon.
