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If You Are Cold
Start Shivering Is
Advice of Science

By United Press

STATE COLLEGE, Pa.—There’s
one consolation for these cold
shivering mornings, When you
start to shiver, Nature starts
stoking your body and heat pro-
‘duction inside increases sometimes
up to 400 per cent.

Dr. Raymond W. Swift, of the
Institute of Animal Nutrition at
Pennsylvania State College, says
when you shiver, your body is
producing more heat than it is
when you’re perspiring on a hot
August day.

Prof. Swift spent a year in giv-
ing 21 subjects the “cold shivers”
and then, with a special instru-
ment of his own devising, measur-
ed the duration of ' their shivers,
the intensity of the shivers and the
heat production of the hody during
periods .of shivering.

“Intense shivering increases the
energy metabolism or heat pro-
duction of the body about 400
per cent,” Prof, Swift said as he
summarized his experiments. “The
heat. production of the body is pro-

| portional to the ‘amount and the

intensity of shivering,”

The increase in heat production
on exposure to cold is Nature’s
way of preventing a drop in body

‘| temperature. The thermostatic low

after which the body begins to
recompense for the loss of heat
is a skin temperature of about 66
degrees Fahrenheit.

Into a huge refrigerator, Prof.

‘| Swift sent his subjects for periods

of 75 minutes. They lay on army
cots with wire netting replacing
the canvas part. Then as goose
pimples erupted, skin turned blue
and the subjects began thinking
sweet thoughts of Florida beaches
or Tahitian moonlights, Prof.
Swift measured their reactions.
Definite conclusions the profes-
sor feels safe in announcing are:
Exposure to cold accompanied
by vigorous: shivering has mno ef-
fect on the respiratery quotient,
or the ratio of the volume of car-
bon dioxide expired to the. volume
of oxygen taken in.

Exposure does not- favor any
preferential - oxidation of ecarbo-
hydrates or sugars.” Depletion of
the glycogen stores is merely as-
sociated- with and proportional to
the increased total metabolism:
“As a general rule, shivering in-
creases steadily .n vigor and in
intensity as the period of exposure
continues.

“ Physical = data - assembled by
Prof. Swift showed that heat pro-
duction among the 21 subjects,
due to shivering' 1 per cent of the
time spent under experimental
conditions, ranges between 1.1 and
7.8 per cent. Various subjectls

! showed a heat production increase

of between 6.2 and 130.8 per cent

';during the experiment.
