TO THE 100 young people who
have just graduated from Friona,
Bovina and Lazbuddie High Schools
last week:

You are going out into the most
complex technological society
mankind has ever known. We hope
you are prepared for it.

The world is not geared to treat
you as kindly as you were treated at
your hometown schools in Parmer
County. You were, however, given
a good foundation here and if you
and your inner-self can get together
and work toward a positive goal,
then there is no limit to what you
can accomplish.

If you do not care deeply about
getting a higher education, then
please don't waste your time and
your parents' money by heading off
to college. It takes a lot of work
and gut-bust determination to get
that degree.

If you are thinking of college as
a place to get away from the rules
at home, a place to party, a place to
get drunk, a place to meet new
people of the opposite sex, a place
to have fun and participate in
extracurricular activities. . . then
you might as well forget about it
and start looking for employment
now, because you aren't college
material.

Not going to college is certainly
no disgrace, either. The only
disgrace is in not giving your all to
whatever endeavor you commit to.

Some of the frustrations you
will be dealing with at college will
require all the fortitude you can
muster. For instance, your math
and science courses will be taught
by instructors who can barely speak
English. Plus, many of your
undergraduate courses will not be
taught by the professor who was
named in your college catalogue at
all, but will actually be taught by a
graduate student who is the
professor's assistant.

Registration can be a real night-
mare for Freshman students. Most
colleges and universities do not
offer enough of some courses. By
the time you have finished getting
enrolled in one class, the next one
you need to sign up for will have
been filled to capacity and closed
until the next semester. So you'll
end up filling time and wasting
money on a few courses that are not
even part of your degree plan.

Even back when I was going to
college, about a hundred years ago,
you were required to take quite a
few courses that you didn't want.
They'd like for you to end up with a
"well rounded" education, I guess.
But, as a journalism major, I still
can't see what "Advanced Algebra"
has to do with writing articles for
this weekly newspaper.

Selecting college courses is sort
of like buying a "pig in a poke"
anyway. (Ask your grandfather
what that expression means.) You
won't really know what you're in
for until the class gets underway.
Of course you can always drop the
class, which ends up wasting your
time and money.

Institutions of higher learning,
even in the Southern states, are hot-
beds of political correctness, liberal-
ism, multiculturalism, radical
feminism, affirmative action and
official victimology.  Even the
assigned readings are, today,
trending away from the traditional
great works of such masters as
Aristotle and Shakespeare, and are
being shifted to unknown liberalist
writers who espouse the ideas of
Western civilization as being
sexist, racist and oppressive.

The Blade editors
were impressed by Hromas'
address, and wanted to share
it with our readers).

Faculty, friends, and family--
good evening. I stand before you
now bewildered and confused,
without a clue. At least that is
what the critics of our age would
have you believe. I, as well as my
other classmates are part of a group
which critics have termed
Generation X. Perhaps many of
you are familiar with this term.

Generation X 1s a lost
generation. We are a misplaced
variable in the unsolvable equation
that is our lives. The name
"Generation X" has been assigned
to our age group because there is no
one name that has been found to
effectively describe us. There is no
historical context to serve as a
definition of who we are. We saw
neither the "Roaring Twenties," or
the following "Great Depression."
We have not lived during a period
of major global warfare. We are
not "Baby Boomers." We are not
members of the "Hippy
Generation." And now with the fall
of the great symbol of
communism, the Berlin Wall, we
cannot even associate ourselves
with the Nuclear Age or the Cold
War.

Who are we then? What
common goal unites our
generation? What shared
characteristic identifies us to future
generations? There isn't one, and
because of this we are viewed as a
lost and confused generation who
are about to be thrown hopelesly to
the wolves of the world.

I am sorry, however, that I must
disagree with those critics who
would pity my generation.

Every decision that we
make--every time we change the
channel--we are moving one step
closer to completing the puzzle.

If we are careful in making these
decisions, the puzzle will fall
together to form a glorious picture
that reflects each of our lives. All
we have to do is live life to its full
extent, and in return we will be
rewarded with a full life.

Live for the joy of each
moment, live for the beauty of each
sunset, and live for the sound of
every heart-beat. Allow the
fullness of life to flood your body,
drowning out the pressures and
worries of the world, and come
good or evil, you will find that
your experience with life has been
wonderful, and you will have no
regrets.

Fourth, you must find
something you can make a living
at.

Fifth, you need to find
something that helps make a
contribution to society.
