Perry, who had gone with Alex
Fambro, accompanied by Buster

MUSSOLINI IS
TOLD OF MIGHT
OF DEMOCRACY

ROME, Jan. 13.—The united
front of Great Britain and France
is as ‘‘strong as the Rome-Berlin
axis” Prirne Minister Chamberlain
warned Premier Mussolini, a high
authority/ said today.

The warning from the chief
spokesman for the European de-
mocracies was given to Mussolini
and indirectly to Adolf Hitler of
Germany in connection with a
statement that Britain would
stand solidly behind France in
event of a war with Italy.

With the conversations between
Mussolini and Chamberlain appar-
ently a failure from the viewpoint
of progress toward any agree-
ments, a summary of results show-
ed stiffening of the democratic
front toward the European dicta-
torships, which may result in
abandonment of Chamberlain’s
appeasement program unless Italy
and Germany show a greater will-
ingness to cooperate.

Another important development
was a declaration by Mussolini,
according to reliable sources, that
Ttaly does not plan any hostilities
against France.

Relief Bill Since
1935 Has Totalled
Over Nine Billion

WASHINGTON Jan. 13,
President Rooseve]t reported to
congress that the federal govern-
ment expended $9,632,271,227 for
relief and ‘work- rehef between
April 8, 1935, and Dec. 81, 1938.

The report, required annually
by act of congress, was compiled
for the president gy the national
emergency council.

The appropriations, provided in
relief acts of 1935, 1936, 1937 and
1938, totaled $10 349 125.793,
leaving ‘an unexpended balance at
the end of 1938 of $716,854,565.

Of the “unexpended balance,
$565,238,065 was from funds ap-
propriated under the 1938 act,
which expires June 30, 1939.

President Roosevelt broke down
the expenditures as follows:

503,719,922.

Public buildings, $747,146,668.

Housing, $118,547,962.

In Texas Is Good:

Ranges Improved

AUSTIN, Jan. 13.—Good de-
mand for Texas livestock in Dec.,
1938 and improved ranges were
reported today by the United
States Department of Agriculture’s
bureau of economics.
