More Are Eligible

Patrick Hossley, in charge of 
the United States Army recruit­
ing station at Eastland, has an­
nounced the following enlist­
ments during the past month:

L. Eubank, Route 2, Eastland, all 
enlisted in the infantry and sent 
to Fort Sam Houston.

Grafton S. Peak, Ranger, and 
James W. Hinnard, 1125 W. Main 
St., Eastland, Army of the United 
States— one year enlistments—  
assigned to Fort Sam Houston.

Charlie Edwards Lofton, 106 
East Valley St., Eastland, assign­
ed to the cavalry at Port Clark, 
and Austin B. Smith, Route 2, 
Eastland, assigned to the engi­
neers, Fort Sam Houston.

Hossley also announced that he 
had received 12 openings for the 
army air corps at Kelly Field. 
Any man who is a high school 
graduate or a journeyman mech­
anic is qualified fo^ these open­
ings. This is for three-year enlist­
ments only.

Openings also have been an­
nounced at Fort Sam Houston for  ̂
boys who do not have a high 
school education, who may enlist 
in the infantry, quartermaster 
corps or field artillery.

Boys who are at least five feet 
tall, and over, and who weigh 
over 105 pounds may enlist in the 
army, Hossley sj:ated. Previously 
a man had to be at least five feet 
four inches tall and weigh at 
least 115 pounds.

are placed in offices to assist 
practicing attorneys with all 
necessary work in law cases ex­
cept actual court appearances.

Personal interviews with clients, 
experience in looking up law and 
preparing briefs, and training in 
terms and procedures peculiar to ' 
practice in Michigan are provided.

Formal classes for seniors are 
before noon, making the after­
noons free for interneship. The 
amount o f class work required 
will not be diminished.

An axis offensive struck at 
Greece today but a quick counter 
move by the Greek defenders and 
hy Great Britain brought reports 
of naval action and the British 
occupation of the Island of Crete, 
o ff the southern coast of Greece.

Although neither Russia nor 
Turkey seemed likely to aid 
Greece immediately, first reports 
from Jugoslavia said that the 
Greek lines held fast against the 
initial blows struck by the Italian 
forces. The Italians were said to 
have entered two small Greek 
towns, however, after suffering 
severe losses. The axis offensive 
began at dawn, with Italian air­
planes bombing airports and har­
bors in Greece, including those’ 
at Athens. Italian warships sought 
to seize Corfu and an estimated 
200,000 Italian troops began 
crossing the border from Albania 
in the direction o f Salonika.

A message from King George, 
in England, promised aid to the 
Greeks and British forces were 
reported to have gone into action. 
There were reports that Turkey 
might eventually get into the war 
to aid Greece, and Russia was re­
ported to have cautioned Germany 
and Italy against any expansion 
toward the Dardanelles.

Bulgaria, Jugoslavia and Ru­
mania attempted to adopt a policy 
o f strict neutrality, but at Bel­
grade there were fears o f a Ger- 
man-Italian demand for permis­
sion to send troops through Jugo­
slavia and it was believed such a 
demand would be resisted.

After an all-day meeting with 
Benito Mussolini at Florence, 
Adolf Hitler started northward 
today, apparently enroute hack to 
Berlin.

Than Male Students

MANHATTAN, Kas.— Although 

the college man pays the courtin’ 
bills, the college co-ed spends 
more money.

At least a recent survey taken 
by the business staff o f  the Kan­
sas State Collegian shows the 
average woman student here 
spends approximately $538.72, 
while her male counterpart aver­
ages $521.64.

It revealed the average Kansas 
State University student spends 
$530.18 during the school year 
and that the total buying power 
o f the 4,000,000 students is $2,- 
066,309.

The greatest part o f the $2,- 
066,309 is amount spent for food 
totaling $620,184.65 per year. 
Candy, ice cream and chewing 
gum purchases amounted to $27,- 
271.94, and $31,570.24 is spent 
for drinks.

Other expenditures, in order, 
include general supplies, men’s 
clothing. Women’s clothing and 
transportation.

Expenses for individual students 
were found to vary from $200 to 
to $1,500 for the school year.

British Admit Loss

The Scrap for Scrap
Japan is convinced that the United States is serious 

about cutting off sales of scrap iron. That is clear from the 
frantic efforts she is making to buy it up in every corner 
of the world.

Japanese interests are bidding desperately, for in­
stance, for 150,000 tons of scrap to be sold by the Mexican 
railway and oil administrations. Many Americans have 
managed to drum up considerable indignation that Mexico 
would presume to consider such a sale now that the Unit­
ed States has embargoed it.

Mexicans will get a laufeh out of that, because of more 
th,an 21,500,000 tons of scrap iron and steel exported from 
the United States since t933, more than half went to 
Japan. A country which has sent ten million tons of this 
essential war material to Japan can scarcely criticize a 
neighbor country which negotiates for the sale of a mere 
150,000 tons. It is even unlikely that so much will actually 
be sold.

As a matter of fact, the deal is nothing to w'OZ'ry about 
anyway. Mexico has no great amount of such supplies. The 
scrap now being sold by the Mexican railway and oil ad- 
rpinistrations has probably been accumulating for years.

'More important is the possibility that Mexico will sell 
increasing quantities of oil and aviation gasoline to the 
Japanese. At present it is selling around 200,000 barrels a 1 
month, and there are desperate efforts to increase this. The ' 
grant of an exploratory oil concession to Japanese interests ! 
on the Gulf Coast is interesting, but no such concession [ 
could readily be developed in time to bear on the Chinese 
war unless Japan thinks that war is going to last a long, \ 
long time.

Mercury and antimony are also, being sold in Mexico 
to German interests, which send them to Japan, there 
dividing the materials. It is a perfectly legal trade, and 
there is nothing the United States can do to prevent it ex­
cept buy the.materials itself.
’ ■ As long as the controversy over the expropriation of 
American oil properties in Mexico continues unadjusted, 
it seems likely that Mexico must continue to sell what it 
can where it can. This pressing problem seems certain to

^  slip-skin grapes which grow 
east of the Rockies are from 
American native vines. They grew 
wild along the coast when the 
colonists first came to the new 
world.

From California, on the other 
hand, come many delicious Euro­
pean type grapes with skins which 
cling to the pulp. These grapes 
were carried to California by the 
early missionaries.

In the markets, look for grapes 
that are plump, have firm fruit. 
Make certain they do not drop off 
at the slightest touch. Avoid wet 
and moldy grapes. Watch out for 
fruit inj#red by frost. It is soft 
and flabby.

The Pacific coast grapes are on 
the market most of the year. But 
the slip-skin Eastern variety has 
a short season. There is still time 
to make a batch of grape conserve 
for the winter menu. The follow­
ing recipe has been worked out 
by the Federal Bureau of Home 
Economics:

GRAPE CONSERVE
Use tilip-skin grapes such as 

Concord. Wasii and drain grapes 
and remove from stems. To 4 lbs. 
of- prepared grapes allow 2 lbs. 
sugar, 1 cup seedless raisins, 1 
orange, I cup nut meats, and 1 

C teaspoon salt.
Slip skins from grapes and keep 

them separate from the pulp. Peel 
orange and discard seeds. Chop
