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BRITAIN DRAW
HANY SEAMEN
FROM CANADA

TORONTO, Ont.—Hundreds of
Canadian seamen and officers
from the Atlantic to the Pacific
are answering the call of the
British merchant marine service.

Thousands of British sailors in
ports over the world were recalled
to- man positions in: the British
navy following the outbreak of
war. To fill' these gaps, Britain
looked to her Dominions. Canada
answered the call with 2,000 of its
most. able seamen, of whom' it is
estimated more than half this
number are from Toronto.

Britain needed oil and gasoline
to lubricate and operate the ma-
chinery of war and a fleet of
tankers was brought under British
charter to carry these vital car-
goe . Only a few hours after the
call went out for men; more than
200' Toronto sailors - volunteered

for the emergency and were soon !

on their way to Atlantic ports to
oin their vessels. 4

The men who answered this
call, in many instances, left lucra-
tive jobs on shore and aboard lake
steamers. They came from all
walks of life.

As nation after nation yielded
to the German onslaught;
dreds of ocean-going vessels—
ranging from 1,000 ton passenger
ships—escaped: to the safety of
British waters.

And as the demand increased
for morg, men, -England again
turned te®anada. This time more
than 500 Toronto men volunte'er-
ed lining ‘up in front of shipping
offices minutes after the call went
out. In a few hours; they were ¢
route eastward. Many were plgced
on board ships of other nations,
including vessels of Swedish, Pol-
ish, Belgian, French and Nether-
lands registry.

In some instances, many lake
officers who mever: had sailed out
of the St. Lawrence river weve
placed in. responsible positions
aboard ocean-going vessels. A for-
mer captain of a C.N.R. passenger
Boat is now commander of a Cana-
dian convoy = ship. An engineer
from a Toronto-owned ship holds
a similar post on a Belgian vessel.

Some of these . seamen have
made their final trips, victims ot
enemy raiders patrolling the seas
in search of cargo ships.

With the close of another lake

season only a few weeks away,
many seamen in Toronto are pre-
paring to move into the merghaut
marine service for the wu}ter.
Others already have obtained
berths and are awaiting orders to!
sail,
A returning: Toronto . seaman
summed it up this way: “If you
want to find out who is boss‘of the
séas, ask the man who sails the
ships in convoy.”

LITTLE ROCK, Ark.—Savings
and investment funds in steadily
increasing amounts continue  to

flow into .the 120 insured savings
and loan associations in Texas,
the Federal Home Loan Bank of
Little Rock reported today in its
monthly review of home finane-
ing conditions in the state. The
figures prepared by the Bank in-
clude those of the First Federal
Savings:and Loan Association in
Ranger whose shares are insured
by the Federal Savings and Loan
Insurance Corporation.

Since January 1st the Texas as-
sociations have received $18,275,-
000 in new savings funds, being
an increase of $2,634,000 over
the figures for the .same ten
months’ period of 1939. The num-
ber of savers with accounts in the
associations inereased in the past
ten months from 80,690 to 85,-
603. Officials of the Bank attrib-
uted the gains to the good busi-
ness conditions prevailing through
out Texas-and to the fact that
funds placed in the associations
are protected by insurance up to
$5,000 for each aecount by an

agency of the Federal Govern-
ment.
Loans made by the associa-

tions to Texas home owners dur-
ing October aggregated $1,983,-
406, of which $881,644 was used
by the borrowers for the con-
struetion of new homes. These
figures compare favorably with
those for other recent months, the
loans made since January 1st to-
taling $21,586,7117.

Collections on loans were re-
ported to be excellent and offi-
cials of the Bank expressed grati-
fication at the widespread service
the associations are rendering to
Texas home owners. They point-
ed out that the loans made by the
associations were for an average
amount of $1900 and are payable
in small monthly installments
over a long period of time, en-
abling: persons of modest means
to enjoy the benefits of home,
ownership.

Much additional home finanec-
ing is expected to be done during
the coming months and the asso-
ciations are reported to have am-
ple funds on hand for lending. In
addition to their own resources,
the facilities of the Federal Home
Loan Bank System are available
to them in case of need.

New Rescue Boats

TRENTON, Ont.— Highpower-
ed “crash boats”, to be used by
the Royal Air Force in rescuing
pilots shot down off the coast of
the motherland, soon will be roll-
ing off the production lines here.

Herbert  Ditchborn, widely-
known Canadian’' designer and
manager of the Aero Marine com-
pany revealed that the: first Tren-
ton-built -crash boat for the Brit-
ish government will be completed
on:dan. 15

“Ome ecraft will follow every
two weeks until the initial order
of six crash boats has been com-
pieted,” Ditchburn said. -

“Not long after that, our fac-
tory will reach maximum produe-
tion until, finally, a crash boat a
week will ‘be delivered to the Brit-
ish government.”

DIPLOMACY OF
AXIS POWERS
HITS A SNAG

The diplomatic activities of the
axis powers’ offensive to put the
“new order” in effect in all of
Europe, hit a snag today, while
the Greek soldiers continued to

push the Italians toward the
Albanian coast.
The Greeks reported the cap-

ture of Pogradec, 25 miles north
of Koritza, which fell last week
when ' the Iftalians abandoned
their largest Albanian supply base
in the fact of an intensive Greek
drive.

The Italians reported, however,
trat the withdrawal of their
troops, which the Greeks termed
almost a rout,  as part of the
schediled withdrawal to estab-
lish more adequate bases from
which to push their invasion of
Greece.

Meanwhile both Russia and
Bulgaria, whose foreign policies
are mysterious, indicated they are
not ready to enter the Nazi orbit.

The German press continued' to
criticize the ‘Greeks, but the Bul-
garians had a less belligerent tone
than usual.

The British Air Ministry an-
nounced that the Royal Air Force
has smashed what was believed to
‘be an attempt. to invade Ireland
and seize bases there, when they
bombed an invasion base where
preparations for the invasion were
being made. RAF planes smashed
at the important shipping center
of Hamburg where it was said

Health Officer of
State Warns of
Pneumonia Now

AUSTIN, Tex.—From now  on
until ‘after March, Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Officer, states
that every one must be on guard
against pneumonia. Last year 3,
551 Texans died of this disease,
and it is believed that many of
these deaths could have been pre-
vented had the patient called a
physician early.

The onset of lobar
is usually sudden and is charac-
terized by chills, fever, severe
pains in chest, and coughing up
of rust-colored sputum.

A person who has suffered an
attack of pneumonia does mnot
need to be told how swiftly it at-
tacks. One can be feeling simply
chilly and languid. During the
next day or two these disagree-
able sensations continue, and ' the
average person pays little atten-
tion to them. If one has been
coughing for several days, he at-
tributes everything to the cold.
Then comes a chill, and with it
comes pain—not a stitch, but a
stab, continued rhythmie k stab-
bing with every catching breath.

New treatments for pneumonia
have been perfected, but to give
any of these methods ‘a fair
chance of accomplishing a cure, a
diagriosis must be made early,
preferably before the first chill
or at least soon after its appear-
ance.

Pneumonia is spread by con:
tact, but this type of germ does
not live long outside the human
body. There are thirty types of
this. germ. Many persons do 'not
realize that pneumonia is a catch-
ing disease. Relatives and friends
will visit freely the person who is
convalescing from pneumonia, al-
though they would not think of
sitting in the sickroom of a small-
pox patient. Both are communica-
ble and dangerous diseases. Hav-
ing a physician early when any of
the symptoms appear is the best
method of stopping this needless
loss of life.
