She
still is ‘béhind with the work ana
is supplying five families with
fruit “on the side.”

One free alone produced eight
bushels of peaches.

“I get more satisfied every
time I look out the window,” Ev-
ans commented. “If I don’t have
another crop in 10 years, I'll still
have had my money’s worth.”

“Consult your doctor and your

' dentist to correct any remediable

defects before you are
called for examination by your
local boards, “General J. Watt
Page, State Selective Serviee Di-
rector, ‘urged all Texas regis-
trants today.

Calling to attention that statis-
tics .compiled by National Selec-
tive Service Headquarters show 2
high rate of rejections of regis-
trations for remediable physical
disabilities, General Page sug-
gested  that vregistrants awaiting
call for military training should
endeavor to fit themselves for ac-
ceptance not only as a patriotic
duty in a period of national em-
ergeney, but also in the interest of
public health as well as for their
own personal well being.

“Many of the men rejected by
local boards,” the Director said,
‘‘are turned down because of de-
fects which  clearly are remedi-
able.

AUSTIN.— Texas employment
and pay rolls in August continued
their steady upward trend, re-
ports from the University of Tex-
as ‘Bureau of Business: Research
indicate.

For the entire state, both manu-
facturing and non-manufacturing
industrial employment was up 1.5
per cent from July this year. Pay
rolls showed a 4.2 per cent gain

for the same -period. Contrasted |

with: August a year ago, the gains
were more marked: 15:4 per cent
for émployment, 28.4 per cent,
wages.

In all manufacturing industries,
158,630 workers earned approxi-
mately '$3,375,8329 weekly in
August, both figures up from July.
In non-manufacturing industries,
retail trade was biggest employ-
er, with 188,375 employees, fol-
lowed by the ‘wholesale trade,
63,168, and crude petroleum, 31,-
444 All three brackets showed
gains.

Wage increases over August a
year ago were registered in every
Texas city—from Galveston’s 2.8
per cent to Beaumont’s and Sher-
man’s 85 per cent. In numbers of
workers. employed, only Waeo,
lagging 1.6 per cent behind last
year, showed any reduction.
