Eastland Man Gets
His Naturalization

Papers At Abilene

David K. Klassen of Eastland,
who was born in Russia and im-
migrated to the United States in
1921, was among 13 who were
‘naturalized in federal court at
Abilene before Federal Judge T.
Whitfield Davidson.

They, were told by Judge David-
son that the oath, among other
things, obligates them to uphold
and’ defend the
United States. “The deed you hold
to your property is your right or
title to that property; corres-
gpondingly, the constitution is
your deed or title to many person-
al rights,” he declared.

“Among the latter are life, lib-
jerty and pursuit of happiness.
"The constitution forbids taking of
life, liberty or property without
due process of law.

“What is the difference between
the absolute government of Ger-
many and that of this nation? It
is in origin of that absolute pow-
er. In  Germany, the fuehrer may
proclaim law; in the United States,
the president must ask congress
to enact the laws.

“Most striking difference, how-
ever, lies in the judiciary, which
in this nation guards your rights
by prohibiting their loss except
by due process of law.

“He that will not defend those
rights is not worthy of having
them,” he concluded.

10, 000 Delegates
Expected To Be At
Safety Conference

CHICAGO—Cops and corpora-
tion executives, firemen and fore-
men, laborers and legislators; en-
gineers and  educators will be

come to Chicago from all parts of
the country next week  (October
6-10) for the 30th National Safe-
ty .convention in the world.

The National Safety Council,
which sponsors the Congress, an-
nounced today that advance re-
servations are the heaviest in the
long history of the event, and
that part of the program is to be
moved: to the Congress Hotel be-
cause the Stevens Hotel, world’s
largest, is unable to accomodate
it.

The intense interest in the na-
tional. defense aspects of this
year’s Congress is reflected, the
Council said, in advance reserva-
tions for the annual banquet
October 8, when Secretary of the
Navy Frank Knox will speak. His
address will be carried throughout
the nation on a coast-to-coast net-
work of the National Broadcast-
ing Company at 10 p. m. East-
ern Standard Time.

Nearly 2,000 banquet reserva-
tions have been received, jamming
the grand ballroom of the Stevens
and overflowing into the foyer
and nearby dining rooms.

The Congress theme of (‘Help
Defense—Stop Accidents”  will
run through the entire program of
162 sessions. Most of the 552 pro-
gram participants will emphasize
the emergency safety problems
growing out of national defense
and the quickened tempo of ac-
tivity in every walk of life.

The Congress assumes added
significance this year as the open-
ing gun in the Emergency Safecy
Campaign requested by President
Roosevelt. An impressive cere-
mony at the first Congress ses-
sion will launch officially this
nationwide effort to halt a steady
increase in accidents that is ham-
pering the national defense pro-
gram.

In addition to Seecretary Knox,
other headline speakers at the
Congress will be B. C. Heacock,
chairman of the board of Cater-
pillar Tractor Company and as-
sistant to the Undersecretary of
War; U. S. Senator Alexander
Wiley from Wisconsin, a member
of the Senate Naval Affairs Com-
mittee; T. M. Girdler, chdirman of
the board of Republic Steel Cor-
poration; Rear Admiral R. R.
Waesche, Commandant of the U.
S. Coast Guard, and Leland Olds,
chairman of the Federal Power
Commission.

The phases of safety c¢overed
by the Congress program include
industrial, traffic, home, farm,
school, aeronautical, marihe and
railroad. Special attention will he
paid this year for the first time
to such problems as prevention of
sabotage, handling of explosive
and incendiary bombs, replace-
ment and training of new work-
ers as the result of the draft, and
traffic control in blackouts.

The Institute of Traffic Engi-
neers again will hold its annual
convention in conjunction with
the Congress.

Contract Is Let
For Buildings

At Ca.mp Wolters

CAMP WOLTERS MINERAL
WEL? S, Texas—The War Depart-
ment awarded the Ramey Bros.,
Inc., of Amarillo the contract for
the construction of® five buildings
for 156tk. station hospital
Tuesdzy at Caimp Wolters, largest
ef the nation’s four infantry re-

The Amarillo firm entered a
bid of $37,639 which was the low-
est of the eleven construction
companies which participated.

