Prices Must Be
Stabilized Is
McDonald Opinion

AUSTIN.—“Congress must im-
mediately stabilize commodity
prices and industrial labor wages |
at fair levels if we are to acceler- |
ate defense production and pre-
vent inflation,” declared Commis-
sioner of Agriculture J. E. Mec-
Donald today as he made plans to
leave tonight for Washington by
plane to attend an agricultural
conference of governors and com-!

l

missioners of agriculture.

Senator Elmer Thomas, (D-;
Okla.) ' Chairman of the Senate
Agricultural Committee on Panty
Prices, called . the meeting fow
October 9 and 10, at which time |
the committee will make plans for
definite action in an effort to
stabilize farm prices.

MecDonald said “I heartily ap-
prove of President Roosevelt’s re-
cent veto of the ‘Freezing Bill’
which sought to arbitrarily re-
move from the market government |
stocks of wheat and cotton for the
duration of the war.” Fixing mini-
mum prices is more practical, the
Commissioner said.

Stabilization of wheat and cot-
ton markets can be best effecfed
if Congress will prohibit the sale
of government stocks of wheat
and cotton for less than $1.60 per
bushel U. .S. No. 1 wheat, f.o.b.
mill centers or ports, and 22¢ for
government owned cotton T7-8
middling f.o.b. ports, thinks Mec-
Donald. This price, he says, would
insure $1.50 wheat and 2lc cot-|
ton, interior markets, which is a
fair price in wartime and peace-
time, and at this price the wheat
and cotton farmer would receive
around $1.70 per 8 hour day for|
his labor in growing wheat and
cotton.

“Fortunately the government is
in a position to stabilize prices!
because -of the huge stocks of agri-|
cultural commodities under gov-|
ernment ownership, and it will be |
very unfortunate if Congress does:’
not use this stock immediately for
this purpose.”

Good Views

Season of Dengue
Fevr Here Now
A Doctor States

AUSTIN, TC}\HS—-T}HS is ‘the
season for Dengue fever, accord-
ing to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer. Several cases of
this disease have been reported tv
date and no doubt will continue
to increase until the first frost.

Dengue is characterized by sud-
den onset, headache, and pain in
the back and limbs, especially the
joints. The fever is of short dura-
tion, but recovery is slow. While
causing great discomfort, the
disease is seldom fatal. However,
the loss of time involved is a
great economic factor. One attack

for a few years.

Dengue fever is caused by the

bite of the same mosquito that
transmits yellow fever. Those who
have not studied the mosquito are
unable to distinguish the different
species. Even though certain mos-
quitoes may be incapable of caus-
ing diseases such as Dengue or
malaria, they are very much a
nuisance.
To prevent Dengue fever and
other diseases transmitted by mos-
quitoes, all places where they
propagate should be eliminated.
All standing water should be
draned or oiled, rain barrels
screened, and cans or anything
that will hold water should be
destroyed. Houses should be
screened with sixteen mesh screen.
Community-wide mosquito cam-
paigns will greatly aid in reduc-
ing Dengue fever and add much
to the comfort of the citizens.

Aviator Makes a
Long Plane Trip;
Tells of Maneuvers

MISSION, Texas—ILt. Thomas
R. Vaucher went from Westover
Field, 'Mass., to Savannah, Ga.,
and return without putting foot
to the ground.

He left at dinner time and was
back in Massachusetts for break-
fast the next morning. The feat,
he adviséd his parents in a letter,
was made possible by an American
“flying fortress.”

The round-trip consumed 2,000
miles and 11 1-2 hours, When the
giant bomber finally came to rest,
it was 30 minutes ahead of sched-
ule.

“We were to stay up 12 hours;”
Vaucher wrote, “but the field was
.getting foggy, so we cut it short.”

The letter was something of a
surprise to the officer’s parents,
Mr. and Mrs. R. Vaucher of Mis-
sion, who thought he had been
sent to Louisiana for army ma-
neuvers.

Vaucher didn’t go—only one
plane from his squadron ‘did. But
he had a second-hand eyewitness
account of the exercises.

“Those who went down there
(to Louisiana) said the war was
really on in earnest,” he wrot2.
“They said it looked like real war
from the air and that with half a
million men, it seemed the whole
U. S. had turned out.

“Just think what it must be
like when they get several mil-
lions together over in Russia.”

Vaucher said the soldiers were
described to him as “sun-tanned,
whiskered and plenty tough—and
the morale was high.”

MESSAGE IS
DELIVERED 10
THE CONGRESS

Says Llftmg of Other Bans
May Be Necessary Soon
To Get Goods To Allles. :

WASHINGTON, Oct 9.—Presi-
dent Roosevelt,‘'in a special mes-
sage to congress this afternoon,
urgently asked that the congress
authorize immediate arming of
American merchant vessels, de-
claring “we will not let Hitler
prescribe the waters of the
world upon which our ships may
travel.”

The president also declared that
ultimately it will be necessary to
“deliver American made - goods
under the American flag’” to bel-
ligerent ports.

He recommended, therefore,
that congress later consider re-
pealing of Section 2 of the United
States Neutrality law, and thus
remove prohibitions which now
prevent American vessels from go-
ing inte belligerent areas.

“Tt is time for our country to
stop playing into Hitler’s hands
and to unshackle our own,” the
president declared in the message
today.

“Arming of our ships is a mat-
ter of immediate nece551ty and is
of extreme emergency.’

The message to congress, asking
that restrictions of the neutrality
law be repealed, was decided upon
at a conference betyveen President
Roosevelt and administration lead-
ers in congress earlier this week.

Casual Labor Is

Defined By Social
Security Officials

ABILENE, Tex.—Because many
people do not wunderstand the
meaning of the . words ‘“casual

labor” as used in the old-age and
survivors insurance provisions of
the Social Security Act, Mr. W.
0. King, manager of the Social
Security Board’s field office in
Abilene, today issued the follow-
ing statement:

“The Social Security Act pro-
vides that ‘casual labor not in the
course of the employer’s trade or
business’ shall not count toward
old-age insurance benefits. How-
ever, any work which advances or
promotes the business of the em-
ployer is not counted as ‘casual
labor,” no matter how small the
job is or how little time it takes.
For example, work performed by
a carpenter who is employed by
a store owner to build an addition
to vhe store, to put in shelves orl
to do some other job in connection
with the store is not ‘casual labor’
because this work does advance or
promote the store owner’s busi-
ness. Work for a corporation is |
never ‘casual labor’ even though
it is occasional, incidental,-or ir-
regular, because a -corporation
has no authority to employ any-
body for work which does not ad-
