MOSCOW, Oct.' 11—Red " Star,
official army newspaper, ulged‘
immediate co-ordination ‘and acti-
vization of British and Russian
forces for a mass blow against
Germany today' as special ‘dis-
patches ' ‘admitted that: the 'Red
army was in algrave situation on
three great battle fronts'in face of
fero:ious German drives. - °

The Berlin radio, ‘commenting
on Russian appeals for ‘a”last
ditch defense of Moscow,” blared
out that - defense of the Russian
capital  ‘would ~ not - prevent: the
city’s .«doom but only ‘make the
fate of its inhabitants the worse.

The high command, in its com-
munique issued from Adolf Hit-
ler’s headquarters, said the body
of the ‘Russian = 18th army: com-
mander had ‘been found on the
battlefield in the® sea of Azov
zone. 3

It -said desperate Russian at-
tempts to break out of encircle-
ment had been repulsed and tha:
the number of Russian prisoners
and quantity of war material he-
ing taken, was increasing con-
stantly.

Feor High Rates; Your]
Fellow Man Is Cause

pay an exhorbitant price for hotel
accomodations, don’t 'blame the
management; put the mon]\ey on
yvour fellow guests. ! ;

1%7‘3 Haynes, assistant hotd‘
méa, g/ Sasays rates could be low-
erddy >0 per cent if there were
no petty pilfering, “hot” checks,
and ‘“‘skippers.”

The last-named term is applied
to guests” who attempt to leave
without checking out at the desk.

Despite the woes of the hotel
businéss_, Haynes says, there are
compensating factors. Hotel mén
get a close look "at the ‘“pathos
and excitement’” of life and an im-
proving technique in dealing with
dishonesty.

-Souvenir-hunters and guests
who take articles by accident ‘are
a principal problem. Approximate-
ly 20 per cent of a hotel’s inven-
tory is lost in this way every ‘year. |

Blankets, towels, bath® mats,
bedspreads and sheets ““are ‘the
most popular souvenirs. Silver and
china get away from coffeée shops
in large quantities.

- “Skippers” sometimes
quite clever. :

““Their object is to get out of |
the building' without '~ detection,” |
Haynes ‘explained. “Some of them
use the fire escapes. Others leave |
empty baggage, or bags stuffed !
with paper and old books, in their
yooms.”

Baggage is the hotel’s insurance
against failure to pay bills. For
this reason, Haynes said, hotels
require payment in advance from
guests without bags “or “with no
more than a light suilcase.

If a “skipper” is detected in
time, he may be locked out of his
room and his personal effects held [
until his debts are cleared. There
is no other recourse, for his inten-
tions cannot be proved. If not re-
deemed within six months, the |
baggage may be sold * at pub]n
auction.

The “phony baggage” trick is
widely used.’ Another . “skipper”
practice is to remove clothes from
the hotel by sending them to a
cleaner or a laundry. Hotel maids
are instructed to notify the desl\l
in such circumstances.

There is a brighter side to the
picture, Haynes said. Some guests
prove excruciatingly honest.

Very often a man will return
property taken by mistake, or send
money for an article appropriated
by his wife as a souvenir.

Furthermore, not all the miss-
ing articles belong to the hotel.
I 10y eds of valuables are left in
Yoaile by departing guests. These
items are placed in a ‘‘lost and
found” department, where  they
may be reclaimed. If not called
for after six months, they, also,
may be sold at auction.

“Human psychology -is easily
‘studied from a hotel desk,” said
Haynes. ‘“All types of individuals
check in and out during the year,
and the wideawake clerk comes in
contact with the pathos and ex-
citement of human life.”

DUNCAN FIELD, San Antonio,
Oct. 11.—A huge Flying Fortress
bomber taking off on a flight to
Panama today crashed into an In-

ded 1,500 feet across the field and
burst  into flames.

Rescuers dashed to the bomb-
er as it began buring only five
feet from the hospital and tore
open hatches to get to the crew.

The German station,
navy authorities said, was manned
by German ‘'Gestapo agents and
two Norweigans, ostensibly send-
ing advance weather reports to
Germany.

While on regular patrol duty
in Greenland waters last Septem-
ber U. S. naval vessels encounter-
ed and inspected a small Nor-
weigan steamer of about 60 tons.
Examination of the vessel’s per-
sonel revealed that on board was
a company of about 20 men under
auspices of Nazi authorities - in
Norway to’ establish a radio sta-!
tion for sending weather reports
and other military information. A
search of the Greenland coast

‘mentioned

brought to light the radio station
above. The men in
charge of the station had embark-
ed from the vessel previously en-
countered.

The radio station’s personnel is
being brought to U. S. ports for
examination.

“The German armies in Russia
are doomed,” Ivan said. “German
people make an end to this blood-
shed.”

The German radio tried to
drown him out, but he broke in
repeatedly, loud and clear:

Hitler, you are lost! Hitler,
erything is lost!”

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'Legislators Often Get Better Paid
State Jobs After Office Tenure

AUSTIN.—Young Texas legis-
lators, wondering ‘“where do we
go from here?” should be pleased
to learn that many of their pre-
decessors are doing well in high-
er, better-paid government posi-
tions.

Through the high-beamed halls
of the Texas Senate and House
of Representatives, approximately
5,375 legislators marched during
Texas’ 95 years of statehood.
They were frontiersmen and pio-
neers with mutton-chop whiskers
and eager-eyed young lawyers
seeking to make a mark in the
world.

The average legisiator serves two

<terms, which amounts to four
years in the House or eight years
in the Senate. Most get no farth-
er in public life than the legis-

¢ lature, but dozens of others ad-
vanced to help make history in the
life of the state and nation.

The most illustrious graduate
of the Texas legislature is John
Nance Garner, squire of Uvalde,
who went to Congress and served
as speaker and vice-president be-
fore his retirement. Nine Texans

and eight represetatives, got their
early training in the legislature.

Sam Rayburn of Bonham, the
speaker of the present Congress,
once presided over .the Texas
House of Representatives. - Other
former Texas legislators in Con-
gress are Nat Patton of Crockett,
Wright Patman of Texarkana,
Lindley Beckworth of Gilmer, Bob
Poage of Waco, Milton H. West
of Brownsville, Eugene Worley of
Shamrock and R. E. Thomason of
El Paso. Thomason is another ex-
speaker of the Texas house.

Several governors laid the foun-
dation for their election while
serving in the legislature. One is
Coke Stevenson, the present chief
executive, the only man to serve
as speaker, lieutenant-governor
and governor, consecutively.

Eloquent Pat M. Neff rose from
the legislature to the governorship
and now serves as president of
Baylor University.
