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ON FLEEING 
NALI TROOPS

M OSCOW , Dec. 17.— ^The Soviet 
Reel Army forces are driving the 
'.•emnants of the broken German 
army towards the headquarters of 
the Volga River in the Valdai 
Hills, recapturing the important 
communications city of Kalnin, 
100 miles northwest of Moscow, 
it was asserted in Russian com­
muniques today.

After driving into Kalinin, the 
key point on the Moscow -  Lenin­
grad Railroad, under orders not 
only to defeat, but to exterminate 
all Germans in their path, the Red 
Army moved toward Vysokoye, 40 
miles on toward the Volga River, 
and claiming that the Germans 
were suffering severe casualties 
and large quantities of war 
materials being left behind by the 
fleeing Germans.

The Russians claimed that stag­
gering amounts of war booty were 
being accumulated all al6ng the 
front, where it had been left by j 
the Germans in their mad flight, 
and that this was being checked 
and tabulated before being used 
against the enemy.

The war booty was said to have 
included thousands of tanks, nu­
merous large calibre gups, armor­
ed cars, hundreds of thousands ' 
of rifles, including automatic ' 
rifles and millions of rounds of ; 
ammunition. The amount of booty 
is increasing rapidly, the Russians ■ 
claim. I

The Allies battled the Japanese 
Expeditionary Forces invading 
Borneo and striking down the 
Mialayan Peninsula toward Singa­
pore today and American sub­
marine units scored victories 
against the enemy in the Philip­
pines area.

A t Manila it was disclosed of­
ficially that two United States 
submarines made successful at­
tacks on the Japanese and that 
American airplanes destroyed- 26 
enemy craft in the Vigan sector, 
on the west coast of Luzon 
Island.

The newest threat to Singapore 
was the flanking invasion o f the 
British on the north coast o f the 
Island of Borneo, where the Japs' 
landed at three points, only to 
find that the British version of 
the “scorched earth” policy had 
destroyed oil wells along the 
coast, where they were prepared 
to meet the Japanese invasion.

The drive into Borneo, the pro­
gress of which was not definitely 
indicated the first real Japanese 
attack on the East Indies islands 
which are strongly defended by 
the British and Dutch, because 
they provide stepping stones for  
air bases close to Singapore and 
are in Sumatra’s waters, which 
might render the British naval 
base useless.

The second threat to Singapore 
is possibly more serious. From 
Thailand the Japanese were driv­
ing southward on the W est Coast 
of Malaya to the region just op­
posite the much bombed British 
naval station on Penang Island.

Tokyo dispatches broadcast 
from Berlin quoted Premier Tojo 
as saying that a decisive victory 
had been won in Malaya and ex­
cept for the “ storming of Singa­
pore”  the battle was over.

We Have Our Jobs— L̂et s Do Them
It is difficult to take eyes and ears for a single mo­

ment from the far Pacific where American men and wo­
men are carrying on the fight that has become the fight 
of every one of us. Every scrap of news, actual and authen­
tic news, will be and should be followed with breathless
interest.

Yet to every man and woman a task is given in this 
war. Ultimate success depends not only on what the men in 
the service do, but on what we do at home. The task, the 
job at home, is without the thrill that goes with military 
service, without its glamor born of intimacy with danger. 
Even the home jobs may yet taste that acq.uaintance with 
weath, as they have in Britain and in many other countries 
where, once the war came home, civilian life proved as 
dangerous as military.

At the moment it is, not so here, and the chief reason 
why Americans are dying in Hawaii and Manila and at
sea, is to -keep that danger at arm’s length.

*  ♦ ♦

The first duty of eveiy man, woman, and child, is to 
do his or her job better than ever before, right up to the 
limit of ability. Not only the direct defense jobs in factory 
or shipyard, but every job, for in a total effort eyery job 
is important; the greatest and the least are alike part of 
the mosaic of successful effort.

