~ State to make suitable provisions
for the support and maintenance of
an efficient system of public free
schools.”

4 follows, ‘therefore, that thele

s is nothing in Texas, either as a
Republic or as a State, older than
the school system,

The need for the public school
never changes, but times and
conditions:may change or require
to | be changed 'methods and
practices of public education.
This is inherent with anything °
that grows, for growth is the re-
sult of change. Thus our schools
are in a constant state of change.

It is a healthy thing in our
democratic way of life to have
intelligent understanding of the
important funstions of our basic
institutions. This is especially
true of the schools because they
to\lch directly the lives of all of
us.’

The initiative and resource-
fulness and the wisdom and lead-
ership | that our schools are in-
culcating in' the youth of today
are the answer to the problems
of citizenship in the years ahead.

Yes, “bring. me men to match
my- mountains!” That is the need
of our times and must come from
the public schools—schools that
are strong in virtues required for
building strong men and women
in both physique and character.

We can be assured of this and do
our part in understanding and
helping the public schools to fulfill
their great obligation to our times
by being a participant in the an-
nual Public ‘Schools Week.

inventor Alexander Graham Bell
and poetess Elizabeth Barrett
Browning.

‘The aquamarine, a gem related
to the emerald, has the depth and
tone of sea water and, as does the
sea, varies in the intensity of its
color, from delicate pale blue to
cool green. Research conducted by
the Jewelry Industry Council dis-
closes that ‘the ancients wore this
stone, engraved with the head of
the Sea God, for protection against
the perils of the sea.

Aquamarines are famous for
versatility and subtlety of color,
making them particularly becom-
ing to women, whether blonde or
brunette. In rings, clips, and other

jewelry for women, they are often

set with diamonds. Aquamar\ies
are mined in Brazil, Madagascar
and the United States.

The bloodstone, a dark ' green
chalcedony spotted with red inclu-
sions of jasper, is found in Siberia
and India. A companion piece to
the aquamarine as March’s birth-
stone, the bloodstone is especially
popular in men’s rings and cuff
lings, frequently carved with a
crest or monogram.

Paul Brashear has succeeded in
getting a bill passed through: the
House of Representatives which
will add Callahan County to the
91st District. Court in Eastland.

Brashear was successful despite
open opposition of Rep. Truett
Latimer of Abilene, who told the
House that a majority of Abilene
lawyers opposed the reorganiza-
tion. Callahan County is now a
part of the 42nd District Court in
A bilene. Shackelford County
would also be taken away from the
42nd under the reorganization and
added to Stephens County.

Brashear told the House that the
only reason Abilene lawyers were
opposed to the bill was that “it
would enable them to try their
cases too quickly.” '

For years now, since the vast
growth of Abilene, the 42nd Dis-
triect Court has had a backltg of
cases which were practicalljpmim-
possible to try. The new billsawill
make the Court a full time Taylor
County court.

Brashear’s bill still must  get
Senate approval. Sen. Floyd Brad-
shaw of this district has not yet
announced what steps he will take
if any.

Strawn Man Says

Strange Varmint
Here Was Nutria

The Times received the follow-
ing very interesting letter today
from J. C. Chesnut of Strawn,
which seems to remove any doubt
as to the'identity of the ‘‘strange
varmint’’ which was on display in
Ranger last week.

Here’s the letter:

Strawn, Texas
: February 28, 1957
Mr. Norman Wright,
Editox,
The ‘Ranger Times,
Ranger, Texas
Sir:

Your February 21st edition,
page 1, column 3 item, concerning
the ‘strange varmint’ . at Purl
Hunt’s Gulf station.

This ‘varmint’ is indeed a nutria.
Any good dictionery or rencyclo-
pedia gives a description of' them
and their habits.

This animal, along with 10 oth-
ers, was placed in Strawn’s Tucker
Lake about two years ago by the
city -of Strawn. Strictly vegetarian,
they have made remarkable pro-
gress ridding the lake of cot-tails,
moss and other unwanted plants.

They are native to South Amer-
ica and were imported into th e
United States only a few years
ago. Several nutria farms a n d
breeders are located in East Tex-
as, who raise them primarily . to
nid ponds, lakes and streams of un-~
desireable plants. Their pelts -ave
worth-about $1 to $2 each. These
animals are very prolific, females
bearing two litters, of 4 to 7 each
time, each year is not unusual. We
have quite a number of small nu-
tria in Tucker Lake at the present
time, - this is in addition to 30 or

40 adults. Large bass and birdsl

of-prey greatly reduce the number
reaching maturity. The young nu-
tria are quite small, lure large bqss
while -swimming, and are easily
swallowed by the bass.

Nutria have become a muisanee
to farmers, especially rice grow-
ers, in south east Texas .and south-
ern Louisiana. Scarcity of water
vegetation will force them into the
agricultural crops. They are other-
wise harmless, and become . quite
tame when they become accustom-
ed to humans. Care should be tak-
en when handling _them as they
have very sharp teeth.

The .one found in Ranger pro-
bably 'left our lake and followed
Palo Pinto creek into Ranger. T
would suggest ‘fhat it be turned
loose, as it is doubtful if it will live
long if closely confined and too it
may -be only an  errant male,
prowling on his might out. \
