Strawn Methodist Are
Celebrating Church's
Century Anniversary

The congregation of the
First Methodist Church a t
Strawn will celebrate the 100-
th anniversary of the church
Sunday, Nov. 14.

The epoch-making rites be-
gan at 10 a.m., and lunch will
be served at noon in the
church basement. The pub-
lic is- cordially inveged to at-
tend, reports Rev. H. H. Bar-
nett Sr., pastor of the church.

One of the oldest religious
institutions in this area, the
Strawn church was first or-
ganized back in 1865—o0 ne
century ago.

"The church, originally es-
tablished under the able min-
istry of the late Rev. William
Monk, one of the West’s ear-
ly day circuit riders, was in
the pastoral charge known as
Palo Pinto Mission which in-
cluded Palo Pinto and East-
land Counties.

., Less than  fifteen persons
constituted the charter mem-
bership of Strawn’s early
Methodist Church, and their
periodic = journeys to their
frontier place of worship
were. beset - with  hardships
and hazards and the constant
danger of attacks from  un-
friendly Indians.

Everything went fairly well
for a time.

But after the Rev. Monk
was made Presiding Elder
of the district which included
the Strawn church, conditions
under which he visited his
various charges were any-
thing but favorable. His
district was so large that he
could cover it only once ev-
ery three months, traveling
on horseback with his rifle
hooked over his saddle horn
and his Bible, hymn book,
and a clean shirt in his sad-
dle bag.

In later years, according to
statements by pioneer mem-
bers of the church, a school
building was erected a mile
northeast of the present site
of Strawn and there every
religious denomination in this
