Fire Prevention
Districts Due To
Aid Rural Folks

COLLEGE STATION—Rural
citizens may qualify for re-
duced fire insurance rates by
creation of a fire prevention
district, according to Realgan
Brown, Fixtension sociologist
at Texas A&M University.
Such a district, the socio-
logist emphasized, m u st be
approved by the State Board

of Insurance.

““Once a fire prevention dis-
trict is established, the dis-
trict becomes ia political sub-
division of the state with full
authority to lease, own, main-
tain, operate and provide fire
engines, fire stations and
other equipment for preven-
tion and extinguishment o f
fires within the district,” he
said.

Brown added that the dis-
trict may also enter into con-
tracts with other districts,
including incorporated cities
or towns, for reciprocal oper-
ations or for facilities and
services that would be mutual-
ly beneficial to the district.

Elach meal served to a stu-

chrooms of the Rianger Pub-
lic Schools cost the district
138.92 cents each compared to
139.4 cents cost in 60 Texas
i schools recently audited by
Sttate auditors.

‘, In a report to the trustees
of the school, Supt. James R.
{ Clark told them that Ranger
| had served 50,693 meals from
| September through March to
students, teach e r s, visitors
and kindergarten.
I Total cost of serving these
meals came to $19,733.91
| while income from sales, stu-
| dents, teachers and reimbur-
sement’ from the State- totaled
1'$18,768.12. By wusing their
bank balances the lunch-
rooms. postponed going up in
rice of meals until January.

The State has reimbursed
the school or will reimburse
them scon for $3,490 on meals
and ex tria milk but this a-
mount is included in the fig-
ures above Clark said.

The cost per meal served
in Ranger Public Schools av-
eraged 27.29 cents for food
costs, 9.13 cents A for lalbor
costs, and 2.49 cents for other
expenses for a total of 38.92
cents a meal. Nearly 7,000
meals have been served free
this year which helped  in -
crease the cost per meal. .

Audits by the State of 60
lunchrooms this year showed
average food costs at 26.6
cents, labor costs at 10.2 cenis
and other costs at 2.1 cents or
a total of 39.4 cents a meal

This shows that when a stu-
dent pays 35 cents for a meal
at Hodges, the school is pro=
bably losing money on the
meal. The other schools char-
ge 4G cents for students and
45 cents for adults.which does
cover the cost of the meal.

Visitors are charged 75
cents for each meal.
