:Nati-ve pecans are selling 
at a very good price this 
year. Those farm e r s and 
raniohe-rs Who own nati-ve pe­
can timber in Eastland Coun­
ty wffll halve an opportunity to 
get some extra income by 
harvesting these native griov- 
es t h i s  -fall. Miost native 
trees proiduoed well this year 
even with no extra care.

These native groves can be 
made i n t o  very profitable 
land by thinning and manag- 
ihg the native grove. 'This 
can’t be d'one in one year. 
It usually takes 3 to 5 years 
of Work to get native -groves 
inito good production.

The first step is to clean 
ou!t -aill the under brush and 
trees that are not pecan trees.

The second step may be 
done the first year also or it 
can be done the second year. 
-This step is to take out all 
pecan trees that are badly 
dar -jed or diseased.

I ng the next one to four
years the pecan on each tree 
should be eval u a t e d. This 
can be done in the fall by 
walking t h r o u g h  the grove 
and looking at the crop on 
each tree as well as the qual­
ity of pecans they produce. 
Every native p e c a n  tree is 
different. Some will produce 
every year, some every other 
year, and some will never 
-produce a pecan crop. Some 
trees produce very small hard 
shell pecans where as other 
p r o d u c e  more desira b 1 e 
pecans. 'While evaluating the 
grove you might mark each 
tree. 'Some people use a non­
oil base paint and mark each 
tree with a 1, 2, or 3. The 1 
will indicate a good tree while 
the 2 indicates -a less desirable 
tree and a 3 indicates a poor­
er tree. If a tree is found to 
be completely undesirable it 
may be marked with a band 
of paint around the trunk. 
These trees s h o u l d  be re­
moved the following winter.

The fourth step is -to thin 
the trees to the desired dis­
tance. Normally there should 
be a distance of 60 to 70 feet 
between trees. Trees should 
not be close enough for the 
limbs to over -lap limbs of 
other trees. By having the 
trees evaluated and marked 
you will have a better chance 
of leaving the best trees and 
taking out the less desirable 
ones.

The next step, which may 
be started after the first two 
steps have been comipleted, is 
'to spray the trees for insects 
and -diseases. Another im - 
portant reason for spraying 
is to ■app'ly zinc to tlie trees. 
'Native g r o v e s  are usually 
sprayed once or twice a year, 
but these applications m'ust 
be correctly timed to be effec­
tive. You can mix an insecti­
cide, a fungicide, -and zinc 
-sulfate in the same spray sol­
ution and apply -all at one 
time.

There have been miany far­
mers and ranchers 'Who have 
imlproved native pecan grov­
es in this wiay. Most of them 
say that under this type of 
imlanagemenit t h e i r  pastures 
were imiproved enough to pay 
for the ic 1 e a ring work and 
their -pecans gave -an addi'tkm- 
al income.

Army worms are now 'caus­
ing consi’deralble damage to 
sma'1'1 grain in the couhty 
They may be controlled with 
Sevin, Toxapbene, DDT, P,ar- 
athi’on or Methyl Pa-r-athion. 
Grain treated with 11/8 to 2 
pints per acre of pa-rathion or 
mriethyl par-althio-n can not be 
grazed for 115 days. Grain 
treated w i t h  DDT or Toxa- 
phene can not be grazed by 
dairy animh-ls or animals be­
ing finished for slaughter. It 
takes 3 -to 4 quarts of Toxa- 
phene per -acre or 2 to 4 
quarts of DDT p e r  acre. 
Grain treated with Sevin may 
be grazed at any time. It 
will take 1 pound of 80% per 
acre to c o n t r o l  the army 
■worms.

At Agriculture

articles dealing with agricul­
tural programs in Eastland 
County).

I had the opportunity this 
week to visit several peanut 
farmis in the Gomman-Carbon 
area and -attended part of the 
peanut tour. Mayibe we have 
taken the pessimistic view to- 
wrd our 1967 peanuit crop. 
I have heard reports of yields 
exceedin’g 100 bushels on irri­
gated land. Ge'ne Snider in 
the Kokomo area reported 
over 100 bushels per -acre on 
about 9.0 acres, Ronnie Love 
reported 75 bushels per acre 
on 27.00 acres and D. B. 'War­
ren at Gorman reported 64 
bushels per - ac re  on 80.0 
acres. This indiaates a better 
than average crop for 1967. 
Our five year -average is 25 
bushels per acre.
