So You Want Industry?

By JAMES KELLY"

As we mentioned in Pant I
of this series, it could be the
town with the most attractive
Main Street or the neatest
park and schools,
the new industry, but in any
case, it will be a town which
is able to present itself well
in facts and figures.

Remember, any industry
first and foremost must make
a profit.

T'herefore, to the industrial-
ist there is no such thing as
a ‘‘good” labor force, or a
good” water supply, or a
fgood” tax structure. He
wan's to know exactly what
the labor force is; men, wom-
en, skilled, unskilled; what is
the water supply in gallons -
the consumption; what the
tax structure is in detail....
he will want to know the facts
and figures on subjects such
as these for the past, present
and projections for the future.

In short, the industrialist,
your prospect, must have the
data necessary to decide whe-
ther or not a town offers a
profitable picture for his par-
ticuier operation. And this
data must be available when
the prospect comes to town -
nct promised for two weeks
later. The prospect may
have five or six towns to visit
and evaluate during the next
two weeks. This means that
your research ‘and ‘analysis
must be done now, at the very
first of your I. D. Program.

The best way to start com-
piling the necessary facts and
figures about your community
is to assign specific individ-
uals in the I. D. Committee
the responsibility of becoming
experts in certain areas of in-
formation - such as labor,
water, taxes, land, etc. From
past experience . it
shown the specialist on labor
should be an employer, not an
employment commission offic-
ial, and the specialist in taxes
should be a taxpayer, not
someone from the County

that gets’

has been’

Clerk’s office.

There ' are many source s
lfrom which your newly-
appointed research specialists
can begin compiling data: the
public library, the city clerk's
office, the utility companies,
etc. But they should also
seek assistance from. one .or
more of the several agencies
in Texas which offer assist-
ance in this area. The Texas
Industrial Commission is one
of these, and will.supply..a-list
of all other sources in-the
state.

Research and Analysis can
be done on a -do- it. yourself
basis, but your ‘community
, might consider it worthwhile
.to pay to have a complete
| economic research and anlaly-
. sis report made by profession-
‘als. Texas A&M and the Uni-
versity of Texas have the re
sources to do an admirable
job at a relatively low cobst.

When the basic research,
and analysis has been done,
you will have. an  accurate
picture of your community in
facts' and figures for pre-
sentation to an industrial pro-
spect. You also will have &
valuablle tool for analysis of
your prospectin g program.
This means matching what)
!your community has to effer
! with what différent types of
industries arve looking for.

A power plant capable of
producing more thian one mill-
ion kilowatts is being planned
for construction in Freestone
County to feed electnicity into
the 345,000 volt ‘‘backbone”
transmission lines of Texas
Blectric Service Comprany.
Dallas Power and Light Com-
pany, and Texas Power and
Light Company, it has been

announced.
The three companies are
joining in ithe project be-

cause it offers them a unique
opportunity to develop a maj-
or source of economical elect-
ric power for their systems,
according to Bunl B. Hulsey
Jr., president and general
manager of Texas Electric
Service Company.

This plant, which will burn
lignite for boiler fuel, is to be
uocated eight miles north
east of Fairfield where there
are extensive deposits of lig-
nite, Hulsey pointed oui.

‘‘Analysis of growith trends,
and system . loads anticipated
iy, the future show that the
three | companies wiill be able
to. realize |significant operat-
by sharin g
the power output of this large,
lignite- fueled plant,”’ Hulsey
said.: -

“Qur participation in the pro-
ject is just one phase of our
planninig ‘and building for the
future, and is another effort
on ‘our part to offset {he many
rising costs of providing ser-
vice to our customers.

‘‘Alt present Texas FElectric
Service Company is construct-
mg a 375,000 kilowatit generat-
ing a&dmon to the company’s
power plant near Graham,
witth completion scheduled by
the end of 1968. We also are
planning a major addition to
present

plants for completion in
1972, Hulsey said.
He pointed out that these

twlo new units, like all others
in’ the Texas Eledtric Service
Company system,  will use nat-
ural ‘gas for boiler fuel, and
that natural gas will continue

to be the principal fuel used
by the system.
The plant in Freestone

County is to have twio gener-
ating units, the first being sch-
eduled for operation prior to
the summer loads of 1972, and
the second one year later.
