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FIRE PREVENTION WORK-
SHOP IN ABILENE DEC. 3

A Region-wide Fire
Prevention Workshop will
be conducted in Abilene
at the Civic Center, 11 N,
6th Street, on Tuesday,
Dec. 3.

This workshop will deal
with wildfires or range
fires, and will be con-
ducted by the Texas For-
est Service. Sponsors of
the workshop are the West
Central Texas Council of
Governments and the
Abilene Fire Department.

Specialinvitationshave
gone out to County offi-
cials, Fire Department
personnel, Law Enforce-
ment officers and others
in the area with a special
interest.

A letter from Brad
Helbert, Executive Direc-
tor of the West Central
Texas Council of Govern-
ments explains why spe-
cial training in rural fire
prevention is needed so
much i1n this area, Mr.
Helbert said, in part:

“During recent days,
several of our local offi-
cials have expressed con-
cerns to me regarding the
need for training in the
area of fire prevention in
rural areas of our region.

Although at first glance
the combination of factors
may not seem significant,
the unusually high rain-
fall and abnormally early
cold temperatures we
have experienced are cre-
ating a potentially very
dangerous situation.

“Late last week, in mid-
November, I was con-
tacted by Mr. Billy Terry,
Head of the Training
Section for the Texas
Forest Service in Lufkin
on this matter. Mr. Terry
stated that the Forest
Service views with some
alarm the high potential,
beginning in late Janu-
ary, for extensive and
deadly loss to homes and
ranches from wildlifes in
much of western Texas.
Mr. Terry expressed the
Forest Service’s great
interest in bringing a
FIRE PREVENTION
WORKSHOP to this re-
gion early-on. I encour-
aged this, and agreed that
West Central Texas Coun-
cil of Governments would
assist in coordinating the
workshop. We have solic-
ited the help of the Abilene
Fire Department which
has graciously agreed to
co-sponsor the event.

Food Safety Legislation Before Congress

The House Agriculture
Committee, on which 1|
serve, has begun its hear-
ing process to study van-
ous food safety bills. As
innocuous as the phrase
“food safety” may sound,
this issue activates pas-
sionate debate motivated
by individuals’ concerns
for maintaining their live-
lihoods, protecting the
Earth, feeding the Amen-
can public, as well asother
vital matters. I want to
take this opportunity to
talk about the issues be-
fore the Committee and
how they will affect both
the farmer and the con-
sumer. Critics promoting
environmental concerns
contend that the human
health and environmental
impacts of pesticides are
not being fully counted;
standards for pesticide
residue allowed in food are
set too high; some pesti-
cides still in use should be
canceled;thecancellation
process takes toolong;and
the export of canceled,
suspended, or unregis-
tered pesticides should be
prohibited. On the other
hand, critics from the
agriculture, food, and
chemical industry side
contend that current pes-
ticide registration stan-
dards are more than ade-
quate and even excessive;
afastercancellation proc-
ess 1s needed but it must
be fair and based on sci-
entific evaluation; the
high cost of registration is
depleting the availability
of pesticides for minor
crops; and food safety
standards mustbe applied
nationally, ensuring uni-
formity and predictabil-
ity for the producer.

These industry spokes-
persons explain that on
average, a typical prod-
uct seeking EPAregistra-
tion or approval faces a 5-
to 10-year process costing

$35 — $50 million. This
process usually includes
more than 100 different
tests, plus follow-ups,
documented in excruciat-
ing detail.

The variety of indus-
trial, agricultural, envi-
ronmental, and consumer

- interests are pressing
Congress to resolve a
number of pesticide re-
lated policy issues before
current law expires in
1992. In the meantime,
frequent congressional
reviews, and regulatory
efforts must be continu-
ally addressed.

With regard to regula-
tions, the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA)
is charged with regulat-
ing the sale and use of
pesticides to prevent un-
reasonable adverse effects
on humans and the enwvi-
ronment. They must con-
sider the economic, social,
and environmental costs
and benefits of the use of

any pesticide, as well as
judge how much pesticide
residues may safely re-
main on food and feeds.

