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SCHOOL FINANCE LAW OVER-
TURNED NEW RULING EXPECTED

ON CED

On Jan. 30 the Texas
Supreme Court struck
down the State’s “Robin
Hood” School Finance law.
For the third time the
Legislature was ordered
to come up with another
system for funding public
schools.

In its ruling, the Court
listed two major reasons
for overturning the cur-
rent system.

One, that the new
County Education Dis-
tricts and their authority
to levy property taxes
were established without
a vote of the people. That
violates a constitutional
provision that requires
voter approval of all new
property taxes in Texas.

In another objection, the
Court stated that the
property tax system set
up in the County Educa-
tion District was in real-
ity a State property tax.
That violates a Constitu-
tional Amendment passed
by the voters in 1982 that
bans State property taxes.

But the Supreme Court
also gave the legislature

and Gov. Ann Richards
some time to solve the
problem, ordering that a
new finance system be
adopted by June 1, 1993.

This deadline deferral
meant that the current
system would remain in
place this year and for the
1992-93 school year.

It also meant there
would be no refunds for
property taxpayers who
had hoped to get their
money back if the Court
found the CED System
unconstitutional.

But Eastland School
Superintendent Keith
Watkins Monday said he
understood the matter of
CED taxation was not
definitely settled by last
week’s ruling. Watkins is
Administer of the
Eastland County Educa-
tion District.

“Atemporaryinjunction
against the CED’s con-
tinuing tax collection isin
District Judge Scott
McCowan’s Court in
Austin, I hear,” Watkins
said. “He is supposed to
make arulingon it tomor-

“This whole thing has
been confusing since day
one,” Watkins admitted.
“But we had no choice - we

had to follow the law.”
He estimated that over
50% of this year’s CED
taxes in Eastland County
have already been col-
lected and dispersed to
schools here. He said he
knew of nomeansorplans
to return taxes that have
already been paid.

Watkins said he at-
tended the State Commis-
sion of Education Mid-
winter conference last
week, and this group was
concerned about laws,
court decisions and the
impact they could have on
financing.

But the main burden of
the educatorsaccordingto
Watkins, was to keep the
schools open and that the
children not have to take
cuts because of an un-
stable situation.

“We here in Eastland
County share those con-
cerns,” the Superinten-
dent said. “I feel that
something will be worked
out,”

The calf scramble is an
exciting part of Houston
rodeo action, featuring
Travis Tritt and Tanya
Tucker as part of that
evening performance.

Kevin, the son of Rudy
and Ruth Espinoza, will
compete for one of 252
calves to be awarded at
the 1992 Show.

Additionally, as many

as two youngsters from
each of the 18 rodeo per-
formances will be
awarded “hard luck” cer-
tificates for their hearty
efforts in attempting to
catch a calf, resulting in
36 more certificates actu-
ally given.

An entertaining event
whose net proceeds pro-
vide educational contribu-
tions to Texas students,
the Houston Livestock
Show and Rodeo ranks as
the nation’s largest donor
of agricultural scholar-
ships. Currently, more
than 1,000 students are
on Show-sponsored schol-
arships. The Show’s edu-
cational commitment for
the 1991-92 school year
exceeds $2 million.

Equally important is
the Show’s commitment
to youngsters competing
at the event itself. The
calf scramble is one of the
Show’s major programs
benefiting youth, requir-
ing a yearlong commit-
ment from the winner to

the animal project.

Beginning with athletic
competition in the Astro-
dome, the program ends
12 months later with top-
notch competition in the
Astrohall showring.

The actual calfscramble
event involves 28 ener-
getic youngsters pitted
against 14 vigorous
calves. Each youngster is
committed to capturing a
calf, haltering and bring-
ing it to the finish line —
but only the successful
ones receive $1,000 calf
purchase certificates.

The certificate, donated
by a generous firm or
individual, is used to
purchase a purebred reg-
istered beef or dairy
heifer. This year, several
companies have strength-
ened their commitmentto
the calfscramble program
by donating a calffor each
of the 18 rodeo perform-
ances.

The calf'is raised by the
winner for special show-
ring competition in the
Astrohall at the following
year’sShow. The yearlong
project is closely super-
vised by the appropriate
county extension agent or
agricultural science
teacher.

Additionally, the win-
ners are required to sub-
mit financial records,
photographs and a scrap-
book to the calf scramble
office to detail the prog-
ress of the venture. The
youngsters are encour-
aged to provide updated
reports to their donors as
well.

