Drinking contributed to four
traffic deaths happening this year,
patrol reports pointed out.

Speeders numbered five as the
highway officers lodged 11 cases up
to late Saturday. Defective light
cases - ‘totaled four and others
charged operation of a vehicle with-
out a chauffer’s license and faulty
brakes.

By dark he seemed calmer, and
settled down to sleep, of all places,
on a window ledge.

One day the paint-marked black-
chin was doing this swing in front
of a prospective mate, and I
watched his performance with a
bit of pride. To most it would have
been no more dazzling a perfor-
mance than those we see: each
spring around the feeders. But
there was a special charin about
this one because I had held the
performer in my hand. S

The bird started by swinging
back and forth rapidly in front of
the female in an arc of about five
feet. The drone of his wings swelled
and faded with each beat. He ac-
tually described in the air a long,
low-lying figure eight. After six or
seven of these he suddenly shot up
some thirty feet into the air, turned
and shot down past his mate, and
up as high into the air on the other
side. The arc was tremenduous for
so small a bird. His speed just
after turning in mid-air and start-
ing down was breathtaking, but
tremulus with excitement. As he
passed his mate one of the birds
gave out a squivering, four-note
sound, not squeakly like the hum-
mingbird’s voice in battle. It had
a percussion quality as if it might
be made with the wings rather than
the throat.

The matter of picking a career
is an unfortunate feature of our
system. Many parents make the
mistake of deciding what little
Mortimer will be when he is cutting
his first teeth. And is spite of the
development of all his talents in
a field other than the one which
they had chosen, they send him to
college when he reaches the proper
age to study in the chosen field. He
does moorly in his work.

WILDLIFE

Austin, June 1.—A new method
of raising wild turkey under semi-
matural conditions being tested by
the Game, Fish and Oyster Com-
mission may prove the way to the
stocking of many sections of Texas
with the big game birds.

made

In co-operation with the United
States Soil Conservation and the
U. S. Farm Security Administration
the game department has fenced a
fifty-acre tract in the heart of the
Fannin county land rehabilitation
project area near Bonham. Forty-
eight wild turkey trapped in South-
west Texas were released in' the
enclosure after their wings had
been clipped.

Wild turkey do not thrive in pens,
but it is believed that under the
semi-natural conditions they have
found in the fifty-acre tract they
will prosper and propagate. A num-
ber of the hens have already nested.

tf;The birds are being given some
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food, but are foraging for most of
their nourishment.

When the young birds hatched
on the area grow older it is ex-
pected they will fly over the fence.
The older birds, when their wing
feathers have grown out, will also
leave the huge pen and will popu-
late the surrounding territory.

Should the experiment prove suc-
cessful it will be repeated in several
areas of the state which the natural
environment conducive to raising
wild turkeys.

The mystery of the “thefts” of
small chicken from the farm of J.
Stevens near Harper, was cleared
up recently when Mrs. Stevens
caught a young deer, of which the
family had made a pet, devouring
chicks.

Why deer, which are herbivorous,
should turn away from their “veg-
etarian” diet is explained by state
game department biologists as due
to the lack of sufficient protein in
their usual diet. The Stevens’ pet
was satisfying its craving for pro-
tein by consuming chickens.

The fawn was recovered by the
game department. It is illegal to
keep deer in captivity in Texas un-
less you possess a game breeders
license.

Thousands of game and rough
fish were killed in an extremely
heavy hail storm of a half hour
duration in the San Saba river in
Menard county recently, Game War-
den Ben F. Gaddy of Sonora repor-
ted.

The fish, bass, crappie, bream,
cat, shad and sucker, were caught
in the shallow waters of the river
by the hailstorm, which followed
an exceptionally heavy rain. The
hail was so heavy, drifts of it re-
mained on the river banks for
twenty-four hours and the sudden
change in temperature, coupled
with the stunned fishes inability to
clear their gills of silt churned up
the rain and hail caused their
death, it is believed.

Game Warden G. C. Gardner,
whose district is composed of Har-
din and Liberty counties in South-
west Texas, reached 6,452 pupils
of the 6,981 in the upper grades of
eighteen schools with a wildlife
conservation program for fifth,
sixth and seventh grade pupils
which extended over a two-month
period.

Eighty-one lectures were deliv-
ered by the warden and sportsmen
interested in preserving game and
fish. A total of 441 children com-
peted in an essay contest on the
subject of “Why and How to Con-
serve Wildlife.” A total of $350 in
cash prizes was awarded- the stu-
dent winning first, second and third
places in each of the schools. The
prizes were awarded at a banquet,
at which an attractive wildlife ex-
hibit was presented.

