RACING WILL HELP
NATIONAL DEFENSE,
EX-ARMY MAN SAYS

Fort Worth, April 7.—“The War

Department is heartily in favor of
legalized and properly regulated
racing as a means of developing
suitable sires for use in the Army
horse breeding plan, to quote the
statement of Col. Thomas J. John-"
son, former chief of the Army Re-
mount Service,” declared Judge
Alfred McKnight, secretary of
the Thoroughbred Horse Associa-
tion of Texas. McKnight quoted
further from a recent speech by
Colonel Johnson.
“The Remount Service, operat-
ing the Army breeding plan, pro-
vides stallions and supervises
breeding activities. The farmers,
ranchers and others having mares
actually carry on the breeding.
From experience, the Remount
Remount Service has found that
the thoroughbred makes the best
sire to produce a good horse suit-
able for use of the cavalry. Good
thoroughbred sires are necessary
fofr the production of good Army
horses. Racing is the acid test of
thoroughbred breeding; without
racing, the thoroughbred would no
doubt deteriorate.

“It is racing and racing only
that ha sdeveloped the thorough-
bred and brought him to his pres-
ent perfection and I am sure that
racing will further improve the
thoroughbred. This is well, for the
Army needs more and better. thor-
obred sires to carry on the Army
breeding plan to the maximum per-
mitted by appropriations.”

The Thoroughbred Horse Associ=
ation is sponsoring a bill for the
return of racing to Texas under
strict regulation and local option,
with the tax revenue being esti-
mat at $2,500,000, of which three-
quarters would go to old age pen-
sions and the remainder to the pub-
lic school fund.

The, Interscholastic League plan
is in reality a very good one. This
plan when properly carried out is
the fairest sort of contest for
High School students to enter into.
Of course, there are instances
where all thoughts of fairness are
laid aside and some angle is put
past the director, but this is very
rare. Sonora High is proud to

_boast that the records of all ath-

letics and literary  contests
concerning birth dates is open for
any one who would doubt the eli-
gibility of one of her sons or
daughters in the ' Interscholastic
League or any other contest event.
Here indeed is a challenge to the
very best of a student doby’s com-
petitive spirit.

The Interscholastic League in
brief is a plan in which only stu-
dents who have excelled in some
field may enter in competition
with students of their own age,
and other rules of eligibility. The
term eligibility has brought some,
or perhaps more arguments, and
shadow work than any other part
of the Interscholastic League. The
view of the directors of this insti-
tution who preside in the state
capitol is this: If a student (the
state does not say that it is the
students fault), has for some rea-
son remained in high school until
he or she is slightly older than the
average student it should be known
that a better chance in the line of
experience and possibility to ex-
cell, especially when in competition
with younger and less experienced
students, and the like is thus gain-
ed by that student. So, why should
the boy or girl who is older in
years, experience, and as . should
be expected, or would be expected,
have the chance to compete with
boys and girls of normal age. This
is only true democracy that one
should have every chance due him
or her in every line of life. The
only change in this spirit and life
one has to watch out for himself
for there is not a director to guard
against the misfortunes of this ev-
il. Therefore, the Interscholastic
League plan is created in the sin-
cere hope that a true competitive
spirit may be fostered in the
youth and that youth as a whole
may be better able to stand the
strain of life.
