nection with deferred-grazing for

practice, if carried on in compli-
ance with the program. Ranchmen
are eligible to earn sixty per cent
of the range building allowance
for pulling bitterweed when used
in connection with deferred graz-
ing.

For the control of bitterweed
(actinea odorata) for one per cent
but less than two per cent density,
fifty cents per acre will be paid,
two per cent but less than three
per cent density, one dollar per
acre; three per cent and above, two
dollars per acre. If less than one
per cent, two or more acres shall
be counted as one, as the case may
be.

In order to be eligible for pay-
ment this weed shall be controlled
by pulling or hoeing. In counties
where practical, poisoning may be
'used when the poisoning method
and formula are previously ap-
proved by the county committee
and the range inspector. The lo-
cation of the area to be controlled
shall be definitely marked and out-
lined by the inspector on a map
of the ranching unit,at the time
the practice is approved. The map
and other information necessary to
compliansce shall be filed in the
county agent’s office.

The following practices are eli-
gible to earn thirty-five per cent
of the range-building allowance
when used in connection with de-

ferred grazinge:

1. Control of horehound, cockle-
burrs, and perennial broomweedl
where mowing is impractical. For

Practice in 1941 Range-Building Program

The Sutton County ACA Com- |five to twenty per cent density,
mittee recommended to the State |fifty cents per acre will be paid;
Committee that the control of |twenty-one to forty per cent ap-
bitterweed be made supplemental [ proximate

density, seventy-five
cents per acre will be paid; and
forty one per cent and above, one
dollar an acre will be paid.

In order to be eligible for pay-
ment, the weeds listed above shall
be controlled by pulling, hoeing,
grubking, or any other mechanical
means which will accomplish full
control. The areas approved for
treatment shall be clearly defined
by the range inspector on a map
if the ranching unit with such oth-
er information as may be neces-
sary for compliance. This infor-
mation shall be filled in the coun-
ty agent’s office.

2. Brush terraces will be ap-
proved as follows:

Payment will be made for this
provided the brush is
piled on the contour and piles are
not less than six feet wide and
three feet high. The contours
should be staggered so as to pre-
vent cattle from making trails.
The guide lines for this practice
shall be no more than one-half of
the regular terrace interval. Pay-
ment will be fifty cents a hund-
red linear feet.

The request for the control of
milkweed as a supplemental prac-
tice was not approved by the State
Committee; also the request for
brush fences for controlling the
spread of bitterweed was not ap-
proved.

Sonorans Discuss
Plans For Field
Laboratory Here

Nine Sonora men, a chief of the
Bureau ofi Entomology, Washing-
ton, D. C., and the entomologist in
charge of the Menard Laboratory
of Entomology specializing on in-
sects effecting men and animals,
held a meeting here Friday to dis-
cuss the possibility of getting the
laboratory located here permanent-
ly.

To get the laboratory, the com-
munity will have to furnish two
sections of land and a laboratory
building of not less than six rooms,
located within six miles of Son-
ora. The plan is to consolidate the
Menard and Uvalde Ilaboratories.
into one, and find a permanent lo-
cation for it.

If the laboratory is placed here,
Sonora would get a large part of
the $40,000 annual appropriation
for the laboratory, which employs
a personell of fourteen.

AAA Officials
Attend Meeting

About twenty counties were pe-
presented at 4 two day bitterweed
meeting, which was held Tuesday
and Wednesday of last week. The
first day the group of range in-
spectors, AAA officials, ranchmen
and county agents met at the ex-
periment station near  Ozona,
which is a sub-unit of the experi-
ment station here, and witnessed
a demonstration of a special ma-
chine which tests the extent of
bitterweed growth. Range inspect-
ors and County Agents were also
instructed in determining the ex-
tent of coverage of bitterweed and
other vegetation and were given
demonstrations in methods of elim-
ianting the growth.

J. W. Doak, field man for the
AAA in this district said that “bit-
terweed on West Texas ranches is
more extensive than people real-
ize—it’s a much graver problem
than the average ranchman is
aware of.” It was also pointed out
by Howard Kingsberry, state
range committeeman, that on pas-
tures that were heavily stocked
from December to March, the bit-
terweed trouble showed a marked
decrease.

On Wednesday the group met
at the Experiment Station near
here and witnessed demonstrations
on bitterweed poisoning. Some of
the methods to eliminate the weed
are: deferring range during
spring and summer growing sea-
son and re-stocking heavily dur-
ing Dbitterweed growing season
with stock being turned in upon
the appearance of bitterweed.

Spraying heavy infested areas
with a weed poison, pulling and
hoeing bitterweed are other meth-
ods of eliminating it.

It was clearly brought out by
experiments that livestock, prin-
cipally sheep, will greatly reduce
the infestation on an area when
stocked heavy enough following a
rest period, which should be dur-
ing the spring and summer.

Several
variations of the rating system
are used in the various state and
district competitions, but the fun-
damental of the plan is the same
in all cases. Apparently, the chief
difference is in in the number of
rating divisions used, and interi-
mology or definitions—the latter
mainly due to the differing num-
bers of divisions, which range
from three to seven.

Only a few of the larger schools
ever receive a rating of 1 or this
may be compared to a percentage
grade of 95-100. A rating of II is
on unusual performance but ig not
worthy of ‘1. This is a grade of
87-95. A rating of III is a good
performance—but is lacking in one

to a grade of 80-87. Rating V
shows-much room for improvement.
