NOMINEES for 2003 

The next Bovina City Council meeting will be Tuesday, 7 October 
2003, at 7:00 PM in the Bovina EMS Building. All of the council 
meetings are open to the public; however the Council is inviting 
citizens of Bovina to attend this one to discuss a couple of issues. 
We have invited Caprock, to discuss problems with dust, and 
Atmos Energy, to discuss the proposed increase to natural gas 
rates. 

Caprock has declined to attend. The management of Caprock 
does invite anyone to visit with them, on site, to ask questions, 
discuss the matter, and to see what they are doing about the dust 
issue. The Council will listen to any concerns brought up by 
Bovina citizens. 

Atmos Energy has agreed to attend and to bring people who can 
answer questions and concerns from the public and the Council. 
From my view point, it appears that Atmos Energy is asking for a 
7.32% increase in their revenue to offset their losses in bad debt 
and fuel cost increases. To do that, one of the increases will be an 
increase in the basic customer service rate. $7.40 per month to 
$11.40 per month. That is an increase of 35%. There will, also, be 
an increase in the Commodity Charge (the charge for actual fuel 
used by the customer), $0.88 per Ccf to $0.965 per Ccf. That is an 
increase of 9%. Being simple minded sometimes, alright, most of 
the time, I compared that to my gas bill where I live. The purposed 
rate increase would be a $7,47 per month increase on my bill, a 
15% increase. Then there is the formula for the Gas Cost 
Adjustment (GCA). The formula is: 

GCA = (G/S + CF) x TF 
G = the expected cost of gas 
S = is the expected sales billing units 
CF = a correction factor charge 
TF = tax factor 

Bottom line, I do not have the answers; come to the meeting and 
ask questions of the Atmos Energy people. The meeting will be at 
7 PM in the EMS Building in Bovina on Tuesday. 7 October 2003.

Texas Redistricting Battle Heads To 
Conference Committee 

LUBBOCK, September 26. 2003 	 By Roger Haldenby 

The 3rd special session of the 78Th  Texas Legislature, called to 

redraw congressional districts, continues in Austin. 

The history of the past few days shows a wide difference between 
House Bill 3 as approved by the House on September 17, and 

Substitute House Bill 3 as amended by the Senate passed on 
September 25. The House refused to concur in the Senate 
amendments and so the issue now is referred to a House/Senate 
conference committee. 

The Senate Conferees appointed are: Senator Staples, (Chair) and 
Senators Duncan, Hinojosa, Lindsay and Nelson. 

The House Conferees appointed are Representative King, (Chair) 
and Representatives Crabb, Hamric, Grusendorf and Wilson. 

The conference committee is expected to meet sometime the week 

starting September 29.

PCG & Monsanto Discuss Technology Issues 
LUBBOCK. September 26, 2003 	 By Shawn Wade 

Representatives from St. Louis-based Monsanto Company sat 
down with members of Plains Cotton Growers this week to talk 
issues and to develop ideas for adding even more value to the 
customer loyalty programs currently offered to Monsanto customers. 

The meeting. which has become almost a yearly ritual, provides 
PCG the opportunity to discuss evolving Monsanto programs and 

products with the decision-makers responsible for their development 
and implementation. 

Issues discussed with the Monsanto contingent included: 
technology pricing strategies, specifically the concept of switching to 

a regional pricing structure; discussion of proposed changes to 

current Monsanto crop destruct and replant programs; and, also 

discussion about the development of new programs Monsanto hopes 
will provide additional value and encourage growers to utilize 
Monsanto branded products. 

Throughout the discussion the main points put forth by the PCG 
contingent were that the programs needed to be easily understood 

and allow Monsanto's investment to stand on its own, without the 

added confusion of how other companies participation in the 
programs is manifest. 

Iron to 6.2 million bales, In August, the 

NCC pegged domestic mill use at 7.05 

million bales, a figure considered to be 

a seasonal aberration, compared with 

6.64 million bales in Junc. Although 

the market is expecting weaker figures, 

traders said it would be interesting to 

see how the market reacts now that the 

upside momentum in prices has waned. 

Meanwhile, cool, misty weather was 

reported in parts of the Memphis Terri-

tory this week, following light to mod-

erate precipitation over the weekend, 

according to one news source. Farmers 

in south-central counties were picking 

well after dark early in the week in an 

effort to pet a. much cotton as possible 
off the stalk before the rain arrived. 

