Noted Educator
To Speak Here
Monday, April 17

DR. A.C. ELLIS TO TALK
AT LIONS CLUB, SCHOOL

Dr. A. Caswell Ellis, consultant
on adult education, Division of Ex-
tension of the University of Tex-
as, will be presented here in three
lectures next Monday, April 17.

He will speak at the High School

' assembly at 10:30 o’clock Monday

morning, his subject to be “The
Challenge of this New Era to the
High School Boy and Girl”. At
noon he will speak on “Our Peril
Now and the Way Out” to the
Lions Club, which moved its meet-
ing day up to take advantage of
his being here. Monday night at
8:30 o’clock he will speak at the
High School Auditorium on “How
to Make America Strong”, this
meeting being open to the public.

Dr. John W. Calhcun, formerly
acting president of the University
of Texas once said of Dr. Ellis. “I
used to say to Dr. Ellis that if I
were president of the University,
I would insist upon having his
office located adjacent to mine.
Every morning I would call him in
and ask what he had thought up
since the preceding day. Though
I know I would drop most of his
suggestions in the waste basket,
I would still get more new ideas
from him than from most groups
of half a dozen.”

For fifteen years, Dr. Ellis serv-
ed as Director of Cleveland College,
a branch of Western Reserve
University, whose purpose is to
provide coltege grade study for
adults. Dr. Ellis increased the at-
tendance in that institution from
fifteen hundred to more than seven
thousand students by putting into
practice a new theory of education.
He specialized in teaching mature
persons new ways of living, voca-
tional and otherwise.

Dr. Ellis disagrees with the
notion that personality is fixed at
six years of age. He has counseled
with adults of all ages who have
become frustrated in their voca-
tional or other life plans: He has
helped them re-analyse their abili-

ties through the use of scientific ;
tests and through personal coun—"

selmg.

He has also demonstrated that :

the best time to learn good citizen-
ship is after one has become a
citizen. The courses which his staff
organized in history, literature,
government and applied subjects
were taken by many persons who
had no thought of academic credit.

After completing fifteen years
of administrative work in Cleve-
land, Dr. Ellis has returned to his
home state where, for twenty-nine
years he was head of the Depart-
nient of Philcsophy.and Psycho-
logy of Education at the Univer-
sity of Tex

Possible Case Of
Polio In Sinaloa

With the occurence of ja case,
tentativelyt diagnosed as polio-
myelitis, in Sinaloa, Dr. J. F. How-
ell, Sonora city ‘health officer,
urged parents to keep their child-
ren away from crowds and at home
as much as possible and to clean
up their homes and premises, so
as to prevent the spread of the
disease.

The case here, which is believed
to be poliomyelitis by the attending
San Angelo physician, is that of
the 9-months old son of Mr. and
Mrs. Alfred Sanchez. The child be-
came ill last Saturday and was
taken to a San Angelo hospital
Tuesday, where it is receiving the
Sister Kenney treatments for in-
fantile paralysis.

Dr. Howell said that if the case
is proved to be polio, the danger
of the disease spreading here will
be greatly reduced if the proper
sanitary precautions are taken by
each family. If these precautions
are ignored, the disease could
reach epdiemic proportions as it
has before in cther communities.

WE SHOULD ACQUIRE MORE
PACIFIC BASES

Air Line Opens
New Air Route

Denver, Colo., ~April . 13--Conti-
nental Air Lines today began fam-
iliarization flights over its mew
El Paso-San Antonio route looking
toward the inauguration of regular
passenger, mail and express service
cn April 15, O. R. Haueter, vice
president of operations, announced
today.

Continental will base nine pilots,
headed by Chief Pilot J. F. Weiler,
at Hobbs, N. M., for the fiamiliar-
ization flights, which are designed
to check landing procedures at the
various airports, instrument and
night operations. The pilots will
be checked for both non-stop and
all stops on the new route, which
serves Midland, ‘Odessa, Big
Spring, and San Angelo in addition
to El Paso and San Antonio.

Haueter explained that since
Continental is already operating
the ElPaso-Hobbs portion of the
new route, it wouldn’t be necessary
to make checks over that portion,

hence Hobbs was selected as the’

flying base. The present schedule
calls for one round-trip between
Hobbs and San Antonio the first
day with two round trips each
succeeding day.
