In ¡any man’s language, 150,000 
Prisoners of War are a lot of 
captives to guard, but that is the 
record of the Military Police Com­
pany of which Sgt. Robbins P. 
Odom, son of Mr. and Mrs. R. P. 
Odom of 'Sonora, is a member. This 
company, commanded by Captain 
Joseph M. Williams of Doylestown, 
Pla., has since the fall of Tunisia 
handled that impressive total.

In May of 1943, when the Allies 
were axing the Axis in the last 
drive on Tunis and Bizerte, the 
Prisoners of War were coming in 
by thousands. This MP company 
was charged with the responsibility 
o f receiving the disorganized pri­
soners, dividing them into groups 
to facilitate handling, feeding 
them, clothing them in the styles 
of the prisoners of wis.r and seeing 
that they were well guarded to 
prevent .escape.

That they performed their duties 
well is attested to Iby the well- 
ordered efficiency with which the 
prisoners were received, processed 
and dispatched to their" ultimate 
camps of internment. They can tell 
o f thwarted escapes where some 
ambitious Germans were discover­
ed hiding in garbage dans or water 
barrels or under trucks But they 
can honestly say no man ever got 
ibjy them.

It is not so strange that the 
men of this company have the 
“ know-how” they possess. Every 
last one of them has been in at 
least one campaign, fifty percent 
have been in two campaigns and 
there are many who have fought 
in all the campaigns waged thus 
far in the Mediterranean Theater 
of Operations. They are a battle- 
wise lot.

Today the company is perform­
ing. important security guard 
duties in a large North African 
city. They live in .a hotel that has 
been converted into a GI billet 
and iCo’rrr.r”  Headquarters, and 
from here they operate on a 
twenty-four hour round-the-clock 
basis. It is a difficult job, a long 
one and a vital one.

“Their morale is excellent,”  re­
ports Captain Williams, “but you 
can’t blame them for looking for­
ward to the chance of guarding 
ithe last prisoner of this war.”

VETERANS’ G. I. BILL 
East week the House passed the 

AIR known las the “ G. I. Bill of 
Sights” .

It Is a rehabilitation measure 
:and Is designed to help veterans 
o f  this !wbt go back to where they 
left; raff when they left their busi- 
33Esses or jobs to go into military 
service.

The purpose of the G. I. bill is 
in  restore veterans as nearly as 
possible to their programs which 
•were suddenly interrupted by the 
w an \

The hill provides tuition and a. 
reasonable allowance for those who 
are need of and who desire to 
attend an apprentice or trade 
school for a year.

If their education was interupt- 
■ed by induction, provision is made 
fo r  the completion of the school 
and college work of ex-servicemen 
tnd women. The veteran would 
hoose his own school, provided it 
» approved by the State education- 
I authorities and the Veterans 

Administration.
The bill also provides that the 

government, under certain condi­
tions, guarantees up to a limited 
amount a portion of loans made 
to  veterans by private lending 
agencies,, where such loans are for 
the purpose of buying, leasing, 
etc., - homes farms ox small busi­
nesses.

Another provision is designed to 
provide placement and employment 
service for returning soldiers.

Still another section provides 
f o r  unemployment insurance for as 
much as 26 weeks out of the first 
two years. This is applicable only 
where a showing is made of in­
ability to secure work.

The bill covers a number of

other veteran problems, including 
hospitalization.

Provision has already been made 
for the wounded and disabled and 
their families. \

It seems to me that our first 
obligation is, of course, to the 
widows and orphans of those who 
are wounded and disabled and their 
wives and children. Then comes 
the need for the general rehabilita­
tion for all veterans.

To some the ¡bill may appear to 
be rather liberal in some parti­
culars and indeed experience may 
prove it inadequate in other re­
spects. No one can accurately fore­
tell how long the war may last 
or what new needs may arise in 
the future.

But the Veterans Committee of 
the House spent several weeks in 
an attempt to work out a bill 
that could be considered reason­
ably fair to the returning veterans 
as individuals and as taxpayers.

THEY CONTINUE TO STRIKE
With a million or more o f our 

young men poised for the invasion 
of Europe, which promises to be 
one of the biggest battles of his­
tory, the country has recently 
been shocked by several costly 
strikes in our vital war industries.

Take, for example, the strike of 
the 3,300 foremen in Detroit. They 
being key men, their action forced 
another 50,000 to quit wox-k for 
several days.

General Arnold says 250 fighter 
planes were lost as ¡a result of 
that stoppage. Kilter’s Luftwafe 
didn’t destroy those planes, but 

. the strikers kept them from being 
built.

It seems to me at this critical 
hour, when millions of lives hang 
in the balance, such strikers should 
be dealt with harshly. The govern­
ment could impound their union 
funds and could cut them or sus­
pend them from further benefits 
of the Wagner Labor Act. And 
there Ure other penalties that 
could ible invoked.

A man who will strike now and 
thereby help keep planes and sup­
plies away from our fighting 
forces is a saboteur and should be 
dealt with as such.

■Cpl. A. W. Await, who is station­
ed somewhere in Hawaii, writes 
the following:

“ I received a letter front you 
today that was mailed on the 28th 
of April. Sure was glad to hear 
from you and to know that every­
one was O. K. I was also glad to 
receive the pictures.

“ I went into Honolulu today, 
but I didn’t do much' of anything. 
We had a couple of good meals 
and went to a couple of good 
shows, which we had seen before. I 
will try to find Vernon Cook and 
also the other boys that are over 
here from home.”

“ I went to church this morning, 
and it was the first time since I 
have been on this island that I 
have attended church services in a 
church. All of our other services 
have been out in the field. Our 
chaplain had a very nice Mother’s 
Dlay sermon. I imagine that there 
was many a homesick boy this 
morning.

“ I have a chance to have a five- 
day leave, and I can go to the 
main island of Hawaii. It is really 
a nice trip and also a vacation. 
Several of the boys out of my pla­
toon have gone, and they really 
did enjoy their trip. It is 250 miles 
from here. We either go by boat 
or by plane, so besides the leave, 
the trip is nice. It isn’t a soldier’s 
town at all. It is more or less a 
rest city. Three of us have put in 
to go on the second of June.

“ Be good, and I will see you 
some day.”

The following letter from Cpl. 

Nelson Chadwich, who is station­
ed at Great Bend, Kansas, states:

“ I am pretty tired tonight, and

my ears are ringing. I just got 
back from Alburqurque, New Mexi­
co. We left at 8:30 this morning, 
stayed over there about two hours 
and got back here about 6:30. Five 
planes flew in formation over 
there. We flew at sixteen thousand 
and used oxygen most of the trip. 
It sure makes you tired to fly a 
long mission. It was clear most of 
the way but was pretty rough. 
We saw and flew over some snow­
capped mountains. One of them we 
went over was ten thousand feet 
high.

“ I had a chance to be a tail 
gunner but didn’t take it. I should 
have, I guess, but I took right 
side gunner. I don’t like flying so 
well. It gets old, flying every day 
for six or eight hours, and we don’t 
get so much to eat. We take sand­
wiches and coffee with us but 
miss lots of good meals. I sure like 
our officers here that fly. Lots of 
them are majors, and any of them 
will go out o f their way to help us.

“ I might go to L. A., Calif., next 
week and will try to see you, but 
I know we won’t be there very 
long—just long enough to refuel.

“ Well, I got up at five this morn­
ing, so I will close and go to bed. 
Have to fly six hours tomorrow. 
Have been getting more letters 
since I got here.”
