When American bombers set
Ifire to an unmarked Japanese
prison ship off the Philippine coast
last fall, only two out of some
1,400 American prisoners escaped
recapture. One of those was Lt.
George K. Petritz of Illinois.

Lt. FPetritz described his experi-
ences to a metting of Texas mem-
bers of Congress last week, with
Under Secretary of Wiar Patterson
attending as an interested guest.
The young Lieutenant, a hero of
Corregidor, told of intimate details
of Japanese brutalities.. His prison
life was climaxed by the ride on
the ill-fated Jap prison ship. The
Americans were herded into the
hold of the ship where 230 died in
, two days from suffocation, all be-
" cause the Japs refused to open
ventilators.

Lt. Petritz recalled the thoughts
and hopes of the prisoners during
the 30-month ordeal of prison life,
many of whom mo longer live.

“The men I knew,” he said,
“want to give the members of
Congress and the American people
the details of their experiences.
We want to help you prevent this
sort of thing from happening
again. We want to help maintain
American democracy so this will
always be the best place on earth
in which to live.”

A DYING BUREAU

Many wartime agencies have
been essential in order to prevent
inflation, control distribution of
goods and insure adequate  mater-
ials for war industries. Many of
these will insist on being made per-
manent. An example is the Fair
Employment  Practices. Committee,
set up by Executive order purport-
edly to help solve certain man-
power problems during wartime.

A desperate attempt is now be-
ing made to make the F.E.P.C.
permanent, from now on, and give
it tremendous  powers of control
and regimentation over employ-
ment practices of merchants and
farmers.

This proposed legislation stems
mostly from the -influence of pres-
sure groups, highly organized,
that make violent political threats
against Congressmen who don’t do
as they are told.

The fight to make the F.E.P.C.
permanent is being led in the
House by Congressman Vito Mar-
cantonio of New York, of the
American Labor Party. Every
radical organization in the coun-
try is supporting the move, and
there are some people who support
it solely because they don’t know
of its vicious un-American pro-
visions.

Here, briefly, are some of the
results the measure would bring
about:

1. It would enable a bureau in
Wiashington to tell the farmer and
merchant affected whom they can
hire, whom they can fire and whom
they can promote. It would pro-
tect the lazy and the indolent!

2. It would allow the bureau to
force school boards to hire teach-
ers of minority races, regardless
of the judgment of the trustees.

3. It would deprive the farmer
and merchant of a right of trial
by jury where a complaint should
be filed by a disgruntled jobhold-
er or job seeker, claiming dis-
crimination . on account of race,
religion, ete.

4. Tt would ‘set up a system of
regimentation over employers, that
would make the F.E.P.C. the in-
vestigator, the prosecutor and the
judge.

5. If enacted, it would be
first time in American
that an independent =2
force an employer to hire a parti-
cular person, contrary to his own
judgment and the effect on the
success of his business.

6. It would repeal job preference
laws now in effect for the benefit
of war veterans, to the extent that
there should be a conflict between
the: preference laws iand the broad
Jurisdiction given the F.E.P.C. It
would thereby strike a terrific
blow at the veterans of this war.

From this, it is easy to under-
stand why it is that, with a better
general understanding of the vie-
ious provisions contained in the
bill, much opposition has develop-
ed. The temporary set-up will die
on July 1, unless revived. It is
bogged down at the moment and

Kershner of Rio de Janiero, Brazil,
who told the club briefly of the
populaticn, customs, climate and
historical and social .backowund of
Rio.

The climate is always warm in
Rio, she said, with the mercury
never exceeding 92 degrees nor
going below 65 degrees. As the
foreigners who have settled there

summer, and the other three
months are hot”. She explained

that the mational language is, con-
trary to popular belief, Portugese
instead of Spanish. The inhabi-
tants are predominately Negroid;
the higher clases claim to be pure
Portuguese, and the others are a
mixture of Negro, Portuguese and
Indian.

The population of Rio is about
two million, Mrs. Kershner said,
and the American colony, which
is just like™ a' small American
»town and is situated on the coast,
has about 5,000 inhabitants.

