John L. Lewis Shares Blame
Old John L. Lewis, striking fast 

following the terrible Centralia 
Mine blast which claimed the lives 
of 112 coal miners, attempted to 
blame Interior Secretary J. A. 
Krug, Coal Mines Administrator, 
for “ criminal negligence” and 
“ murder” in connection with the 
disaster.

Testifying before our Labor 
Sub-committee last week, before 
kleig lights and radio microphones, 
Lewis vented his spleen toward 
Krug and made admissions that 
branded himself with guilt and 
criminal negligence.

In my questioning of the witness 
I branded him as being far more 
guilty than Krug. The basis for 
my charge were these facts:

1. In the contract with the 
government, it was provided that 
at each mine “ there shall be a 
Mine Safety Committee selected 
by the Local Union.”  The contract 
provides that “ If the committee be­
lieves conditions found endanger 
the lives and bodies of the mine 
workers, it shall report its find­
ings and recommendations to the 
management.” It is further pro­
vided that the findings of the com­
mittee are conclusive and the safe­
ty code entitles the workers to 
then withdraw from the unsafe 
area without additional authority.

2. Lewis said he personally 
knew of the unsafe conditions in 
the Centralia Mine and knew it 
might “ blow up” at any time.

3. While knowing of the im­
minent danger that existed, Lewis 
as head of the Mine Workers Un­
ion took no steps to withdraw the 
miners from the danger area, 
which he had a right to do under 
the terms of the contract with the 
government.

4. While knowing of the im­
minent danger at Centralia, Lewis 
did not see fit to personally call 
that fact to the attention of Mr. 
Krug, as Coal Mines Administrator, 
and lodge a protest.

“ What is your excuse,” I asked, 
for not appealing to Mr. Krug to 
correct the Centralia condition?”
. “ Why, Mr. Krug and I were at 

war,”  boomed Lewis. “ Didn’t you 
hear about it? Least of all we 
could communicate with Mr. Krug 
about a local condition.”

Thus we have the sordid story 
of an arrqgant old man who knew 
the Centralia Mine' disaster might 
happen at any moment but who 
wouldn’t call it to the attention of 
the Coal Mines Administrator be­
cause “we are at war” .

The Wool Bills
Both the House and Senate 

Committees have reported favor* 
ably bills providing government 
wool programs for a period of two 
years from last January first.

It is hoped these measures will 
be acted upon at an early date. 
This will depend, however, upon 
the Republican leadership which 
has control over what legislation 
is taken up and acted upon.

The present wool purchase pro­
gram expires on April 15. It was 
for that reason we have urged that 
action be speeded. Through the 
efforts of Bryan Hunt, of Sonora, 
President of the Texas Sheep and 
Goat Raisers’ Association, Vestel 
Askew, Secretary, Steve Stumberg, 
of Sanderson, past president, and 
M. C. Puckett of Fort Stockton, 
Vice-President, and others, the 
House Committee on Agriculture 
reported a bill two weeks ago. But 
the House leadership has not yet 
permitted the bill to come up.

The House Hill would continue 
* the present purchase program for 

two years and allow the CCC to 
sell our wool at prices competitive 
with foreign wools. The Senate 
bill does the same and provides 
for a revised parity price formula 
which is ca'led “ comparable price” . 
This would mean an increas of 
about two cents  ̂ pound to domes­
tic wool produiers.

Spokesmen for wool growers 
have urged that, in lieu of the 
government subsidy program, the 
wool be sold on a free market, pro­
vided additional protection is giv­
en in the form of import quotas or 
the imposition of import fees on 
wool dumped on our own domestic 
markets from foreign countries.

There is a lot of support for that 
position in the House and we are 
hopeful the Republican-controlled 
Rules Committee, which decides 
what bills may come up and what 
amendments may be offered, will 
permit that solution to be consider­
ed cn the House floor.

Medicated Feed 
Said To Prevent 
Bitterweed Deaths

EXPERIMENTS ON FIELDS, 
WHEAT RANCHES SHOW 
MUCH PROMISE
Ranchmen from seven counties 

visited the Fields and Gus Wheat 
ranches near here Wednesday to 
observe the results* of . a 60-day 
sheep feeding experiment wherein 
100 lambs and 70 bred ewes were 
pastured in heavily infested bitter-» 
weed pastures and given a medica­
ted feed developed by Dr. Ben K. 
Green of Fort Stockton.

The lambs, held in a 400 acre 
pasture on the Fields ranch, were 
given a half-pound of medicated 
soy bean cake per day, and gained 
about 15 pounds each during the 
60-day period.

The ewes, also in a 400 acre 
pastu?*e on the Wheat ranch, were 
given the same dosage, a pound 
daily, half in cottonseed cake, and 
after lambing started, in cotton­
seed meal in order that the lambs 
might get the preventive drug.

Fields said that the lambs did 
well from the start, and that only 
one died.

