The actual application of soil and
water conservation practices to
land was observed Monday after-
noon when a group of local ranch-
men attended the conservation
field day near San Angelo.

The field day stdged by district
supervisors of the Eldorado Divide,
North Concho, and Concho Soil
Conservation Districts, and was
held on the San Angelo Junior
College farm:~Various machinery
companies furnished equipment to
construct terraces, borders and to
prepare land for irrigation. Soil
Conservation Service personnel de-
signed the wvarious practices, and

helped explain the practices to
some 450 farmers and ranchers at-
tending the field day.

Many of the conservation pract-
ices which comprise a coordinated
plan were seen on the ground at
the field day. On cultivated land
these practices included level ter-
races constructed by different
types of equipment, contour culti-
vation, crop residue management,
and cover crops.

On range land ranchmen observ-

ed native grasses growing on the
San ‘Angelo Airport, which has
not been grazed for the past six
years. Various methods of mes-
cuite eradication were also dis-
cussed. ]
Irrigation practices were also
being applied to a portion of the
farm. Level borders, fed from a
raised ditch, through several types
of turnout-boxes, were being irri-
gated. Border construction and
land leveling was in progress.

The value of plant cover or lit-
ter to break the force of the rain-
drops, thus preventing erosion and
increasing infiltration was strik-
ingly demonstrated to the greup.
Water, dripping on bhare
from a can suspended about eight
feet high, loosened soil particles
and “splashed” them about two
feet high on a splash board. Ex-
periments have shown that during
a hard rain, on bare ground about

ground !

Ranchmen Observe Soil And Water
Conservation Work At Field Day

148 tons of soil per acre are thus
loosened, and surface runoff can
sweep it down the hill.

The effect of grass and litter in
increasing infiltration of water
into the soil was also ghown the
group. Two gallons of water drip-
ping on bare ground penetrated
only five inches deep, while the
same quantity of water applied on
good grass penetrated fourteen
inches. This points out the necess-
ity fcr keeping a good grass cover
on the range, and explains why “it
takes grass to make grass.”

1949 Wool Clip
‘May Be Smallest
'Ever Recorded

PRICES SHOULD REMAIN
HIGH DURING NEXT
YEAR SAYS USDA

Wool growers may expect domes-
tic production of shorn wool in 1949
to be somewhat less than the 237
million pounds now estimated for
1948, according to an article in
a recent issue of “The Wool Situ-
ition,” published by the United
' States Department of Agriculture.
| The 1949 clip may be about 225
million. pounds, ,the smallest pro-
duction on record.

Prices of wool in domestic .and
foreign markets probably will re-
main at a relatively high level, at
least through 1949. The Agricul-
tural Act of 1948 assures domes-
tic wool growers of prices during
1949 as high as high as in 1946.
or approximately 42.3 cents per
pound, grease basis. However, as
as prices in foreign markets
for the finer grades of staple
wools probably will remain above
the U. S. support level, growers
of such wools may be able to
obtain higher prices through dir-
ect sale to mills and dealers than
through the price support program.

Domestic mill = consumption- of
apparel wool during 1949 may be
somewhat less than in 1948. How-
ever, consumption of wool for
foreign origin may inerease: slight-
ly, as production and stocks of
domestic wool and smaller. Owing
to the higher replacement costs,
particularly of domestic wools are
being lowered rapidly. If mill con-
sumption during 1949 is maintain-
ed at the level now anticipated,
imports. of apparel wool are ex-
pected to be slightly larger than
in 1948.

World .consumption of apparel
wool during 1948-49 may be at.or
near the high level of last season,
now tentatively estimated at 3.85
billion pounds, grease basis. It
may be exceed world production,
currently estimated at about 2.96
billion pounds, by ‘almost 800 mil-
lion pounds. The high level of
world consumption of choice fine
wools has resulted in a marked de-
cline in -stocks of such wools. The
greater part of our rent stocks
consists of medium crossbred and
coaser wools and of “off sorts”
finer wools. Marked shifts in the
present consumption towards the
pre-war pattern will be necessary
if this wool is to be disposessed of.

Retail Sales

{Continue High |

October sales of Texas retailers
were estimated at $442 million, in-
dicating little change from Septem-
ber dollar sales, the Texas Bureau
of Business Research reported.

Durable goods sales fell 4' per
cent from September, the second
monthly setback since May.
Jewelry stores recorded the only
monthly increase, climbing 5 “per
cent.

Other stores in the durable goods
group reported sales lower in Oct-
ober than in September. Despite
the seasonally-expec)‘;ed upward
trend of 9 per cent in furniture
and household sales, these stores
reported a decline of 19 per cent
during the month; building mater-
ials, lumber and hardware sales
fell 2 per cent; and automotive
sales dipped 1 per cent.

Sales of nondurable goods
stores rose 3 per cent from Septem-
ber. Florists sales stepped up 13
per cent for the greatest rise over
the month; followed by department
stores, food stores, and eating and
drinking places, up 4 per cent;
country general stores and general
merchandise stores, climbing 3 per
cent; apparel stores, gaining 2
per cent; and drug stores, up 1
per cent. ~

Filling stations reported the
only September-to-October decline
in sales in the nondurable goods
group -- falling 12 per cent.

Compared with October 1947, re-
tail sales rose 4 per cent. Sales
of durable goods stores increased
{ rer cent from a year earlier,
while nondurable goods store sales
rose 5 per cent.

Advisory Speed Signs To Be Put
In At Highway Curves and Turns

A new type of highway sign,
an advisory speed sign designed

to. aid in traffic safety, will soon
make its appearance on Texas
main highways. Part of the-Texas
Highway Department’s program
of speed zoning, the new sign will
advise motorists of the maximum
safe and comfortable speed on
curves and turns which are not
considered safe to travel at speeds
above 50mph. It will be sign with
a yellow background and black
numerals and letters.

The speed indicated on the sign
is not the maximum at which a
turn may be taken. but is the max-
imum at which the average car
can make the turn without an un-
comfortable side-throw of its
passengers and still stay on its
side of the road.

The speed indicated is calculat-
ed by the use of a Ball-Band indi-
cator, an aircraft device which
measures the degree of force in
any turn. Highway Department
test drivers will try each turn, at
increasing speeds until the maxi-
mum is determined.

The Governor’s Highway Safety
Committee held this spring recom-
mended that the Texas Depart-
ment institute a program of speed
zoning and marking curves with
safe speeds, and the new signs are
a result of that recommendation.
