Clifton Junior College is locat-
ed at Clifton, about 35 miles north-
west of Waco. The college is spon-
sored and operated by the Evan-
gelical Lutheran Church and was
founded in 1896. It is fully ac-
credited and offers a wide curri-
culum, including courses in Eng-
lish, Art, Business Administration,
Industrial Arts, Foreign Lan-
guages, Library Science, Physical
Education. Musie, Social Science,
Education, Psychology, Science and
Mathematics. It is a member of
the Texas Junior College Associa-
tion and has a chapter of the Na-
tional Society, Phi Theta Kappa.

This marks the third annual tour
of the A Cappella choir. Last year
the organization made a tour of
the lower West Coast, singing
concerts in California and en-
route.

In the present tour
the choir will go as far east as
New Orleans. The choir consists
of thirty-four members.

Sam Logan (published earlier
this month) describing her trip
to Saudi Arabia, that we thought
readers: might enjoy a letter
from Mrs. Edward Tipton, who
has been living in Syria and
Egypt for the last two years.

We came back yesterday from
a wonderful trip. If you look on
your map you will see that Pal-
myra is northeast of Damascus
about 150 miles. It’s a rugged trip
by car over land and is as arid as
parts of Arizona. We went with
a group of ‘21 from Bierut in a
chartered plane (Middle East Air-
lines). The air trip alone was
worth the trip. We saw Bierut
from the air then climbed up over
the mountains. On the Lebanese
mountains are pines and so much
terraced land you wouldn’t be-
lieve it. Then we came to the val-
ley between Lebanon and Anti
Lebanon ranges. It is g fertile
land. We passed over and circled
Boalbeck, an old crusader castle,
which. we expect to visit in the
near future. We were all set to go
once before and discovered Carol
had fever.

The average
one would hold around 400 dead.
Some of them have been almost
completely rebuilt and others are
in all stages of ruin.

Palmyra is located on a large
oasis and once had a population
of 30,000. It covers quite a large
area, naturally, the temple area
alone covers around four acres. It
is inclosed in a walled-in area and
the wall has been remodeled by
Arabs for purposes of defense and
in some places is a heterogeneous
collection of stone, mortor and
broken pillars, also walled-up
doorways. The inside is paved with
underground passageways, etc. It
is believed there was once a large
basement beneath it dll. The.
temple is a large rectangular
building that was once surroungd-
ed by columns. There are jcres of
fallen pillars and ‘quite“a number;
of standing ones. There’s a huge
market space, a forum, a banquet
hall (in pink marble said to have
been brought from Petra) and a
large square building, the purpose
of which is unknown.

Beefmaster Calf
Holds Highest

Gain In Test

With a gain of 434 pounds in
143 days, Don Madera, a Beef-
master bull calf, made the highest
individual daily gain of any of
the 112 bull calves representing
five different breeds participating
in the 1949-50 winter feeding
tests at the Madera Valley Experi-
ment Station, Balmorhea. The re-
sults of the tests were announced
at the annual field day held at the
station April 15. The tests were
conducted under the joint auspices
of Texas A&M College and the U.
S. Department of Agriculture.

Don  Madero was one of six
Beefmaster calves entered by the
Lasater Ranch, Falfurrias. Five
of the six Beefmasters were first
calves from two-year-old heifers.
Don Madero was weighed in at
the beginning of the tests, Novem-
ber 16, at 678 pounds and weigh-
ed 1,112 pounds at the conclusion
April 8, showing an average gain
of 38.03 pounds per day. The en-
tire group of six Beefmasters
made an average daily gain of
2.50 pounds during the 143 days
of the tests.

The average daily ration of all
the calves participating in the
feeding  tests was 15 percent cot-
tonseed meal, 21 percent alfalfa
hay and 64 percent hegari bundles.
This was a growing ration, rather
than a fattening ration.

Don Madero ‘was a January
1949 first calf of a two-year-old
Beefmaster heifer, on the Walk-
er White Ranch at Mason. In June
he was shipped with his mother
to the Lasater Ranch at Mathesen,
Colorado, and was sent to Bal-
morhea in November. He has now
been returned to Matheson and
may be seen there.

The two highest gaining groups
in the entire test both represent-
ed new breeds carrying Brahman
blood. the Santa Gertrudis and
the Beefmaster. o

She will also be invited to ap-
pear May 6 at the annual conser-
vation banquet in Fort Worth and
May 16 at a similar dinner in
Houston, where state winners will
be honored.

In the Region 2 contests com-
posed of 51 West Texas counties,
Joe David Ross won second prize.

mention. Ross won a $15 cash
award, while Hamby won a medal.

My Soil
. Conservation
District

~ The land is my heritage.

Five years ago I saw our dis-
trict ranching land decreasing in
value and importance. The grass
was spare and straggly and the
hills lay naked in the sunlight.
The grass was gasping for its
last breath.

The bitterweed had sunk its
root deep into the soil and then
it flourished and grew treacher-
ously green. The sheep ate the weed
and died. They lay in great groups
about the water troughs and the
buzzards ‘grew fat. The ranchers
faces became more haggard and
all the years seemed wasted. The
people watched, waited and wond-
ered how it would all end.

Finally ranchers became tired of
waiting. They requested formation
of a soil conservation district.
Then at least”a two-thirds major-
ity of landowners voted to create
the district.

The local conservation districk
went into operation in April, 1948,
and is known as the Edwards
Plateau Soil Conservation District.
It’s boundary includes all of Sut-
ton County and the northwesterm
one-fourth of ‘Edwards - County.
As of December 31, 1949, conser-
vation plans had been worked out
with 83 ranchers covering 590,-
421 acres. ¢

Now pastures of little blue-
stem, sideoats grama, plains love-
grass, Texas cupgrass, and Texas
winter green are coloring the
landscape. The sheep, goats, and
cattle are growing fatter and the
value of the land is increasing.
The ranchers are “cabling” brush,
planting grasses, and improving
their lands in all possible ways.

Before the organization of my
soil conservation district, many
ranchers were stocking an average
of 600 sheep per section. The
rancher lost income on approxi-
mately 125 sheep from overstock-
ing. These men are now lowering
the amount of livestock and condi-
tions are much better.

The supervisors have made aerial
photographs of the land, showing.
pasture fences, names and acres,
location of water, erosion, kind of
soil, condition of vegetation, and
planned treatment for each piece
of land.

The district now owns a gras{
planting machine which the ranchs
ers are permitted to use. '

This project of soil - conserye
tion is creating a greater awig -
ness of the value of soil conservis
tion. It is experimenting with n.
crops, grasses, and sprays. It
founding pride in the rancher.
