Dept. With New Grass Fire Truck
A new, specially-equipped =grass 

fire truck was presented this' week 
to the Sonora Volunteer Fire De­
partment by grateful S u t t o n  
ranchmen. The truck, a new Dodge 
power wagon with four-wheel 
drive and winch, carries a Bean 
sprayer of 200-gallon capacity and 
powered by its own 20 horsepower 
engine. Two fog nozzles are fed 
from the tank. The truck is equip­
ped with practically every “extra” 
needed for its special mission, 
puncture proof tubes, oversize 
tires, double reduction gears, ex­
tra spare, extra steel bumper 
guards, steel plate under front of 
truck for driving in heavy brush, 
and extra lights for night work.

In addition to presenting the de­
partment with the new t r u e  k, 
ranchmen, who voluntarily subs­
cribed $6,515 for the project, are 
planning to overhaul and repair 
the other grass fire truck.

The idea of a new truck came at 
thé recent grass fire on th- W. L. 
Miers ranch. The pump a one 

f truck froze, the other truck broke 
► an axle and the Eldorado depart­

ment had to be called in. It was 
noticed that the most_ effective 
work was done by sprayers carry­

i n g  their own engines, so  th e  
ranchmen decided to do something 
about it.

It will not only hold the rupture

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
FROM

VETERANS ADMINISTRATION
Q - - My eyes have been brother- 
ing me since I left military ser­
vice. May I get eyeglasses form 
the VA?
A - - VA will furnish eyeglasses 
only under three conditions: if
VA judges they are necessary for 
a service-connected disability; if 
they they are needed as part of 
hospital or domiciliary care, or if 
they are needed for proper contin­
uance of Public Law 16 training.
Q - - I have completed four years 
of college under the GI Bill, dur­
ing which time I received quite a 
large number of textbooks at Gov­
ernment expense. May I keep the 
textbooks, or must I now return 
them to VA?
A - - The textbooks are yours, and 
need not be returned to VA.
Q - - I was commissioned in the 
Army in 1935, and hope to retire 
in 1965, after 30 years’ service. 
Will I be eligible for GI Bill bene­
fits, since I was in service during 
the World War II period?
A - - No. Under present laws, all 
GI Bill benefits will have expir­
ed before your release from active 
service.. The deadline for unem­
ployment and self-employment al­
lowance is July 25 1952; for edu­
cation and training, July 25, 1956, 
and for GI loans, July 25, 1957. 
Veterans who enlisted or re-enlist­
ed under the Voluntary Recruit­
ment Act (between October 6, 1945 
and October 5, 1946) are exempt­
ed from the deadlines, but the ex­
emptions would not apply in you

INDICATIONS ARE a Tideland 
bill will be reported by the House 
Judiciary Committee before long. 
When that is done, the measure 
will be acted upon by the House, 
then the Senate, and finally by the 
President. If and when passed, the 
President has indicated he will veto 
it. Then come the real test - - the 
question of overriding the veto. 
That will take a two-thirds vote 
of each House, 
that effort.

The next Congress — the 80th — 
saw a renewed effort to force a 
Tidelands bill through that would 
be able to withstand a veto. But 
it turned out to be an abortive ef­
fort. The House did its part by 
voting 257 to 29 to quitclam any 
Federal interest in Tidelands, so 
far as minerals were concerned. 
The bill went to the Senate and 
a determined fight, led by Senator 
Donnell of Missouri (defeated in 
last year’s election) succeeded in 
blocking Senate action, and that 
was all for that session.

Then came a period of rumored 
compromises and later the Supreme 
Court acted on the Texas ease. By 
4-to-3 decision, the Court held that 
Texas did not own its tidelands 
even though that ownership was 
specifially retained in our annexa­
tion agreement, and even though 
the coastal area was described by 
metes and bounds in the Constitu­
tion of Texas.

