LEGAL AID ORGANIZATIONS 

OFFER EQUALITY BEFORE 
LAW

Self- evident is the fact that 
all citizens are in need of the 
services of an attorney at vari­
ous times. Some citizens are not 
able, due to circumstances be­
yond their control, to properly 
compensate such services.

Texas lawyers, recognizing 
this need, have formed Legal Aid 
Clinics in several of the larger 
cities of the state. In a number 
o f towns, too small to support a 
clinic, a Legal Aid Committee has 
been formed. Its members are at­
torneys furnishing necessary le­
gal services to the indigent. In 
other towns, legal aid services 
are provided by each private 
practitioner as worthy cases are 
brought to his attention.

The Legal Aid attorney per­
forms. a vital function in our so­
cial order. To understand his 
hole, we must begin with the 
basic fact that a legal aid client

The late 
Associate Justice Wiley B. Rut­
ledge of the U. S. Supreme 
Court once said: “ Equality before 
the law in a true democracy is a 
matter of right. It cannot be a 
matter of charity, or of favor, or 
of grace, or of discretion.”

The legal aid client, therefore, 
is asking for what is his right- 
that he be given the justice to 
which he id entitled under the 
law. His proverty prevents him 
from securing the legal assistance 
and advice needed for the pro­
tection of his rights.

In providing these profession­
al services, the Legal Aid at­
torney serves the highest social 
obligation, that of securing jus­
tice to those who under the law 
should have it but who otherwise 
might not obtain it.

This function places special 
and serious obligation upon the 
Legal Aid attorney. In the first 
place, his duty is to accept the 
client who is financially unable 
to employ private counsel. He 
cannot reject a client for per­
sonal reasons or convenience or 
because the case may be diffi­
cult or uninteresting or disagree­
able. To do so is to close the only 
¡door of justice and to defeat the 
very purpose for which the legal 
aid organization he represents 
was created.

Finally, a Legal Aid attorney 
must be more than a good law­
yer. His. daily work confronts him 
with more than legal problems. j< 
Innumerable problems of his ' 
clients submitted to him are of 
a personal nature and the legal 
problems are inevitably inter­
woven with financial, social and