Hitler’s all ouf offensive broke
through the Eastern Front in a
great Dbattle of eéncirclement
against the crack Réd Armies de-
fending  Moscow today . and
brought new Russian proposals
that Great Britain strike de-
cisively at the Axis in Western
Europe.

The Germans claimed destruc-
tion of the bulk of the Russian
Central Front armies was assured,
while Moscow admitted that some
panzer forces had broken through
but said they were meeting sav-
age resistance which forced Hitler
to throw in reserves because of
huge losses.

The seriousness of the German
threat was emphasized by renewal
of. suggestions in ~ Moscow for
31‘1tain to undertake military ac-
tion against the Axis in Western
Europe, which was reported weak-
ened by mustering of 3,000,000
troops and “virtually the ‘entire
luftwaffe” on the Eastern front.

Both Moscow and Berlin re-
ported the most intense hand-to-
hand and tank and artillery fight-
ing in the Vyazma sector, only 130
miles from the Russian capital
and around Bryansk, 210 miles to
the southwest.

The Red Army claimed 1mpor-
tant gains on thé Leningrad front
and the Germans said the push in-
to the Donets War industrial basin
continued after destruction of the
Russian defenders.

On the basis of reports from
the capitals it appeared that the
Vyazma battle might go far to-
ward deciding the suecess or

Red Army and. to reach Moscow
before ~ winter. The Nam hxgh
command said that “several”
Russian armies were encircled duc
west of Moscow on the Smolensk
railroad. This indicated gains of
70 or. 75 miles in six days of the
new offensive, if the German
claims were correct.

If the Berlin reports are con-
firmed the position of the Red

the abandonment of Moscow seems
almost certain. It is obvious, how-
ever, that the Russians are still
fighting furiously as an organized
army and the encirclement is still
comparatively weak, or is not yet
complete.

The first month of Eastland
County School session 1941-1942
closed on the week of October 3.
All teachers are required under
House Bill No. 38 to take the oath
of office required of all other ofs
ficials.

School boards have regular
meeting date at the end of each
school month to approve all bills
legally drawn against school funds.
All teachers’ salaries and all cur-
rent bills are paid monthly with-
out discount.

Unusual interest ig manifested
in organization and instruction in
schools. The 12th grade system is
being introduced without friction
and with interest since new text
books are adopted and a more def-
inite and reasonable year’s work
is outlined.

Most of those schools that did
not have hot lunch programs have
introduced them for the schools.

In addition to the advantages of ‘a
balanced diet for the child at the
noon lunch, this program has great
educational value.

- Who will not control himself must be controlled. If
eveljybody could, or would, control himself in his relations
with other people, there would not need to be a single
policeman “in the world.

Policemen, the world has regretfully found, are neces-
sary. Why? Because there are a certain number of people
who cannot, or will not, exercise s uch control over them-
selves and their acts as make others reasdnably safe.

Why is a free country free? Because, by and large, its
people have managed to exert enough self-control, self-

discipline so that their affairs are run without continual

control from outside, or above.

The American people now have a magnificent oppor-
tunity to show themselves:worthy of freedom from strict
control. The country admittedly faces certain dangers, and
not the least of them is the danger of runaway prices and
inflation. (

There is talk of government price-fixing, government
setting of wages, government limitations on profits. Why?
Because if there are no limitations on those things, infla-
tion is inevitable, a common disaster dragging all down
with it. The state is bound to protect against such disasters
in one way or another.

Nobody wants complete state control. Farmers don’t

~want state-set prices. Workers don’t want state-set wages,

to say nothing of state-set hours and job locations. Manu-
fatturers don’t want state-set limits on profits, any further

controls. How to avoid them?

* & *

Self-control seems to be the only way. The farmers
must not object to release of agricultural surpluses, even
though that keeps prices down, and they must resist that
hankering for $2 wheat. The workers must not strike for
arbitrary reasons, reasons connected only with politics and
union administration; only as a last resort to protect their
position in relation to a cost of living that has already
risen. The manufacturers must not seek extraordinary prof-
its, or try to corner defense business at the expense of the
small producer. The ordinary consumer must not rush to
buy goods produced in competition with armament; he