That is first, but there are other duties on the home 
front without which te outer fronts cannot succeed. The 
time is past when to buy Defense Bonds and Stamps were 
merely laudable. It is now a duty. Every American with 
income above the level of decent living owes it to his 
country to lend that money to the prosecution of the war 
by regularly buying Savings Bonds or Stamps each week. 
The greater percentage of war finance needs are met by 
direct loans and taxes, the better chance theTe will be to 
avoid financial collapse after the war.

A mere quarter of a billion dollars in these bonds and 
stamps was bought in November.

Every American man, woman and child 
should be a member of the Red Cross, and if possible 
should contribute something to its work. Great relief bur­
dens may fall on it at any moment, due to moving of civil­
ian populations. However iterrible the attadks on Hawaii 
and the Philippines may have been, they were less so be­
cause the Red Cross was on hand and ready to mitigate 
the suffering.

It is easy, and fun to boot, simply to sit back and do 
a lot of amateur master-minding on the larger strategic 
phases of the war.

It is hard, and distinctly less stimulating, to buckle in 
and do the job at hand.

$45,000 was pledged on behalf of 
the B ’nai B ’rith units throughout 
the country.

Typical messages from the hun­
dreds of Red Cross chapters were 
as follows:

“Dickens County Chapter, Spur, 
Texas, will raise quota. W e are 
100 per cent behind you and our 
President. W e pray God’s blessings

upon you in this, our nation’s 
crisis.” '

Chaves County, New Mexico  ̂
Chapter wired: “ W e the citizens 
of Casewell County are grateful 
for this opportunity to serve our 
armed forces and our country. 
We accept with deep feeling of 
responsibility our share in the 
Red Cross drive. W e are not a 
large community but in this hour 
o f danger we are backing our 
Government to a man. Fully aware 
of the service of the Red Cross 
in this present emergency we ex­
pect to fill our quota in the short, 
est possible time.”

One New York state chapter 
wired that a man who had been 
in the export scrap iron business 
personally delivered a sizable 
check to the chapter, remarking, 
“And now I feel better.” i

Paralysis Group
N E W  YORK.— Governor Coke 

R. Stevenson of Texas has accept- i 
od membership in the Nationàl I 
Governors’ Committee for the 
1942 “ Fight Infantile Paralysis 
Campaign.”

Responding to the invitation of 
Keith Morgan, National Chairman 
of the Committee for the Celebra­
tion of the President’s Birthday 
for the National Foundation for 
Infantile Paralysis, Governor Ste- 
venspn stated:

“ Texas citizens have always 
been in the front line in the war- 
against Infantile Paralysis and 
you may be sure that the 1942^ 
campaign will be no exception. I 
am indeed most happy to serve 
on the committee.”

The 1942 campaign will be 
launched officially on January 
12, 1942, and will work toward 
a gi’and climax on January 30, the 
Diamond Jubilee of President 
Roosevelt’s sixtieth birthday. In

Texas, the drive will be led by W . 
L. Clayton, Houston business man, 
who has accepted the State Chair­
manship.

In welcoming Governor Steven­
son to the National Governors’ 
Committee Mr. Morgan declared:

It is most gratifying to know 
that in our 1942 drive for funds | 
for Infantile Paralysis victims, we I 
will have the active cooperation 
and suppoi't of Governor Steven­
son. W e know that it will mean a 
great deal to this cause.”

The mayors of many Texas 
communities have also notified 
Mr. Morgan of their wholehearted 
support of the campaign.

Among the acceptances to seiwe 
on the Mayors’ Committee arriv­
ing daily at Nat'onal Headquar­
ters, 50 East 42nd Street, New 
York City, are those from munici­
pal executives in all parts of the 
state.

These include Mayors Woodall 
Rodgers, Dallas; I. N. McCi’ary, 
Fort Worth; L. C. Heare, Port

Artliur; C. A . Pickett, Houston; 
and A. € . McCaughan, Corpus 
Christ!; Brantly Harris, Galves­
ton ; J. S. Bradford, Del Rio, and 
J. E. Anderson, El Paso.

fulness the victims of this terri­
ble sickness.