The Food and Drug
Administration (FDA)
enforces compliance with
EPA's standards by sam-
pling and analyzing do-
mestic and imported
foods, except meat and
poultry. The U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture
(USDA) carries out the
same function for meat,
poultry, and some egg
products.,

Here in Congress as we
work toward solutions in
this debate, what many of
my colleagues and I con-
tinue to assert is that we
have in this country the
safest and most abundant
food supply at the lowest
possible cost in the world.
We didn’t get to this point
by accident; nor should we
accidentally change poli-
cies in a way that causes
the decay of that status.

Virtually everyone
agrees that to the degree
practicable, we need to
maximize the Federal
Government's ability to
protect American consum-
ers and the environment
from potential dangers
posed by the use of pesti-
cides. However, some
idealists have twisted the
story of chemicals: they
assert that instead of pes-
ticides freeing us from

disease, pesticides are
bringing us disease.

To the contrary, former
Surgeon General C. Ever-
ett Koop recently said that
while approximately
9,000 people die from
bacteria-caused food poi-
soning each year, there is
no scientific evidence

showing that residues

from the lawful applica-
tion of pesticides to food
have ever caused illness
or death.

A recent Wall Street
Journal editorial ex-

pressed a similar senti-
ment by urging “The dev-
astation of crops raises
anew the question
whether this country’s
recurring phobias over
chemicals. . . leave the
country poorly prepared
todeal with problems such
as an onslaught of
whiteflies” which have
ruined numerous Califor-
nia crops.

While improving on our
current system is always
important, we must en-
sure that in the process,
new laws do not devas-
tate America’s food sup-
ply.

No one wants pesticide
residueson theirfood, but
only a small percentage of
Americans know what it
takes to grow a crop —
and that herbicides, in-
secticides, and fungicides
are an integral part of the

quality and affordability
of our food,

Actually, what is often
forgotten in this debate is
that natural-occuring
pesticides make up most
of all plant chemicals.
Plants naturally produce
toxins to protect them-
selves against fungus,
insects, and animal preda-
tors. Tens of thousands of
these natural pesticides
havebeendiscovered, and
every species of plant
analyzed containsits own
set of perhaps a few dozen
toxins.

It's estimated that
Americans eat about 1.5
grams of natural pesti-
cides per person per day,
which i1s about 10,000
times more than they eat
of human made pesticide
residues.

Overall, there are ap-
proximately 20,000 cur-
rently registered human-
made pesticide products,
formulated from about
700 active ingredients —
and this reflects sizable
cancellations by EPA in
recentyears.In 1988, total
estimated expendituresin
the U.S. for pesticides was
$7.38 billion.

As many of you know,
pesticides used in agricul-
ture provide substantial
benefits to farmers, mar-
keters, and consumers.
Pesticides replace more
costly or less effective
methods of pest control in
production agriculture,
lowering costs and rais-
ing yields.

The result 1s a more
stable, increased supply,
improved variety of foods
for consumers, and an
internationally competi-
tive U.S. farm sector.

The control of insect
infestations and microbial
contamination during
processing and storage
prolongs the shelf life of
many foods and makes
then safer for human
consumption.

Pesticides supplement,
and in many cases have
largely replaces, hand
labor and even mechani-
cal pest control methods.

so-called soft money and
independent expendi-
tures, and grants reduced
postalandbroadcastrates
to candidates agreeing to
abide by voluntary spend-
ing limits.

Stenholm also noted
that the final version of
the bill incorporated the
spirit of H.J. Res. 224,
legislation Stenholm has
cosponsored. This provi-
sion calls for a constitu-
tional amendment to per-
mit non-voluntary spend-
ing limits. Passage of such
an amendment would
eliminate the need to
provide for incentives to
obtain participation in
voluntary spending lim-

“Drink-
ing alcohol can lead to
impulse shopping,” said

Dr. Stuart C. Yudofsky,
professor and chairman of
the Department of Psy-
chiatry and Behavioral
Sciences at Baylor. “If you
have a few drinks at a
holiday party, go home,
not to the mall.”