Proper livestock evalu-
ation techniques, efficient
cattlefeedingand produc-
tion methods, principles
in economics and money
management are all real-
istic learning experiences
for the youngster who
manages to get afilmhold
on a calf.

To date, the Houston
Livestock Show and Ro-
deo calf scramble has put
12,144 animals valued at
more than $2.9 million
into the hands of Texas
youth.

Common drugs already
in use may someday be
given to pregnant women
or to babies at birth to
prevent brain damage,
says a pediatric neurolo-
gist at Baylor College of
Medicine in Houston.

Dr. Jan Goddard-Fine-
gold, an associate profes-
sor of pediatrics at Bay-
lor, says that drugs such
as phenobarbital and
indomethacin may stop
fluctuating blood flow in
the brains of premature
infants. Such irregular
blood flow, either low or
high, can damage the
brain, leading to problems
like cerebral palsy, blind-

ness, seizures, or mental
retardation.

“We would like to say,
‘Here’s a baby who is at
risk. Let’s monitor this
baby and use appropriate
drugs to prevent brain
damage,” Goddard-Fine-
gold said.

Phenobarbitalisused to
prevent seizures. In-
domethacin is given to
shut the ductus arterio-
sus, a blood vessel that

often fails to close in pre-
mature infants. The ves-
sel keepsblood away from
the lungs while the baby
is still in the womb.

important cause of cere-
bral palsy in infants af-
fected during and follow-
ing birth,” she said. “Pre-
mature infants, in par-
ticular, are susceptible to
brain hemorrhages since
certain blood vessels in
their brains are not fully
developed and arenotable
to withstand increases in
blood pressure.”

Low blood pressure and
brain blood flow can also
cause brain damage in
premature and full-term
babies.

Goddard-Finegold is
examining the effects of
these drugs on the blood
flow in piglets, whose
blood vessel development
is similar to newborn
babies. The studies test
whetherthe drugsare safe
during times when the
brain blood flow changes
naturally. Sheis algo test-
ing a technique called
infrared spectrogcopy
that measures biochemi-
cal changes in the brain.

“These studies are im-
portant, becausethey may
lead to noninvasive meth-
ods for predicting changes
in brain blood flow,” she
said. “This could help in
preventing abnormal bio-
chemical changes that
result in brain damage.”

If doctors are able to
predict when a baby is at
risk, then givingthe drugs
tothe mother before birth,
or to the baby at birth,
may stop the damage from
occurring.

In more than 70 per-

cent of cages, the damage
leading to cerebral palsy
occurs before birth. The

damageis caused by prob-

lems atbirth only 14 to 15
percent of the time. The
remaining 15 percent are
due to other causes.

Cerebral palsy is a
neurological disorder that
can cause spasticity, loss
of coordination and bal-
ance, contracted muscles,
involuntary movements,
hearing defects, seizures,
and in some cases, men-
tal retardation. It is often
not apparent until well
into the baby’s first year,
and affects from 1 to 3 of
1,000 babies born in the
United States.

People born after 1937
will have to be older than
age 65 before they will be
eligible toreceive theirfull
Social Security retirement
benefits, Glyn Hammons,
Social Security manager
in Abilene said.

While life expectancies
have increased dramati-
cally since Social Security
was enacted in 1935, the
retirement age has re-
mained the same.

People who are reach-
ing retirement age now
can start their Social
Security benefits as early
as age 62, but their bene-
fit amount is reduced. If
they wait until age 65 to
start their Social Security,
they receive a full, unre-
duced benefit.

The usual retirement
ageforpeopleretiring now

is age 65. Social Security
calls this “full retirement
age,” and the benefit
amount that is payable is
considered the full retire-
ment benefit.

Because of longer life
expectancies, the full re-
tirement age will be in-
creased in gradual steps
until it reaches age 67.
This is the result of legis-
lation enacted in 1983.
This change starts in the
year 2000, and it affects
people born in 1938 and
later.

New Research On
Multiple Sclerosis

Mother Nature’s own
experiment with a mouse
is providing clues for a
new direction in multiple
sclerosis research.

Researchers at Baylor
College of Medicine in
Houston are studying
mice born with no myelin,
or white matter, on the
brain's nerve fibers. The
mice survive this genetic
defect with only a slight
tremor rather than being
immobile or dying.