The Plains country of Texas has
been turning more and more to’
lamb feeding during the past ten
years, C. B. Martin, county agent
of Hale county, says. Each year the
number of the West Texas lambs
going into that area has increased.
While the total for the year can-
not be decided until possibilities of
wheat pasture in the fall have
shown themselves, Martin and
Arthur Clary of Plainview esti-
mated that somewhere between
70,000 and 125,000 would go into
that county this fall. A total of
70,000 fat lambs went out of Hale
county to market this year, and,
because of a shortage in wheat
pasture last fall, this was 60 per
cent of the 1937 crop.

'With the popularity and success
of trench silos in the Lubbock coun-
try, a good many farmers there are
taking to feeding lambs, Sam Ar-
nett, president of the Citizens
National Bank at Lubbock, said.
Ensilage there at present is selling
for $3.50 to $4 in the trough, maize
heads at $9 a ton or $1.10 per 100
threashed. There is a lot of feed on
hand there now, he says.

According to Roscoe Snyder, sec-
retary of the Production Credit
office at Plainview, wheat in Hale
county is below normal and the
general condition in that area is:
Floyd, bad; Briscoe, bad; Swisher,
bad; Castro, almost normal; Par-
mer, normal; and the little raised
in Lamb and Bailey counties, fair.

Approximately 150,000 pounds of
wool was appraised at the People’s
Produce Co. at Plainview last week.
Government .appraisers put an
average shrink of 74 -per cent on
the Plains wool, which will mean
about a 12-cent loan. Arthur Clary,
operator of the warehouse, said
that growers had indicated that
most of them would take the loan.
As a rule, wool in that section is
not sold until the cleaner, lighter
shrinking wool of the lower country
moves out, he said.

Shearing has just begun in the
Plains country. Last year the Plain-
view warehouse handled a million
and a quarter pounds of wool. This
year, because of the shortage of
wheat pasturage in that area last
fall, the warehouse cuts the quarter
million off their expected quota.

Wool in the warehouse thus far
is well grown, the warehouseman
said, with a better staple than last
year but with the fleeces averaging
about a pound lighter than last
year.

Austin, June 1.—“It is a matter

of vital importance, particularly
during the warm summer season,
that sanitary measures be applied
to prevent the contamination of
perishable foods,” stated Dr. Geo.
W. Cox, state health officer. Vari-
ous intestinal disorders result from
food which has in some way been
rendered unwholesome. Summer
diarrhea or “summer complaint,”
affecting young and old,, is a seri-
ous type of stomach and bowel
condition. “So called “ptomaine
poisoning,” in nearly all cases, is
none other than.a food infection
due to the presence in food of
harmful bacteria or germs.
“Perishable food, if contaminated,
endangers human ‘health, This
hazard is greater in warm weather,
because germs or their productsi
multiply or develop more rapidly '
at high temperature. Some of the
most valuable foods are of perish-
able nature. Such foods demand the
exercise of safeguards. Among well
known precautions, which need to
be used if perishable foods are to
be kept wholesome, are the follow-
ing:
Some form of modern refrigera-
tion or cooling is necessary to pre-
serve food from day to day. Lack
of an effective cooling process
cause meat to spoil and milk to con-
tain a dangerously large number
of bacteria. ¢

boiling is the simplest and yet most
useful method of preventing ill-
ness of food-borne character. This
precaution applies especially to
food prepared for infants and chil-
dren,

Contamination of perishable food
is avoided through the constant
exercise of cleanliness on the part
of those who handle food.

Pastries and other food products
make a far greater appeal to the
consumer or patron if there is an
entire absence of flies. Adequate
provision for screens and applica-
tion of every known means of fly
and insect extermination are worth-
while.”

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Dallas, May 18.—0il producers
in 40 Texas counties paid an aver-
age of 68.4 per cent of all local
taxes in 1938, according to an
analysis of county tax rolls recent-
ly completed by the Texas Mid-Con-
tinent Oil and Gas Association.

Ad valorem taxes paid by Texas
oil producers in all local sub-divi-
sions of the State last year aggre-
gated over 24 million dollars. In
40 oil producing counties of the
State, local tax levies on properties
of oil producers amounted to ap-
proximately 11 million dollars out
of total tax levies on all taxable
properties aggregating nearly 16
million dollars.

In 26 of the State’s largest oil
producing counties, local tax rev-

enues obtained from oil property
valuations were found to range
from 50 per cent to 90 per cent of
all tax revenue. In a majority of
these counties taxable values on oil
properties were increased substan-
tially over the preceding year,
through the development of addi-
tional oil producing properties and
the creation of greater taxable
values.

Last years’ ad valorem tax bill
of Texas oil producers is shown by
analysis to have increased $1,400,-
000 over the preceding year. As a
result, the average total tax per
barrel of crude oil produced, in-
cluding all State and local tax
levies, increased from 8.4 cents per
barrel to 9.3 cents per barrel.