Ginning has gained momentum, and 

many gin plants arc working around 

the clock. The retrieval of modules 

from fields will be slowed because of 

muddy soils; however, most gins 

already have a backlog of sccd cotton 

on their yards and will continue 

operating without interruption. 

The inclement weather now is mov-

ing into the Southeast, and misty condi-

tions arc being reported from Alabama 

to North Carolina. Water still is stand-

ing in many North Carolina and Vir-

ginia fields in the aftermath of Hurri-

cane Isabel, which moved through late 

last week. Early assessments suggest a 

loss of at least 50,000 bales, and addi-

tional precipitation will only exacer-

bate conditions. 

USDA reported a slight improvement 

in the U.S. cotton crop for the week 

ended Sept. 21. Overall, 49 percent of 

the crop was ranked in good to excellent 

condition, unchanged from a week ear-

lier. However, plant health advanced in 

nine of the 14 primary cotton growing 

states and dropped in only four states. 

Fifty-nine percent of the crop was re- 

ported to have open bolls, against a 75 

percent five-year average, and only 10 

percent of the crop had been harvested 

versus the 15 percent average. 

Monsanto officials noted that one of the most popular programs 
with growers has been the Replant program through which growers 
were reimbursed a portion of their seed costs on crops destroyed 
early in the season 

The 2004 Monsanto Replant program will look considerably 

different, but maintain Monsanto's financial contribution at the same 
level of $17 per bag. 

Monsanto's 2004 changes are being prompted by the seed 

industries pending switch from marketing seed in 50 pound bags to 
selling seed based on the total number of seed per bag. 

Monsanto officials note that one of the benefits to growers that 
come from the change is a clearer picture of seed and technology 
costs.

The beef checkoff program,En 
August introduced Texans to its 
newest value cut - the Beef 
Shoulder Tender Roast - during 
the annual Restaurant Week in 
Dallas. And by early Septem-
ber, this new beef cut already 
is vying for a permanent place 
on menus. 

"It's rare that something 
tastes better than it costs," 
Chef James Neel, owner and 
operator 	of 	the 	Dallas 
restaurants Trumontana and 
Bistro Latino, said. "But that 
describes 	the 	Shoulder 
Tender." 

Neel already has placed the 
new cut on the menus of both 
of his restaurants. 

Value cuts are a new 
generation of beef products 
that were developed by beef 
producers through the $1 per 
head checkoff program. Value 
cuts are unique in that they 
have innovative qualities that 
can help restaurants and 
retailers sell more beef 
products. 

The Flat Iron, a checkoff-
developed value cut from the 
top blade, took off last year. It 
now is available in several 
Texas restaurants as well as 
some retail stores. Beef 
producers hope the Shoulder 
Tender Roast emulates the Flat 
Iron's success. The Shoulder 
Tender Roast is a single-
muscle beef cut that is 95 
percent to 98 percent lean. 

The new cut is ideal for 
preparing as a roast or cutting 
into medallions of beef for 
broiling or stir-frying. 

The Texas Beef Council 
recently introduced the Beef 
Shoulder Tender Roast to eight 
Dallas-Fort Worth chefs who 
were participating in the DFW 
Restaurant Week August 12-
18. The event sponsored in 
part by KRLD NewsRadio and 
TBC, drew thousands of area 
consumers 	to 	Dallas-Fort 
Worth restaurants to taste new 
menu ideas. 

"My customers loved it," Neel 
said. "Even other chefs who 
visited the restaurant loved it. 
We've kept it on our menu. At 
Trumontana, we will use it on 
our lunch menu for a sandwich 
and in a salad. At our other 
Dallas 	restaurant, 	Bistro 
Latino, we will butterfly it and 
turn it into churrasco (a grilled 
beef cut made famous in 
Argentina)." 

Neel said the Beef Shoulder 
Tender Roast will be a hit for 
the beef industry. Checkoff-
funded research has created a 
cut "with great beef flavor, 
with no waste and with little 
labor required to prepare it," 
he said.

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PCCA Reports Net 
Margins At 50th  
Annual Meeting 

Plains Cotton Cooperative 
Association 	(PCCA) 	today 
reported total net margins of 
$7.6 million at fiscal-year-end 
June 30, 2003, during the 50'1' 
Annual Stockholders Meeting of 
the Lubbock-based, farmer-
owned cooperative. The mar-
gins were double the previous 
fiscal year's financial perform-
ance. 

PCCA also announced the 
distribution of $15.2 million in 
cash payments to its members 
from fiscal 2003 operations. 
The payments consisted of 
approximately $5.1 million in 
cash dividends to marketing, 
warehouse, pool and textile 
division patrons, $5 million in 
stock retirements and approx- 
imately 	$5.1 	million 	in 
retirement of per-unit capital 
retains. 