The Brazilians are very polite,
kind people, she explained, and
they seem to favor the Americans
over all other foreigners.

There is a wide class difference
in Brazil, there being practically
no middle class, as we have in
America. Their standard of living
is' much lower, in general, than
is the American, except in the
case of the executives of large
companies and of the professional
classes.

At the end of Mrs. Kershner’s
talk, E. D. Stringer auctioned off
the club’s billboard on the Court
House lawn, which has been used
as a service men’s honor roll. Pat
Lyles bid the high price of $50.

With Famed 36th
Div..In Germany

6th ARMY GROUP, GERMANY
—First 86th “Texas” Division
troops on German soil were dough-
boys of the 141st Infantry Regi-
ment who. in 10 days, battered
the Wehrmacht from strong posi-
tions along the Moder River
through the Siegfried Line.

A member of this regiment is
Pfe. Juan F. Yanez of Sonora.

Pfc. Jcm AF. Yanez

-Engaged in bitter house-to-
house fighting in the torn city of
Hagenau, these U. S. Seventh

Army infantrymen broke out from
a small bridgehead across the
Moder, clashed with German rear-
cuards j@and finally knocked out
35 pillhoxes aud forts in cutting
through the Siegfried Line.

The doughboys, commanded by
Col. H. Owens of Wallace, Idaho,
have left landmarks to a defeated
Reich from Salerno, Italy, to the
Rhine in Germany in 353 days of
conflict with the enemy. Among
the most veteran infantrymen in
General Jacob L. Devers’ 6th
Army Group, they captured more
than 6,000 ‘Germans in France
alone. Several Nazi leaders have
been added to their bag in Austria.

They were the first Americans
to assault nmow-crumbled Fortress
Europe with the Salerno landings
and later fought in the Rapido
River’s famous ‘Battle of Guts”
below Cassino. The mountain city
of Velletri fell to them when they
took part in the spectacular 36th
Division infiltration maneuver that
opened the gates to Rome.

Spearheading a beach landing in
Southern France, they struck
north to aid in the destruction of
the German 19th Army at Monte-
tains, the defense of Colmar
ged warfare in the Vosges Moun-
tains , the ddfense of Colmar
passes, and combat against Ger-
mans emplaced in Maginot Line
fortresses near Bitche.

Hundreds of the doctors now in

uniform have been afforded small
opportunity to keep abreast of
medical and surgical developments
during the period they have been
serving their country. Large num-
bers of them have had no chance
to progress and keep active in
their various chosen specialties.
The three medical schools will
offer in the immediate future re-
fresher courses for all interested
doctors. These courses and lectures
will be of varying duration mang-
ing from week-end “brush-ups” to
courses which will last as long as
nine month or a year. The colleges
even plan to carry these courses
to the various County Medical
Societies when requested, primari-
ly for the benefit of the veterans.
They will send out teams of spec-
ialists to lecture before county
societies jand the entire member-
ship of the societies will be able
to ienefit from them.

Many surveys have ~recently
been conducted among Medical Of-
ficers and replies indicate that 60
percent of the doctors in service
desire six months or more of fur-
ther training in hospital or medi-
cal school work, 20 percent wish
for short courses in varlous spec-
ialties and 20 percent "say they
wish no further medical training.
The Texas medical colleges are
planning to establish a number of
fellowships for returning Medical
Oificers and hospitals throughout
the State are planning to cooperate
with the arrangement of @ddition-
al residences.

We’ll appreciate
it and the men in uniform will be glad to hear
about their friends and buddies in other parts
of the world. This feature page will act as a
clearing nouse for the activities of the service
men, many of whom receive the News.

Sgt. Edcar N. Stubblefield
writes from Germany:

“I was sure glad to hear from
you--it had been quite a while
since I'd had a letter from your
way.

“I guess that R. C. must have
had a wonderful time while he
was at home. Who wouldn’t be
happy with a thirty-day leave?

“I guess I haven’t written to
you since I've been in Germany,
so Plltry to tell you a little abeut
the country.