The 70 ewes were started on the 
feed before they began lambing 
and show to have done well. In 
this experiment Green and Wheat 
were anxious to learn if feeding 
the preventive drug to the ewes 
would be injurious to the lambs. 
They found the lambs were normal; 
that they would eat the cottonseed 
meal which had been treated with 
the drug; and that neither the 
lambs nor ewes showed ill effects.

Cost of the drugs for a ton of 
feed is §50 and this provides 4,000 
doses, Dr. Green said. He figures 
the cost of the medicine for one- 
half pound of the feed at 1.2 cents 
and the cost of the feed at 2 cents 
— total of 3.2 cents per day for 
feeding sheep on bitterweed.

“ The bitters in bitterweed is 
what makes the sheep eat the 
plant,” Dr. Green said. “ In order 
to get the sheep to eat this special 
feed one first must put the feed 
in a pen. After a sheep is taught 
to eat he’ll come after the feed 
any place it is put in the pasture.

“ Bitterweed ‘experts’ tell me 
that sheepmen can get by without 
much ill effect in their flock if, 
they have some relief to carry 
them from 60 to 75 days in the 
spring. I believe these two experi­
ments have proven this medicated 
feed will get the job done.”

Before taking on the bitterweed 
experiments Green ran some tests 
on yellow weed, which is found in 
the range country around Fort 
Stockton. He did some tests on the 
Harrison Dyche place near Fort 
Stockton and said he found sheep 
did well on the yellow weed when 
they ate this feed.

Dyche,. along with half a dozen 
other Fort Stockton ranchmen, was 
a visitor at the ranches today.
* Green says the yellow weed and 
bitterweed are cousins in the weed 
family but the yellow weed is the 
more potent.

He says he has isolated the toxic 
content of both weeds.

Dr. Green has two other feeding 
experiments under way on bitter­
weed. One is at the Hamlin Elrod 
ranch near Sterling City and the 
other at the ranch of Steve Calver- 
,ly, Jr., Garden City.

The quantity of consumption of 
the medicated feed will depend en­
tirely upon the demand, he said. 
Drugs used in the feed, he reported, 
are not plentiful and he has had 
some trouble in obtaining suffi­
cient supplies for these experi­
ments.

Ranchmen from Tom Green, Ed­
wards, Schleicher, Val Verde, Sut­
ton, Crockett and Pecos Counties 
visited the two Sutton ranches and 
inspected the flocks.

Texas Business
Continues Climb»

CONSTRUCTION STAYS ' 
AT HIGH LEVEL
Business in Texas during Febru­

ary continued the upward trend 
that began in October 1945.

Bank debits, always a good in­
dicator of general business activ­
ity have increased 23 per cent 
since February 1946 and 3 per 
cent for the January-to-February 
comparsion, although this index 
reflects not only the volume oi 
business transacted but also the 
rise in prices.

Postal receipts declined for the 
second straight month, suggesting 
that possibly the recent increases 
in business as measured by other 
indexes may be the result of ris­
ing prices rather than a rise in 
the volume of business.

The volume of retail sales is 
the only major phase of business 
activity in Texas to show a de­
cline in February. At the same time 
this volume is slowing down, the 
inventories o f retailers are increas­
ing, the percentage of goods sold 
on credit is increasing, and col­
lections of outstanding accounts 
are declining.

Industrial production in Texas 
generally showed an increase in 
February over January and stood 
well above the level a year ago

The building industry continued 
at a high level, limited only by 
the amount o f materials and labor 
available. The rising cost of con­
struction is causing worry in the 
industry, but as yet has not caus­
ed a decline in the volume of con­
struction contracts awarded.

Early recognition of cancer 
symptoms will lead to early diag­
nosis and treatment, and in many 
cases the victim can be entirely 
cured and live out a normal life 
span.

Gangsters in the Grass

feeds and brush are gangsters in the grass 
They literally steal your cattle and sheep by re­
ducing the carrying capacity of grazing land or 
pastures. They rob your soil of moisture and min­
erals. They choke the life out of your grass.

Mesquite and sagebrush in Western range coun­
try are often thieving plants. They’re tough and 
aggressive. The carrying capacity o f a hundred 
million acres of good grazing land has been greatly 
reduced by these two alone. Weeds and brush can 
be burned or poisoned, grubbed out with bull­
dozers or yanked out with tractors and cables. 
Grass thrives again when the brush is gone. Then, 
cattle or sheep production can be increased, some­
times as much as 300 %.

From farming states come reports of doubled 
beef production per acre o f pasture simply by 
mowing weeds. In dairying sections startling im­
provements in production, flavor, and milk and 
cream profits have resulted from cutting pasture 
weeds two or three times a season. Promising 
experimental work is proceeding with 2, 4-D and 
other new chemical weed killers. Spraying pas-

tures is proving effective in destroying these live­
stock rustlers.

Once weeds are under control, pastures benefit 
by liming, fertilizing, reseeding with recommended 
pasture mixtures, by harrowing or discing to break 
up manure. Few crops give as great return for a 
little attention as does grass. A good starting point 
in an improved grass program is to take steps to 
control weeds and brush.