Now, issue is a gain before the 
Congress. Led by Congressman Ed 
Gossett of W'chita Falls, a member 
of the House Judiciary Committee, 
the fight has already begun to get 
a new Tidelands bill out of that 
committee and to the Floor of the 
House. When that is done the mea­
sure should pass the House in a 
walk. Indications are that it will 
do well in the Senate this time. 
Observers believe there’s f a i r  
■hance to even override a veto this 
year. It’ll be a long, hard fight, 
jut Texans will never relax their 
efforts to undo a grievous wrong 
chat smacks of judicial robbery.

Soil Conservation District News
News of Edwards Plateau Soil Conservation District 

Prepared by Local SCS Personnel
For the past wepk planting of 

grasses on cropland continued to 
be the major conservation activity 
of cooperators of the Edwards 
Plateau Soil Conservation District.

J. O. Mills planted 50 acres of 
cropland on his Puckett ranch to 
K. R. bluestem and sand lovegrass. 
K. R. has become an old standby 
in the District because of its abi­
lity to-become established quickly 
on a wide variety of soils under 
adverse conditions.

Sand lovegrass is a new comer 
to the District and is particularly 
adapted to sandy soils but appears 
to thrive on the heavier soils. It 
is a tall, leafy, extremely pala­
table, perennial bunch grass which 
produces a large amount of her­
bage early in the spring before 
other summer grasses furnish 
much grazing. Where grown in pure 
stands it has produced 1 to 3 to ^  
of hay per acre.

Other cooperators who have re­
tired some cropland to grass this 
spring are: Ben Cusebary', 14 acres; 
Miers Saveli, 18 acres; and E. J. 
Hardgraves, 23 acres. All of these 
plantings were made with the Dis­
trict owned planter of grass drill 
loaned to the District by the Soil 
Conservation Service.

Cooperators have taken advan­
tages of small portions of seed 
given them by the District in these 
plantings. This seed is made avail­
able to the District by the S. C. S. 
to be planted on trial basis or to 
give ranchers a start in producing 
their own seed. All cooperators 
planting grass this spring have 
purchased most of the seed used 
in these plantings.

„  O - - O
Wilford Berger received the as­

sistance of Soil Conservation Ser­
vice technicians in laying out con­
tour guide lines on 28 acres of his 
cultivated land. Berger plans to 
plant Hagari on the contour. Row 
crops are especially adapted to 
contouring since the rows are deep 
enough to hold considerable water 
that would normally be lost to 
crop production. Contouring not 
only increases the chances of mak­
ing a crop but also prevents loss 
of soil in runoff water.

O - - 0
Cleve Jones, Sr. is continuing

range reseeding in his Taylor 1000 
acre pasture. Jones reseeded the 
east side of the area that was cabl­
ed in 1949. Portions of this cabled 
pasture were reseeded with K. R. 
bluestem and slender grama in 
1949. In 1950 K. R. bluestem, slen­
der gram, Boers and Lehmanns 
lovegrasses were used and in 1951 
Jones is again using K. R. blue­
stem. Jones also planted on deferr­
ing this pasture again this year.

0 - - O
Hairy Peruvian alfalfa seems to 

be showing considerable promise 
in this area. Rex Cusenbary plant­
ed approximately 8 acres in 1949. 
It has furnished considerable graz­
ing the past two years and has 
withstood the past dry spell and 
made good growth this spring.

Peruvian alfalfa, a dry land al­
falfa, serves the same purpose in 
soil conditioning that have made 
madrid and Hubam cover so wide­
ly used. It belongs to the same 
plants that are capable of taking 
nitrogen from the air and return­
ing it to the soil.

O - - 0
The Experiment Station was 

host to Thomass Morriss, Ben and 
Rex Cusenbary. This group of 
x-anchers made a tour of the sta­
tion to observe the result of graz­
ing of various rates and classes 
of stock. They also observed the 
deferred rotation pastures.

0-. -O
With the proof that it can still 

rain and with a hope for more, 
district cooperators are beginning 
to make plans for defei-ring some 
of their pastures. Defei-ring dur­
ing the gi-owing season is a means 
by which a rancher can give the 
more desirable grasses a chance 
to improve in vigor and produce 
seed for natural i-eseeding as well 
as providing better grazing at 
later peidods.