To
avoid overspending on
gifts, make a list, allow a
certain amountof time for
shopping and shop in ad-
vance.

If overspending is a
problem, Yudofsky recom-
mends leaving credit
cards at home.

“Spending cash makes
the purchase ‘more real’
than using plastic,” he
said. “Italsomay help you
to avoid spending money
you do not have.”

Planned family time,
religiousactivitiegand as-
sisting those who are less
fortunate are holiday ac-
tivities that can be satis-
fying and which may curb
the drive to overspend.

Yudofsky says that
impulse shoppingis quite
common and vastly dif-
ferent from a more seri-
ous prcblem related to ob-
sessive-compulsive disor-
der (OCD).

“Obsessive shoppers

think about shoppingcon- .

stantly, which can inter-
fere with relationship

and careers,” he said.
“When theyactupon these
thoughts and spend
money set aside for food,
clothing and housing, an
OCD may be present.”

Yudofsky believes that
OCD's are both biological
and psychological in na-
ture. The biological part
relates to mood and anxi-
ety disorderg such as
depregsion.

The psychological as-
pect may stem from re-
pressing deepseated feel-
ings such as anger, sad-
ness or fear. This allows
compulsive shoppers to

dwell on what they are
going tobuy and how they
can pay the bill instead of
dealing with those feel-
ings. Treatment for these
disordersinclude medica-
tion and psychotherapy
including behavior modi-
fication.

“Clearly, most ofus who
overspend around the
holidaysdonothave a psy-
chiatric disorder,”

Yudofsky said. “It is only -

when shoppinginterferes
with key relationships
and job performance that
it is a medical problem.”

HIGHLIGHTS

AUSTIN - A Texas
House opposition leader
who polled legislators said
membersoverwhelmingly
want to limit terms for
future speakers and en-
act several rule changes.

However, most House
members would allow cur-
rent Speaker Gib Lewis
tocomplete hisrecord fifth
term before adopting lim-
its of two or three terms,
said state Rep. Dan
Kubiak, D-Rockdale, who
conducted the confidential
poll last month.

“Generally, most mem-
bers like Speaker Lewis, “
said Kubiak. “Members
clearly did not see this
poll as a referendum on
his effectiveness as
speaker.”

In fact, most members
rejected the notion of a
secret ballot election of
future speakers.

But 80 percent want to
abolish one or more pro-
cedural committees, in-
cluding the much-ma-
ligned Calendars Com-
mittee which schedules
bills for floor debate.

Minority Rights
Pre-cleared

The U.S. Justice De-
partment approved, with
a waming, new Texas dis-

tricts for Congress, the
state senate and the state

school board. The House

plan was rejected.

While pre-clearing new
districts as fair to minori-
ties, -the department
warned that it was not
saying they were consti-
tutional, particularly be-
cause of “extraordinary”
gerrymandering.

Still to be resolved is a
separate federal lawsuit
on the redistricting issue
filed by the Texas Repub-
lican Party.

Meanwhile, Speaker
Lewis told the House Re-
districting Committee to
hold a public hearing to
alter the House plan. He
told the panel to change
only the areas cited as ob-
jectionable in the ruling.

Budget Process
Overhaul

A legislative panel last
week approved a plan to
overhaul the state budget
process.

Under reforms adopted
by the Legislative Budget
Board, the state govern-
ment will use long-range
planning in deciding how
to spend its money.

“It 1s the single most
signiflcant policy change
in modern Texas story,

said a member of the
board, state Rep. Ric Wil-
liamson, D-Weatherford.

“Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock
has taken the state to a
different plane in terms
ofdecision making and ac-
countability,” Williamson
said. It was Bullock who
proposed the plan, which
will be developed in the
coming year.

State officials said the
focus of budget prepara-
tions will shift. The focus
now 1S on how much
money a state agency re-
quests; under the plan, it
will be on what the Legis-
lature setsastheagency’s
goals and how much the
Legislature is willing to
spend toward those goals.

Bill Cle-
ments predicts Gov. Ann
Richards will join New
York Gov. Mario Cuomo
on the 1992 Democratic
presidential ticket.

Clements, a Republican