The year-end results and 
cash distribution were facilitat-
ed by an improved denim 
market for the cooperative's 
textile division, record-setting 
performance by its warehouse 
divisions and good volume for 
its marketing division, accord-
ing to management reports 
delivered during the annual 
meeting. 

"We 	showed 	increases 
profitability, increased working 
capital and increased patrons' 
equities," said PCCA President 
and CEO Van May. "We had a 
tremendous turnaround this 
year in our textile division and 
posted an overall net margin of 
more than $14 million while 
most 	of 	the 	industry 
struggled," May said. "Our 
warehouse operation in Altus, 
Oklahoma, enjoyed the second 
best financial performance in 
its 40-year history, and our 
warehouse at Sweetwater, 
Texas, broke its profit record 
by more than half a million 
dollars. Meanwhile, our mar-
keting division posted another 
profitable year for the 14th  time 
in 15 years." May also 
reviewed the effect of a sudden 
decline in cotton prices, during 
a two-month period, on the 
cooperative's West Texas/ 
Oklahoma marketing pool. 

"The market knocked the 
props out from under us in 
April and May and caused our 
West Texas/Oklahoma pool to 
have the first overadvance in 
our history," May explained. 
"We found a plan that allowed 
us to handle that overadvance 
in a way that created no 
carryover and no impact on 
future pools," he continued. 
The meeting also included a 
review of PCCA's past 50 
years. 

"Our ancestors who settled 
this land brought a pioneering 
spirit out here, and it is 
incumbent upon us to keep 
that alive," May said. "They 
didn't stop at the Cumberland 
Mountains, and they didn't stop 
at the Mississippi River. They 
pushed on in search of 
something new and better, and 
that is what we must do as 
well. We owe it to them and to 
you, our members," May 
concluded. 

PCCA members during the 
Annual Meeting re-elected the 
following directors to three-
year terms on the coopera-
tive's board: Eddie Smith, 
District 4; Charles Macha, 
District 5; and Jackie Mull, 
District 6. The members also 
elected Lexie Fennell to fill the 
vacant board position for 
District 3.

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Vending Machine Contracts Put 
Money Ahead of Kids Health 

Executive Director of Texas 
PTA, Craig Tounget said, "With 
obesity and Type 2 diabetes 
rates skyrocketing among 
Texas children, parents across 
the state are thrilled that the 
food choices available to theft 
children in public schools are 
going to be healthier." 

"Since the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture moved its Child 
Nutrition Programs in July from 
the Texas Education Agency to 
TDA, several new actions have 
been taken to address the 
obesity problem in schools," 
Combs said. 

"TDA has strengthened nutri-
tional guidelines on competitive 
foods, which are foods that are 
not served in the cafeteria 
line," Combs said. "On August 
1, TDA amended a policy on 
certain snacks - known as 
foods of minimal 'nutritional 
value - that will be allowed at 
elementary 	and 	middle 
schools. This policy prohibits 
access to sodas, certain 
candies, and chewing gum 
throughout the day to 
elementary schoolchildren. In 
middle schools, schoolchildren 
will not have access to these 
items during meal periods. 
Also, only 12-ounce sodas will 
be allowed in middle schools 
with existing soda contracts 
exempted from this policy. 
Previously, the sale of foods of 
minimal nutritional value was 
only prohibited during meal 
periods for all grade levels." 

"TDA is here to work in 
partnership 	with 	schools, 
parents and doctors to enhance 
Our 	children's 	nutritional 
choices during their average 
seven-hour school day," Combs 
said. "This is a team effort that 
will require all of us including 
parents, school officials and 
food service directors, doctors 
and students putting our heads 
together to prevent a major 
health care crisis in the next 10 
to 20 years. The health of our 
children is just too important."

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Cornyn To Host 
Weekly Coffees In 
Washington Office 

Agriculture 	Commissioner 
Susan Combs today revealed 
the results of public informa-
tion requests she made to 
school districts statewide on 
vending machine contracts 
during a news conference at 
the Texas Medical Association. 

"Based on the response to 
our survey, it is estimated that 
vending machine contracts 
generate about $54 million a 
year in revenue for Texas 
schools," Combs said. "Very 
large school districts (100,000 
plus students) are earnint  an 
estimated $2.7 million a year; 
large school districts (40,000-
100,000 students) are earning 
almost $1 million a year; 
medium 	school 	districts 
(20,000-40,000) are earning 
an average of $500,0000 a 
year; school districts with 
between 5,000-20,000 stu-
dents are earning $150,000 a 
year; and small school districts 
are earning about $25,000 a 
year." 