“There are some places that are
really beautiful--others that were
nice. There seems to be quite a
few pine forests, land I always did
like big trees. There is really
some beautiful farmland here, too.
You can see the fields on /the hills
so steep that they built terraces
out of rock. It -was something
new to me.' I saw the city of
Frankfurt-on-Main--it hardly looks
like a city . . . the buildings have
been completely leveled in large
lareas, leaving mothing more than
a great pile of bricks and debris.
Where there were streets at one
time, there are only trails for
pedestrians now. The air force and
artillery did a terrific job of des-
truction on these ‘German cities--
especially in the industrial dis-
tricts.

“I saw some of the country from
the dair--that was a pretty big
thrill. T saw' how the destruction
looked from the air. It’s a rather
horrible ‘picture, but it had to be
done to end the war over here.
It’s hard to see why ‘these people
would have the desire for more

. land than they have, for it can be

seen that they had a beautiful
country and must have had all
they needed for a good, comfort-
able, peaceful life. I have no pity
for them whatsoever--they caused
all the destruction of their own
land by beginning the war and
they caused many other people to
suffer great hardships.

“Well, the mail situation isn’t
too bad at present. The letters
seem to be coming through pretty
slowly, but I’ve heard from Dad
quite regularly. I've received five
packages in @s many days, so that
isn’t bad!

“I have candy, gum, cigarettes,
after shave lotion and a mumber
of other things which should last
for a few days.

“T just received a change of ad-
dress card from Wayland yester-
day. I really am anxious to hear
from him, because I have no idea
where he could be. I guess ;there
are millions of soldiers are wonder-
ing where they will be in the near
future, but that’s about as far as
they will get. I’'m wondering, too!

“It’s great that the war is fin-
ished over here--we have waited
for V-E Day and now we are
waiting for V-J. I hope that it
isn’t too far away, so all the fel-
lows will have a chance to get
back home again.

“Well, . I’'d better close for this

time. I’'m feeling just fine--I’ve
been playing softball a good bit

NO. 7

proposing an amendment to Arti-
cle VI of the Constitution of Tex-
as providing that any person in
the armed forces of the United
States, or, the Armed Force Re-
cerve of the United States, or of
any branch or component part
thereof, or the TUnited States
Maritime Service, or the United
States Merchant Marines, or who
has been a member of same with-
in ‘eighteen months prior to the
holding of any election in this
gtate authorized by law, and is
otherwise a qualified voter, shall
not be required to pay, or to hold
a receipt for the payment of, a
poll tax in order to vote at any
such election, if same is held while
the United States is at war or
within a certain stated time there-
after; providing that members of
the regular Army, Navy, or Ma-
rine Corps of the United States
shall not be permitted to vote;
providing that other members of
the armed forces shall be entitled
to vote under certain conditions;
providing the form of the ballot
for voting on said proposed amend-
ment; fixing the time for holding
an election; directing the Gover-
nor to issue the necessary procla-
mations; and making an appro-
priation.——mM

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. There shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified voters of
the State of Texas the matter of
amending Article VI of the Con-
stitution of Texas, by adding there-
to a new section which will modi-
fy the present restrictions con-
cerning voting. This new section
shall be inserted between Section
2 and Section 3 of said Article VI,
and shall be known as Section 2a,
and shall read as follows:

“Section 2a. Nothing in this
Constitution shall be construed to
require any person, who at the
time of the holding of an election
hereinafter referred to is, or who,
within eighteen months immediate-
ly prior to the time of holding any
such election was, a member of
the armed forces of the TUnited
States or of the Armed Force Re-
serve of the United States or of
any branch or component part of
such armed forces or Armed Re-
serve, or the United States Mari-
time Service or the United States
Merchant Marines, and 'who is
otherwise a qualified voter under
the laws and Constitution of

this state, to pay a poll tax
assessed against him, as a
condition precedent to ~ his

right to vote in any election held
under the authority of the laws of
this state, during the time the Un-
ited States is engaged in fighting
a war, or within one year after
the close of the calendar year in
which said war is terminated.