We—both you and Swift—are interested in mak­
ing the best use of what we have. It has been said 
that "a penny saved is a penny earned.”  There are 
many dollars to be saved by making the most effi­
cient use of grass lands.

SULPHUR CUTS LAMB LOSSES
R eport o f a C olorado A & M  Experim ent

Good news for lamb feeders comes from Colorado A & M. 
In an experiment with 2,000 lambs, they found that death 
losses from "overeating”  can be greatly reduced by merely 
adding 2% sulphur to the grain mixture being fed.

"Overeating,”  or enterotoxemia, as it is technically 
called, is a major cause of death among fattening lambs. 
It causes the affected animals to stiffen at the joints and 
to hold their heads in a high, unnatural position. They 
stop eating, with usually fatal results. Losses often run as 
high as 5% in a band and sometimes higher.

The 2,000 lambs in the Colorado experiment were di­
vided into four equal lots. Each lot was fed the same grain 
mixture and alfalfa hay. However, the lambs in lot num­
ber 2, which was self-fed, and lot number 3, which was 
hand-fed, got 2% sulphur in their grain mixture. The 
death loss in the self-fed lot not getting sulphur was 9.6%, 
or almost 10 lambs in each 100 fed. In the lot getting 
sulphur, the death loss was 1.8%, or less than two lambs 
in each 100 fed. In the hand-fed lot getting no sulphur, 
the death loss was 6.6%, while in the sulphur-fed lot, only 
1% of the lambs died.

The sulphur-fed lambs consumed less grain and there­
fore did make slightly smaller gains. But death losses in

Price ba lances  
supply and dem and
There is always a demand for meat. 
Yes, at some price. But that price is 
not determined by the meat’s cost, 
or set by the meat packer. It is set 

by what the consumers are willing and able to pay 
for the meat and by-products. That is something 
which mußt be known and remembered if one is to 
understand the meat business.

A  good many people think that the meat packers 
sell mea| for the cost of the livestock, plus expense, 
plus a profit. But that is not how meat prices are 
made. We must sell our meat— because it is perish­
able. We hope, of course, to sell it at a price which 
gives us a profit. But profit or loss, we must sell it. 
As our president, John Holmes, said recently, “ We 
seek the price that balances supply and demand. 
Sometimes this is a profitable price; sometimes there 
is a loss. The records show that, on the average, we 
make a modest profit year by year.”.

As for prices paid for livestock, they, too, are set 
by the forces of supply and demand. No meat packer 
could control them because there is so much com­
petition both in buying and selling. There are over 
4,000 meat packers and 20,000 commercial slaughter­
ers competing daily for live _
animals- t A). S i m e o n .

No, things are not always as they seem. Take 
that fence wire, for example. The fence maker 
paid perhaps a pound for the iron. You buy 
it as fencing at around I f  a pound. That leaves 
a “ spread” of a pound between the raw mate­
rial and the finished product. This “spread” 
covers heat treating, drawing the wire, weaving 
it, rolling, and other processes we may not know 
about. It includes also manufacturer’s profit, 
transportation, jobbers’ and retailers’ costs and 
profits, and delivery to you.

There is also a “spread” between what you 
producers get for livestock and what you pay 
the meat dealer for meat. For one thing, an 
average 1000-pound steer produces only 543 
pounds of meat and 161 pounds of by-products, 
both edible and inedible.

What are the fa c ts?

Actually the railroads earned 
only 2%% in 1946.

20-year endowment, endowment at 
age 60, and endowment at age65. 
These are in addition to the three 
permanent plans discussed pre­
viously.

Endowments mature for the face 
amount of the insurance at the 
maturity date.

AUGUST 1 DEADLINE FOR 
REINSTATING POLICIES
Insurance- wise ex-servicemen 

in the West Texas area, assigned 
more than $11,380 in U. S. Armed 
Forces Terminal Leave Bonds to 
the Veterans Administration, for 
advance premium payments on 
their G.I. insurance during the 
period March 1-15, 1947, Artell P. 
Donovan, VA contact representaT 
tive for this area, revealed today.

The average leave bond assigned 
to VA for premium payments 
amounted to about $200, Donovan 
said, and would pay premiums in 
advance on the average NSL in­
surance term policy for approxi­
mately 2 V2 years.

Advantages in applying leave 
bonds on NSLI premium payments 
are many, Donovan pointed out. 
The most popular being the fact 
a veteran receives a 3 per cent per 
annum discount on premiums paid 
in advance, which effects a sub­
stantial • savings.

VA’s information campaign dir­
ecting veterans’ attention to the 
opportunities of reinstating laps­
ed NSL insurance, is showing 
great results, Donovan continued, 
recent t figures indicating South­
west Texas veterans are reinstat­
ing their lapsed insurance at the 
rate of more than $100,000 daily.

Vétérans who have allowed their 
NSLI policies to lapse, may re-

instate their insurance 'without a 
physical examination until August 
1, 1947, by merely'  paying two 
monthly premiums and certifying 
their health is a good as it was at 
the time of lapse. Reinstatement 
applications may be secured front 
any VA contact office, Donovan 
said.