"In contrast, it is estimated 
that because students are 
choosing colas and snacks over 
cafeteria meals, school food 
services are losing an estimat-
ed $60 million in potential 
sales each year," Combs said. 
"The actual deficit faced by 
Texas school district food 
services was $23.7 million for 
2001 with an average federal 
meal reimbursement loss of 
$3.25 per student per day each 
time a student chooses vend-
ing machine snacks or other 
non-cafeteria foods." 

"Clearly, it's time for school 
districts to re-examine their 
dependence on these types of 
contracts and the short-
sightedness of choosing fat 
profits over healthy kids," 
Combs said. "Schools have 
plenty of healthy alternative 
snacks to provide to children 
and to raise money with 
including yogurt, apple sauces, 
vegetable and fruit cups, 
bagels and cream cheese, 
cereal bars, fruit rolls, fruit 
juice, milk, bottled waters and 
sports drinks," Combs said. 

"Texas 	Department 	of 
Agriculture's new Food and 
Nutrition Division is teaming up 
with school districts, school 
food service directors, parents 
and physicians to help school 
districts develop healthier food 
choices for Texas public school-
children," Combs said. 

"One in five children in our 
nation or about 10 million kids 
are now classified as obese-a 
number that has doubled over 
the last two decades," Combs 
said. "Unfortunately, Texas is 
worse off than most states. 
This is a problem that is 
evident in Austin. A recent 
Austin Independent School 
District study found 37 percent 
of second graders overweight 
and 25 percent obese. Based 
on this data, by the time Austin 
students reach second grade 
their obesity rates may be 
nearly double the national 
average (25 percent vs. 13 
percent)." 

Texas Commission of Health 
Eduardo Sanchez said, "We 
estimate that overweight-
obesity in Texas adults costs at 
least $9 billion a year, 
including $6 billion in direct 
health care expenses. It's clear 
that the physical health of 
Texas will determine its fiscal 
health." 

Dr. Bohn Allen, Texas 
Medical Association President-
Elect said, " There is a crisis of 
obesity in our society, but the 
real tragedy is the poor health 
permeating our schools. There 
are many culprits, such as 
eating habits and a lack of 
exercise, which have contribut-
ed to this preventable epidemic 
plaguing our children. The rule 
change being announced today 
is a definite step in the right 
direction."

Both men 
served as fire chief, Ralph for 30 
years and Ruben 3 or 4 and 
then a long time as assistant 
chief. 

Even after they grew older 
and "retired" they still chased 
the fires and wrecks as long as 
their health would allow it. 

Most folks around here that 
have attended a credit union 
annual meeting or a VFW 
chicken dinner or a meal at the 
senior 	citizens 	Friendship 
House, has eaten food cooked 
by Ralph and Ruben. 

They smoked a mean 
brisket and loved to cook. And 
eat too. For many years Ralph 
was the local gas company 
manager and Ruben was a  

welder. I remember Ruben 
showing me with pride a smoker 
he made from an old stove_ 

Several years ago, I met 
with Ralph and Ruben at 
Ralph's house and talked mainly 
about their many experiences 
fighting fires and going to fire 
conventions and cooking and all 
the other adventures they 
shared. I ended up writing a 
column about the two men and 
their friendship. 

Ralph 	died 	Sunday, 
September 14. Ruben died 
Monday, September 29. Some 
would say the two old friends 
are together again, cooking up 
tall tales and smoking briskets in 
eternity. 

Like many others, I am 
better off for having known 
Ralph and Ruben. I am grateful 
for having had the opportunity. 
Fondest sympathies from all of 
us to Stella and 011ie Pearl and 
the families. 

Whether you are a phea-
sant hunter or not, you have to 
like this story.

The first time he pled guilty 
in a JP court and was fined 
$350. He appealed the fine and 
asked for a jury trial. In front of a 
different JP, a six-person jury  

took five minutes to find him 
guilty. This time he was fined 
$500 plus $35 court costs. 

Not satisfied, Tom appealed 
again to the Bailey County Court 
and posted a $1000 bond. It 
took that jury less than 20 
minutes to find him guilty again. 
The judge set the fine as $500 
plus $185 in costs. 