“Provided, however, that the
foregoing provisions of this sec-
tion do not confer the right to vote

. upon any person who is a mem-

ber of the regular establishment
of the United States Army, Navy,
or Marine Corps; and provided
further, that all persons in the
armed forces of the United States,
or the component branches there-
of, not members of the regular
esfablishment of the United States
Army, Navy, or Marine Corps, are
hereby declared not to be disquali-
fied from yoting by reason of any
provision of sub-section “Fifth” of
Section 1, of this Article.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu-
tidnal amendment shall be submit-
ted to a vote of the qualified elec-
tors of this state on August 25,
1945, at which election all voters
favoring said amendment shall
shall write' or have printed on
thei}:, ballots the following:

For the amendment to Article
VI, of the Constitution of Texas,
providing that any person in the
arnjed forces of the United States,
or the Armed Force Reserve of the

Bnited States, or of any bruanch

or component part thereof, or of
the United States Maritime Ser-
vice, or the United States Mer-
chant Marine, or who has been a
member of same within eighteen
months prior to the holding of
any election in this state authoriz-

-ed by law, and is otherwise a quali-

fied voter, shall not be required
to pay, or to hold a receipt for the
payment of, a poll tax in order to
vote at any such election, if same
is held while the United States is
at war or within a certain stated
time thereafter.”

Those opposed to such amend-
ment shall have written or printed
on their ballots the following:

“AGAINST the amendment to
Article VI of the Constitution of
Texas, providing that any person
in the armed forces of the United
States, or the Armed Force Re-
serve of the United States, or of
any branch or component part
thereof, or of the United States
Maritime Service, or the United
States Merchant Marine, or who
has been a member of same within
eighteen months prior to the hold-
ing of any election in this state
authorized by law, and is other-
wise' a qualified voter, shall not
be* required to pay, or to hold a
receipt for the payment of, a poll
tax in order to vote at any such
election, if same is held while the
United States is at war or within
a certain stated time therafter,”’—

Sec. 3. The Governor shall isssue
the necessary proclamations relat-
ing to the publication of the fore-
going: Resolution, in the various
counties of the state, and shall
cause the same' to be published
as required by the statutes and
the Constitution in connection with
the submission of proposed amend-
ments to the Constitution, to the
people for their action at a state-
wide election. If it shall appear
from the returns of the election
at which the foregoing amendment
to the Constitution is voted upon
that a majority of the qualified
voters have voted for said amend-
ment, same shall then become a
part of the Constitution of Texa-
as.

Sec. 4. There is hereby appro-
priated out of the General Fund
of the State of Texas, not other-
wise appropriated, the sum of Fif-
teen Thousand Dollars ($15,000.00),
or so much thereof as may be nec-
essary, to pay the expenses of ad-
vertising said Resolution in each
county in the state and for such
other purpose as may be necessary,
or required by law, or by the Con-
stitution.

S. J. R. No. 8
A JOINT RESOLUTION
proposing an amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Texas
providing for a Supreme Court of
nine members; prescribing their
qualifications; and providing for
their election, tenure of office and
compensation.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
LATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 2 of
Article 5 of the Constitution of
the State of Texas be amended so
as hereafter to read as follows:

“Article 5. Section 2. The Su-
preme Court shall consist of a
Chief Justice and eight Associate
Justices, any five of whom shall
constitute a quorum, and the con-
currence of five shall be necessary
to a decision of a case; provided,
that when the business of the court
may require, the court may sit in
sections as designated by the court
to hear arguments of causes and
to consider applications for writs
of error or other preliminary mat-
ters. No person shall be eligible
to the office of Chief Justice or
Associate Justice of the Supreme
Court unless he be, at the time
of his election, a citizen of the Un-

ited States and of this state, and

uniess e shali liave avtatiled e

age of thirty-five years, and shall
have been a practicing lawyer, or
a lawyer and judge of a court of
record: together at least ten years.
Said Justices shall be elected (three
of them each two years by the
qualified voters of the state at a
general election; shall hold their
offices six years, or until their suc-
cessors are elected and qualified;
and shall each receive such com-
pensation as shall be provided by
law. In case of a vacancy in the
office of any Justice of the Su-
preme Court, the Governor shall
fill the vacancy until the next gen-
eral election for state officers, and
at such general election the vacan-
cy for the unexpired term shall be
filled by election by the qualified
voters of the state. The Justices
of the Supreme Court who may be
in office at the time this amend-
ment takes effect shall continue
in office until the expiration of
their term of office under the pres.
ent Constitution, and until their
successors are elected and qualifi-
ed. The Judges of the Commission
of Appeals who may be in office
at the time this amendment takes
effect shall become Associate Jus-
tices of the Supreme Court and
each shall continue in office as
such Associate Justice of the Su-
preme Court until January 1st next
preceding the expiration® of the
term to which he has been apointed
and until his successor shall be
elected and qualified.”