Not one to be discouraged, 
Tom the pheasant plucker, said 
he is weighing his options for 
another appeal. The article said 
that while he was seeking 
justice he was sending email 
insults to the newspaper, Texas 
Parks & Wildlife game wardens, 
and some of the JPs and 
judges. 

The case began December 
14, 2002, when game wardens 
checked out a pheasant hunting 
party in northeast Bailey 
County. 

One of the game wardens 
checked a bucket of cleaned 
birds in ice water and found one 
pheasant with no plumage and 
both legs had been removed. 

Apparently in the world of 
pheasant hunting this is a no-
no. Since it is illegal to kill hens 
the law says hunters have to 
leave some plumage or one leg 
so wardens can tell if it is a male 
pheasant. 

Here is the good part. When 
the warden asked the hunters 
who the legless bird belonged to 
they gave up old Tom Purcell 
faster than you can say "hen." 
They called Tom on his cell 
phone and lured him back to the 
ice bucket to take the heat. 

Tom became so belligerent, 
according to reports, that the 
warden told him to shut up if he 
ever wanted to hunt in Bailey 
County again. 

They gave him a citation 
and his first trial was in March. 
Tom tried to call the landowner 
as a witness_ The wardens 
testified in the second trial. They 
said Tom had called them  

"smart asses" and told them to 
"write the g-d ticket." 

Purcell has represented 
himself in all three trials and has 
declined to testify on his own 
behalf. 

There is no word on what 
happened to the poor naked 
legless victim.

It 
opened at the Amarillo 
Botanical Gardens in January 
2003, and it will visit 18 
museums in five states during 
its three-year tour. 

"Playas.„Gems of the Plains 
features 20 separate panels," 
says Dr. P. Katz, "which 
present information on the 
function of playa lakes, as well 
as history, geology, biology, 
ecology, and art. Display boxes 
attached to the panels include 
games, models, artifacts, and 
maps. As they walk, visitors 
will listen to playa sounds." 

Playa lakes are depressions 
on the landscape that are 
generally round and small, 
averaging less than 30 acres. 
They have clay-lined basins 
and fill with water periodically, 
mostly 	from 	precipitation. 
Playa lakes are formed through 
a combination of natural 
processes most involving wind 
and water. The region's climate 
and geology encourages their 
growth. Occasional rains loosen 
the ground in small depres-
sions. Strong winds pick up the 
loose soil from the dry playa 
basin. Over time, wind scours 
the playa surface, making it 
deeper and larger. Katz notes 
that playa lakes are not to be 
confused with sinkholes or salt 
lakes. "Playas have gently

It is encouraging to see Friona rally behind one of its policemen. I 
am speaking about the support for Jerry Morris I have witnessed as I 
speak to the citizens in town. 

On my first day as Interim Police Chief, I spoke with Jerry for about 
three hours. Jerry seemed to harbor no ill feeling to anyone in city 
government for the situation in which he found himself and realized 
they were giving him as much support as they could. 

Everyone in this great country is innocent until proven guilty, 
except those in law enforcement. Due to the immense power we are 
given in taking away someone's freedom, police have to behave in a 
way to take away all suggestion of misbehavior. 

Fairly or unfairly, Jerry Morris was charged with Class A 
Misdemeanor of Assault by the Parmer County Attorney's office. 
Once an officer is charged with criminal activity, he can no longer act 
or be effective as a law enforcement officer until he is cleared of that 
charge. 

For someone to say that since Jerry was a good policeman he 
should be re-instated, before he is cleared, is sending out the 
message that if a Friona policeman is charged with a misdemeanor 
(i.e. DWI, possession of marijuana theft, or domestic violence), the 
policeman doesn't have to worry because the city government 
protects its officers, above and beyond the rights of some of the 
people those officers are sworn to protect. Lt. Jerry Morris 
understands this fact. 

I do think starting a defense fund for Jerry is a great idea, and will 
show the citizens of Friona's support for him more clearly than 
criticizing the city government who could have just washed their 
hands of the entire affair and terminated him. 

Questioning who in their right mind would want to work for the city 
of Friona does great injustice to the officers and dispatchers of this 
police department, who are working long hours to make up for the 
temporary shortage here. The officers and dispatchers that are 
sticking with your police department are not staying because they 
can't get another job. They are staying because they like Friona and 
I have found them to be highly motivated, well trained, and very 
professional. 

!n my short time as Interim Police Chief, I have found the same 
qualities in the city officials. The city officials have the safety and well 
being of all its citizens to consider when making their decisions. 

I don't think it would hurt Jerry if we all said a prayer that justice be 
served and this entire affair is over as soon as possible.