Sec. 2. Said proposed Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be sub-
mitted to a vote of the qualified
electors of this State at a special
election to be held throughout the

State on the fourth Saturday in

August, 1945, at which election
each voter opposing said proposed
amendment shall scratch off the
ballot with a pen or pencil the fol.
lowing words printed on said bal-
iott—muv—— !

“FOR the amendment to the State
Constitution providing for a Su-

+ preme Court of nine members:”

and each voter favoring said pro-
posed amendment shall scratch off
the ballot in the same manner the
following words printed on said
ballot; ——

“AGAINST the amendment to
the State Constitution providing
for a Supreme Court of nine mem-

If it appears from the returns
of said election that majority of
the votes cast are in favor of said
amendment, the sanie shall become

Sec. 8. The Covernor shall issue
the necessary proclamation for said
election and have the same pub-
lished and said election held as
provided by the Constitution and
laws of this State.

In addition to the
per diem the members of each
House shall be entitled to mileage

shall not exceed Two Dollars and
Fifty Cents ($2.50) for each twen-
ty-five (25) miles, the distance
to be computed by the nearest and
most direct route of travel by
land, regardless of railways or
water routes; and the Comptroller
of the State shall prepare and pre-
serve a table of distances to each
county seat, now or hereafter to be
established; and by such table the
mileage of each member shall be
paid; but no member shall be en-
titled to mileage for any extra
session that may be called within
one day after the .adjournment of
any regular or called session.”——
Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be sub-
mitted to a vote of the qualified
electors of this State at an elec-
tion to be held throughout the State
on the fourth Saturday in August,
A. D. 1945, at which all ballot:
shall have printed theron: ‘
“FOR the Constitutional Amend-
ment providing for continuous sal-
ary per .diem of all" members of
the Legislature during their tenure
of office” and
“AGAINST the Constitutional
Amendment providing for continu-
ous salary per diem of all members
of the Legisloture  during their
tenure of office.” ——
Each voter shall mark out one
one of said clauses on the ballot,
leaving the one expressing his
vote on the proposed Amendment.
Sec. 3. The GGovernor shall issue
the necessary proclamaticn for said
election and have the same pub-
lished as required by the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State.
Sec. 4. The provisicns of this

Consutuuonal amer ent suail be

self enacting, and if a majority
of votes at said election shall be
cast for same the Governor shall,
within thirty (30) days after said
election, issue a proclamation de-
claring this Amendment to be a
part of the Constitution of Tex-
as——————

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
proposing an amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Tex-
as, amending Sections, 51a, 51b,
51c¢, and 51d of Article III so that
the same shall consist of one sec-
tion to be known as Section b5la,
providing that the Legislature
shall have the power to provide
assistance to and provide for the
payment of same to actual bona
fide citizens of Texas .who are
needy aged persons over the age
of sixty-five (65) years, needy
blind persons over the age of
twenty_ one (21) years, and needy
children under the age of sixteen
(16) years; providing for the ae-
ceptance of financial aid from the
Government of the United States
for such assistance; providing
that the payments of such assis-
tance from State funds shall never
exceed either the payments from
Federal funds or a total of more
than Thirty-five Million Dollars
($35,000,000) per year; providing
for the necessary election, form
of ballot, proclamation, and pub-
lication, and making an appropria-
tion to defray the necessary ex-
penses of proclamation, publica-

tion, and holding the election.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Sections 51a, 51b,
51e, and 51d of Article III of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
be amended and the same are here-
by amended so that the same shall
hercafter consist of one section to
be numbered 51a, which shall read
as follows:

“See. 5la, The Legislature shall
have the power, by general laws
to provide, subject to limitations
anu restrictions herein contained,
and such other limitations, restrie-
tions and  regulations as may by
the Legislature be deemed exped-
ien: for assistane to, and for the
p2yment of assistance to:

“(1) Needy aged persons who
arc actual bona fide ecitizens of
Texas and who are over the age
of sixty-five (65) years; provided
that no such assistance shall be
paid to any inmate of any State
supported institution, while such
inmate, or to any person who shall
not have actually resided in Tex-
as for at‘least five (5) years
during the nine (9) years immed-
iately preceding the application for
such assistance and continuously
for one (1) year immediately pre-
ceding such application; provided
that the maximum payment per
month from State funds shall not
be more than Twenty Dollars ($20)
per month.

“(2) Needy blind persons who
are actual bona fide citizens of
Texas and are over the age of
twenty-one (21) years; provided
that no such assistance shall be
paid to any inmate of any State
supported institution, while such
inmate, or to any person who shall
not have actualy resided in Texas
at least five (5) years during the
nine (9) years immediately pre-
ceding the application for such
assistance and continuously for one
(1)' year immediately preceding
such application.

“(8) Needy children who are act-
ual bona fide citizens of Texas
and are under the age of sixteen

(16) years; provided that no such
assistance shall be paid on account
of any child over One (1) year
old who has not continuously re-
sided in Texas for one (1) year
immediately preceding the applica-
tion for such assistance, or on ac-
count of any child under the age
of one ()1 year whose mother has
not continuously resided in Texas
for one (1) year immediately pre-
ceding such application.

“The Legislature shall have the
authority to accept from the Fed-
eral Government of the United
States such financial aid for the
assistance of the needy aged, needy
blind, and needy children as such
Government may offer not incon-
sistent with restrictions herein
set forth; provided however that
the amount aof such assistance
ut of State funds to each person
1ssisted shall never exceed the
amount so expended out of Feder-
al Funds; and, provided further
that the total amount of money to
be expended out of State funds for
such assistance to the needy aged,
needy blind, and needy ckildren
shall never. exceed the sum of
Thirty-five Million Dollars
($35,000,000) per year.”

Should the Legislature enact en-
abling laws and provide an ad-
ditional appropriation hereto in
anticipaticn of the adoption of
this amendment, such Acts shall
not be invalid by reason of their
anticipatory character.

Sec. 2 The foregoing Constitu-
tional amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified electors of
Texas at a special election to be
held throughout the State of Tex-
as on the 25th day of August, 1945,
at which election there shall be
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ing clause:

' “For the amendment to the Con-
stitution giving the Legislature
the power to set up a system of
payments of old age assistance to
those above sixty-five (65) years
of age; provided that monthly pay.
ments from State funds to any
one person may be in valid
amounts based on need, that the
maximum payment per month per
person from State funds shall no
be more than Twenty Dollars ($20)
per month; giving the Legislature
the power to set up a system of
payments for the needy blind per-
sons over twenty-one (21) years
of age; giving the Legislature the
power to set up a system of pay-
ments to needy children under six-
teen (16) years of age; providing
for the expenditure of funds from
the Federal Government; limiting
the total amount which may, be
expended for such assistance out
of State funds; and providing
conditions as to residence within

the State in order to become elig-
ible to receive assistance.”
“Against the amendment to the
Constitution giving the Legisla-
ture the power to set up a system
of payments of old age assistance

amounts based on need, that the
maximum payment per month per
person from State funds~shall not
be. more than Twenty Dollars
($20) per month; giving the Leg-
islature the power ‘to set up a
system of payments for the needy
blind  persons over twenty-one

children under sixteen (16) years

iSec. 3 The Governor of ‘the
State of Texas is hereby directed
to issue the necessary proclama-
tion for said election and have the
same published and held asg re-
quired by the Constitution and the
Laws of the State of Texas.

Sec. 4 The sum of Five Thou-
sand Dollars ($5,000) or so much
thereof as may be necessary is
hereby appropriated out of the
funds of the Treasury of the State,
not otherwise appropriated, to pay
expenses of such publication and
election.
